SUBCHAPTER 1. DIVISION OF TEACHER
PREPARATION AND CERTIFICATION

6:11-1.1 Functions

(a) The Division of Teacher Preparation and Certifica-
tion is the unit of the State Department of Education that is
responsible for:

1. Examining credentials and issuing certificates that
qualify individuals to seek employment as teaching staff
members in the public schools of the State of New Jersey;

2. Providing staff support to the State Board of Exam-
iners; '

3. Assisting in the development of policies that govern
the certification of teaching staff members;

4. Coordinating, monitoring and evaluating those as-
pects of college academic programs and those training
programs of district boards of education that lead to
educational certificates, and recommending their periodic
approval by the Commissioner of Education;

5. Coordinating, monitoring and evaluating the ad-
ministration of tests and other assessments that are re-
quired for educational certification;

6. Maintaining reciprocal agreements with other states
and territories concerning the certification of educational
practitioners;

7. Maintaining and reporting data on the supply and
quality of newly certified teaching staff members; and

8. Assisting district boards of education in the recruit-
ment and employment of teaching staff members.

SUBCHAPTER 2. STATE BOARD OF
EXAMINERS

6:11-2.1 Membership

(a) There shall be a State Board of Examiners, consisting
of the Commissioner of Education, ex officio, and one
assistant commissioner of education, two presidents of State
colleges, one county superintendent, one superintendent of
schools of a Type I district, one superintendent of a Type II
district, one high school principal, one elementary school

- principal, one librarian employed by the State or by one of

its political subdivisions, one school business administrator,
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and four teaching staff members other than a superinten-
dent, principal or librarian, all of whom shall be appointed
by the Commissioner with the approval of the State Board.

(b) The officers of the State Board of Examiners shall be
the chairman and the secretary of the Board.

(c) The chairman of the State Board of Examiners shall
have the power to appoint committees made up of less than
a majority of the full Board to assist the Board in the
conduct of its duties.

6:11-2.2 Duties

The State Board of Examiners shall grant appropriate
certificates to teach or to administer, direct, or supervise,
the teaching, instruction or educational guidance of pupils in
public schools operated by district boards of education, and
such other certificates as it shall be authorized to issue by
law, based upon certified scholastic records, documented
experience or upon examinations, and may revoke or sus-
pend such certificates. It is the responsibility and authority
of the State Board of Education upon recommendation of
the Commissioner of Education to establish rules and regu-
lations governing the issuance, revocation and suspension of
certificates, including rules governing types of certificates,
authorizations and certification requirements. All actions
of the State Board of Examiners shall be taken in accord
with rules prescribed by the State Board of Education. The
Board may, subject to the procedures set forth in N.J.A.C.
6:11-3, refuse to issue a certificate where the applicant has
been found by a court or administrative agency of compe-
tent jurisdiction, to have engaged in conduct which would
have provided adequate grounds for the revocation of the
certificate, if then held. The Board shall not refuse to issue
a certificate without providing the applicant an opportunity
to be heard pursuant to N.J.A.C. 6:11-3.15.

6:11-3.1 Certificate required

(a) Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:26-2, the requirement of
certification applies to any person who is employed by a
district board of education to perform duties that are regu-
lated through certification rules pursuant to this chapter.
Such duties shall be performed by the holder of the required
certificate or under his or her direct and continuous person-
al supervision.

(b) The chief school administrator of the employing dis-

trict board of education shall require each newly employed -

or reassigned teaching staff member to exhibit an appropri-
ate certificate before the teaching staff member assumes
responsibility for the performance of regulated duties.

(¢) The chief school administrator shall annually exhibit
to the county superintendent of schools the certificates of all
newly assigned teaching staff members. The county super-
intendent of schools shall notify in writing the employing
district board of education and the Commissioner of Edu-
cation of any instance in which a teaching staff position is
occupied by a person who has failed to exhibit an appropri-
ate certificate.

(d) Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:27-2, any contract or en-
gagement of any teaching staff member shall cease and
terminate whenever the employing district board of edu-
cation shall ascertain by written notice received from the
county or district superintendent of schools, or in any other
manner, that such person is not, or has ceased to be, the
holder of an appropriate certificate required by this title for
such employment, notwithstanding that the term of such
employment shall not then have expired.

(e) The Commissioner of Education may direct any dis-
trict board of education that, properly notified, fails to
terminate the contract of an uncertified or improperly certi-
fied teaching staff member to show cause why the amount of
the teaching staff member’s per diem salary should not be
withheld from the district board of education’s State finan-
cial aid for each day the teaching staff member remains
employed. If such district board of education fails within 20
days to respond or to show adequate cause, either by
exhibiting an appropriate certificate or by terminating the
contract of the uncertified teaching staff member, the Com-
missioner of Education, in order to fulfill his or her respon-
sibility for ensuring the certification of teaching staff mem-
bers and the thorough and efficient education of students,
may reduce State financial aid to such district board of
education by the amount of the uncertified teaching staff
member’s per diem contract salary (N.J.S.A. 18A:58-16).

6:11-3.2 Fees

(a) The State Board of Education may make and enforce
rules for the granting of appropriate certificates or licenses
to teach or to administer, direct, or supervise the teaching,
instruction or educational guidance of pupils in public
schools operated by district boards of education.

(b) Rules for certification fees include the following:

1. For each certificate of eligibility or certificate of
eligibility with advanced standing, or emergency certifi-
cate, a fee of $50.00 shall be charged.

2. For each county substitute certificate, a fee of
$50.00 shall be charged.

3. For each renewal of an emergency or provisional
certificate, a fee of $30.00 shall be charged.
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4, TFor each request for a duplicate copy of a certifi-
cate or change of holder’s name, a fee of $25.00 shall be
charged.

5. For each request for evaluation of credentials to
determine eligibility to take a particular State licensing
examination or to obtain information concerning qualifi-
cation for certification, a fee of $30.00 shall be charged.

6. In cases where a single application results in the
sequential issuance of a certificate of eligibility or certifi-
cate of eligibility with advanced standing, and a provision-
al certificate in the same endorsement field, a fee of
$10.00 shall be charged for the provisional certificate.

7. A fee of $50.00 shall be charged for each standard
certificate.

8. Fees and refunds for obtaining a qualifying aca-
demic certificate as defined in N.J.S.A. 18A:6-40 are
provided in N.J.S.A. 18A:6-41.

(c) The State Board may establish from time to time a
fee schedule for services related to the issuance of certifi-
cates which includes, but is not limited to, fees charged by
district boards of education to provisional teachers to pay
for their training. This fee schedule shall be in addition to
any tuition and fees charged by institutions of higher edu-
cation for courses and credits offered in connection with
State-approved training programs.

(d) The State Department of Education may establish
fees which candidates shall pay in order to obtain services
which are offered but not required such as the inclusion of
candidates’ names or other personal information in pubhca-
tions of available candidates.

6:11-3.3 Assignment of titles

(a) District boards of education shall assign position titles
to teaching staff members which are recognized in these
rules.

(b) If a district board of education determines that the
use of an unrecognized position title is desirable, or if a
previously established unrecognized title exists, such district
board of education shall submit a written request for per-
mission to use the proposed title to the county superinten-
dent of schools, prior to making such appointment. Such
request shall include a detailed job description. The county
superintendent shall exercise his or her discretion regarding
approval of such request, and make a determination of the
appropriate certification and title for the position. The
county superintendent of schools shall review annually all
previously approved unrecognized position titles, and deter-
mine whether such titles shall be continued for the next
school year. Decisions rendered by county superintendents
regarding titles and certificates for unrecognized positions
shall be binding upon future seniority determinations on a
case-by-case basis.

6:11-3.6 Procedures for revocation or suspension of
~ certificates

(a) The procedure for issuance of an Order to Show
Cause shall in all cases afford the individual notification of
the charges and an opportunity to be heard with respect
thereto. The following procedures are applicable to cases
brought to the State Board of Examiners by reason of
specific statutes and regulations:

1. Upon the decision of the Commissioner of Edu-
cation, cases contested before the Commissioner of Edu-
cation, resulting in loss of tenure or dismissal of a teacher
or teaching staff member for inefficiency, incapacity, con-
duct unbecoming a teacher, or other just cause, shall be
forwarded to the State Board of Examiners for determi-
nation of possible revocation or suspension. The State
Board of Examiners, after review of the record, shall
determine by public vote whether or not the offense as
proven is of such a nature as to warrant revocation or
suspension consideration, or dismissal of the case. In
such cases where the decision of the State Board of
Examiners is to move for revocation or suspension of
certification, the Secretary of the State Board of Examin-
ers shall issue an order to show cause and shall issue a
statement of charges upon which revocation or suspension
will be considered, which shall not preclude the subse-
quent inclusion of new findings, and shall notify the
certificate holder that an answer must be filed with the
State Board of Examiners no later than 20 days from the
receipt of that notice. After an answer has been filed on
behalf of the certificate holder, the board shall refer the
case to the Office of Administrative Law for a hearing in
accordance with the Administrative Procedure Act
(N.J.S.A. 52:14B-1 et seq. and N.J.S.A. 52:14F-1 et seq.).
Where no answer is received to the allegations set forth in
the Order to Show Cause, the State Board of Examiners
shall proceed to a decision as to the revocation or suspen-
sion on the basis of the evidence before it.

)
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2. Upon knowledge of any criminal conviction, the
chief school administrator shall notify the county superin-
tendent of schools directly of such a criminal conviction
involving a certificate holder, as described in N.J.S.A.
2C:51-2a. The county superintendent of schools shall
notify the Commissioner of Education of the criminal
conviction of the certificate holder. The Secretary of the
State Board of Examiners, upon being notified in writing
by the Commissioner of Education of such a criminal
conviction or guilty plea involving a certificate holder,
whether such knowledge comes as a result of a notifica-
tion by the county superintendent of schools or chief
school administrator or otherwise, shall communicate with
the court to obtain the judgment of conviction, copy of
testimony and other evidence for presentation of the case
before the State Board of Examiners. Where authorized
by the State Board of Examiners, the Secretary of the
Board shall issue an order to show cause and shall issue a
statement of charges upon which revocation or suspension
will be considered, which shall not preclude the subse-
quent inclusion of new findings, and shall notify the
certificate holder that an answer must be filed with the
State Board of Examiners no later than 20 days from the
receipt of that notice.

i. The petitioner shall furnish to the Secretary of
the State Board of Examiners evidence of proof of
service of petition to the other party or parties in-
volved; and

ii. The petition shall be accompanied by a sworn
statement that the affiant has firsthand knowledge sup-
porting the charges set forth in the petition.

(b) The Secretary of the State Board of Examiners shall
notify the certificate holder that an answer must be filed
with the State Board of Examiners no later than 20 days
from the receipt of that notice. Upon timely filing of an
answer, the board shall determine whether the matter is a
contested case. Each contested case shall be referred to the
Office of Administrative Law for a hearing in accordance
with the Administrative Procedure Act (N.J.S.A. 52:14B-1
et seq. and N.J.S.A. 52:14F-1 et seq.). Cases that are not
contested shall be referred by the Secretary of the State
Board of Examiners for determination of revocation or
suspension of the certification.

(c) Nothing in the foregoing shall preclude the State
Board of Examiners from issuing an Order to Show Cause
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on its own initiative where said Board has reason to believe
that grounds for revocation or suspension exist.

(d) After the State Board of Examiners has acted upon
the initial decision of the administrative law judge in accor-
dance with N.J.S.A. 18A:6-38 where the decision of the
board has resulted in revocation or suspension of a certifi-
cate, the Secretary of the State Board of Examiners shall

. notify the following:

1. The 50 states and territories and other such agen-
cies which are part of the Interstate Certification Project;

2. The county superintendent of schools;

3. Appropriate governmental pension and annuity
funds, or retirement services; and

4, The chief school administrator in the employing
district.

(e) Certificates that have been revoked or suspended
shall be surrendered to the Secretary of the State Board of
Examiners within 15 days after receipt of revocation or
suspension order.

(f) A suspended certificate may be reinstated at the end
of the suspension period, provided that the certificate holder
has met all conditions set forth by the State Board of
Examiners and has no other pertinent charges or cases
pending before the State Board of Examiners or the State of
New Jersey.

(g) Where an applicant for certification indicates that he
or she previously held a certificate issued by the State Board
of Examiners, which certificate was revoked, the Board of
Examiners may require the applicant to set forth the perti-
nent circumstances relating to the revocation, and require
the applicant to demonstrate to the Board rehabilitation
which warrants reinstatement of the revoked certificate.
The Board shall not refuse to reinstate a revoked certificate
without providing the petitioner an opportunity to be heard.

6:11-7.2 Admission, retention, and graduation of students

(a) Teacher preparation programs are those curricula
which lead to a recommendation for a New Jersey Certifi-
cate of Eligibility with Advanced Standing in instructional
fields pursuant to N.J.A.C. 6:11-5.1, irrespective of the
organizational unit of the college by which the curriculum is
offered. Formal admission to teacher preparation programs
shall be reviewed at the beginning of the junior year and
shall be granted only to those students who have:

1. Maintained a cumulative grade point average
(GPA) of at least 2.5 (4 equals A) for the first two years
of college. It is the intent of this and other standards
which refer to minimum grade point average to insure
that institutions determine the intellectual competence of
those recommended for certification. The required aver-
age of 2.5 should be viewed as only a minimal means of
achieving this goal; the variability of the GPA among
institutions should also be recognized. Therefore, institu-
tions are encouraged to exceed this standard when appro-
priate and to develop additional criteria for insuring that
prospective teachers are intellectually capable.

2. Achieved acceptable levels of proficiency in the use
of English language (oral and written) and mathematics.
Students with deficiencies in these areas upon admission
to college shall be required to demonstrate the elimina-
tion of such deficiencies through an oral or written assess-
ment by the beginning of the junior year.

3. Demonstrated aptitude for the profession of teach-

ing through successful completion of an appropriate prac-
tical experience in an elementary or secondary school.
This requirement would normally have to be met before
the student is granted status as a junior in the program.

(b) Each student shall be evaluated at the end of the
semester prior to student teaching by college faculty (both
education and subject matter) and confirmed as a candidate
for certification on the basis of a comprehensive assessment
of relevant indicators which shall include:

1. Having maintained a cumulative grade poinf aver-
age of at least 2.5 (4 equals A);

2. Having demonstrated acceptable levels of teaching
proficiency in junior field experience as indicated by the
evaluation reports of college and school faculty. Such
evaluations shall be communicated to the student and
shall be included in the student’s permanent file.

(c) Only students who have been confirmed as candidates
for certification shall be assigned to student teaching.

(d) Colleges shall recommend for certification to the
Department of Education only those students who have
completed the certification program and have:

1. Maintained a cumulative grade point average of 2.5
(4 equals A);

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2. Demonstrated continued competence, aptitude,
motivation, and potential for outstanding success in teach-
ing as indicated by assessments of student teaching per-
formance by college and school supervisors. Such assess-
ments shall be communicated to the student and shall be
a part of the student’s file.

(e) All standards are to be applied equitably to all stu-
dents, including transfer students, and without discrimina-
tion based upon legally prohibited criteria. All admissions

and retention processes are to be consistent with State and

institutional affirmative action policies and goals.

(f) Colleges shall develop appropriate procedures for
placing on probation and dismissing from the program
students who fall below minimum requirements before grad-
uation, and shall incorporate into these procedures methods
for appeals by students.

6:11-7.3 Curriculum

(a) Each approved undergraduate teacher preparation
program shall provide approximately 60 semester credit
hours of general education including electives. General
education courses shall be distributed among the arts, hu-
manities, mathematics, science, technology and the social
sciences. There must be some study in each area. The
inclusion of technology as an aspect of general education is
intended to allow for the inclusion of courses and topics
(such as computer literacy, the history of technology and the
sociological impact of technological advancement) which
would contribute to the general technical literacy of stu-
dents. The purpose of general education is to develop the
prospective teacher as an educated person rather than to
provide professional preparation. This component of the
program shall exclude courses which are clearly professional
or vocational in nature.

(b) Each approved teacher preparation program shall
require its students to complete a major in the arts, humani-
ties, social science, mathematics, science or technology disci-
plines. The inclusion of technology as a potential academic
area is intended to provide for those candidates who will be
certified to teach one of the technical disciplines such as
distributive occupations or industrial technology.

(c) At least 96 credits of the total program must be
distributed among the general education, academic major,
and behavioral/social science aspects of the program. .

(d) For purposes of certification, a central focus of the
undergraduate teacher education program is the profession-
al component. This component must meet appropriate
standards and study requirements of the National Associa-
tion of State Directors of Teacher Education and Certifica-
tion. In addition, each approved undergraduate teacher
preparation program shall provide study in the essential
behavioral/social science and professional education areas
listed in N.J.A.C. 6:11-5.3(g)1 through 3. Approximately 30
credit hours of instruction shall be devoted to professional
preparation; a minimum of nine credits must be devoted to
study in the behavioral/social sciences, and may be included
in the professional or liberal arts components of the pro-
gram.

6:11-8.1 Vocational Education Certification Requirements
Effective Until August 31, 1992 :

(a) The following requirements pertain to candidates who
apply prior to September 1, 1992 for any of the following
endorsements: Teacher of Agricultural Occupations, Teach-
er of Practical Nursing, Teacher of Production, Personal or
Service Occupations, Teacher of Skilled Trades, and Teach-
er of Technical Occupations. However, commencing on
September 1, 1992, these rules expire and the rules set forth
in N.JLA.C. 6:11-8.2 will apply to candidates seeking any of
the endorsements listed above.

(b) Persons who are employed under emergency certifica-
tion on September 1, 1992 shall have until September 1,
1997 to obtain standard certification under requirements in
effect prior to September 1, 1992.

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(d) State-approved alternative training programs are not
authorized in fields of vocational education. In addition,
work experience may be substituted for the baccalaureate
degree. Teachers in these fields may be employed on an
emergency basis in accordance with N.J.A.C. 6:11-4.3. The
emergency certificate is a one-year certificate which is re-
newable annually for an indefinite period. Candidates in
the fields of vocational education may obtain a standard
endorsement by meeting the following requirements.

1. Agricultural occupations:  (Experience Back-
ground).

6:11-9.3 Authorization

(a) School administrator: This endorsement is required
for any position that involves services as a district-level
administrative officer. Such positions shall include superin-
tendent, assistant superintendent, executive superintendent
and director. Holders of this endorsement are authorized
to direct the formulation of district goals, plans, policies,
and budgets, to recommend their approval by the district
board of education, and to direct their district-wide imple-
mentation. Holders of this endorsement are authorized to
recommend all staff appointments and other personnel ac-
tions, such as terminations, suspensions, and compensation,
including the appointment of school business administrators,
for approval by the district board of education. Holders of
this endorsement are authorized to direct district operations
and programs, and to supervise and evaluate building ad-
ministrators and central office staff, including school busi-
ness administrators. They are also authorized to oversee
the administration and supervision of school-level opera-
tions, staff and programs.

(b) Principal: This endorsement is required for any posi-
tion that involves service as an administrative officer of a
school or other comparable unit within a school or district.
Such positions shall include assistant superintendent for
curriculum and instruction, principal, assistant principal,
vice-principal and director. Holders of this endorsement
are authorized to direct the formulation of goals, plans,
policies, budgets and personnel actions of the school or
other comparable unit, to recommend them to the chief
district administrator, and to direct their implementation in
the school or other comparable unit. Holders of this
endorsement also are authorized to direct and supervise all
school operations and programs, to evaluate school staff,
including teaching staff members pursuant to N.J.A.C.
6:3-1.19 and 1.21, and to direct the activities of school-level
SUpErVisors.

(c) Supervisor: This endorsement is required for supervi-
sors of instruction who do not hold a school administrator’s
or principal’s endorsement. The supervisor shall be defined
as any school officer who is charged with authority and
responsibility for the continuing direction and guidance of
the work of instructional personnel. This endorsement also
authorizes appointment as an assistant superintendent in
charge of curriculum and/or instruction.

(d) School business administrator: This endorsement au-
thorizes the holder to perform duties at the district level in
the areas of financial budget planning and administration,
insurance/risk administration, purchasing and financial ac-
counting and reporting, and may include other responsibili-
ties such as: plant planning, construction and maintenance;
personnel administration; administration of transportation
and food services; and central data processing.

(a) Each candidate for the provisional certificate as a
school administrator shall be required to:

1. Hold a master’s degree or its equivalent from an
accredited institution in one of the recognized fields of
leadership or management, such as educational adminis-
tration, public administration, business administration,
leadership or management science. Study shall be com-
pleted, either within the master’s program or in addition
to it, in each of the following topics:

i. Leadership and human resource management;
ii. Communications;

ili. Quantitative decision-making;

iv. Finance; and

v. Law;
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2. Pass a State written examination of knowledge that
is acquired through study of the topics listed in (a)li
through v above, and that is most directly related to the
functions of superintendents as defined in N.J.A.C.
6:11-9.3(a);

3. Undergo an assessment of performance, conducted
by State-approved assessors, through structured exercises
that simulate the duties of superintendents, and authorize
the release of the written results of this assessment to
potential employers; and

4. Obtain an offer of employment in a position requir-
ing the School Administrator endorsement in a district
that has reviewed the candidate’s assessment report.

(b) Each candidate for the standard certificate as school
administrator shall be required to:

1. Possess a provisional certificate pursuant to (a)
above; and

2. Complete a one-year State-approved district resi-
dency program while employed under provisional certifi-
cation. The residency program shall:

i. Be conducted in accordance with a standard
agreement issued by the State Department of Edu-
cation and entered into by the Department, the em-
ploying school district, the candidate and the residency
mentor;

ii. Be administered by a State-appointed mentor
who is an experienced administrator who has completed
a State-approved orientation and training program, and
who shall supervise and verify completion of all re-
quired experiences and training by the candidate;

iii. Include a pre-residency training component that
shall be completed before the candidate assumes full
responsibility for the duties of his or her position. The
pre-residency phase shall provide no fewer than 300
clock hours of structured exposures to important as-
pects of school administration. The State Department
of Education shall, at the recommendation of the men-
tor and the employing district board of education,
prescribe the content of each pre-residency. Such pre-
scription ‘shall be based upon the candidate’s back-
ground experiences and shall be specified in the stan-
dard written agreement pursuant to (b)2i above. For
candidates who lack practical teaching competency, the
300 hours of structured exposures to important aspects
of school administration shall consist of teaching and
teaching-related experiences. The pre-residency shall
take place'in a functioning district environment;

iv. Provide approximately 135 clock hours of train-
ing and instruction in the areas of district planning and
policy formulation; board of education operations and
relations; district financial, legal and business opera-
tions; management of district operations; school facili-
ties; labor relations and collective bargaining; collegial
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management, participatory decision-making and profes-
sional governance; government and community rela-
tions; school law; supervision of districtwide programs
of curriculum, instruction and student services; and the
roles, supervision and evaluation of central office staff
and school principals. Of the required 135 clock hours
of formal instruction, 45 hours shall be completed
during the pre-residency phase; and

v. Provide the mentor, candidate and school district
with opportunities to propose modifications to the stan-
dard residency agreement for approval by the State
Department of Education.

(c) Each candidate for the school administrator standard
certificate shall be evaluated formally by the mentor on at
least three occasions for purposes of certification. The first
two evaluations shall be conducted mainly for diagnostic
purposes. The final evaluation shall be the basis for issu-
ance of the candidate’s standard certificate. All evaluations
shall be conducted in accord with State criteria and reported
on State-developed forms. The mentor shall discuss each
evaluation with the candidate, and the mentor and candi-
date shall sign each report as evidence of such discussion.
Upon completion of each evaluation, the report shall be
sent to the Secretary of the State Board of Examiners; the
final evaluation shall be accompanied by the recommenda-
tion for certification pursuant to (d) below.

(d) Each mentor shall form an advisory panel of practic-
ing educators and shall convene this panel on at least three
occasions for purposes of reviewing the resident’s progress
and soliciting advice concerning the certification of the
resident. The State Department of Education shall approve
the composition of the advisory panel. The mentor may
seek the informal input of the employing district board of
education concerning the standard certification of the resi-
dent.

(e) The mentor shall meet with the resident superinten-
dent at least once a week during the pre-residency phase
and .at least once a month during the residency. The
mentor shall be available on a regular basis to provide
assistance or advice upon request of the resident superinten-
dent. The State Department of Education may require
resident superintendents to pay fees to cover the cost of the
training and mentoring services that will qualify them for
certification and employment. The State Department of
Education shall report annually to the State Board of
Education all training fees charged to residents.

(f) Standard certification of school administrator certifi-
cate candidates shall be approved or disapproved pursuant
to the following procedures:

1. Before the end of the residency year, the mentor
shall submit to the Division of Teacher Preparation and
Certification a comprehensive evaluation report on the
candidate’s performance using State-approval criteria and
forms.
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2. 'This final report shall include one of the following
certification recommendations:

i. Approved: Recommends issuance of a standard
certificate;

ii. Insufficient: Recommends that a standard certif-

icate not be issued but that the candidate be allowed to
continue the residency or seek admission to an addi-
tional residency for one additional year; or

iii. Disapproved: Recommends that a standard cer-
tificate not be issued and that the candidate be prevent-
ed from continuing or re-entering a residency.

3. Mentors act as agents of the State Board of Exam-
iners in formulating their certification recommendations.
Those recommendations shall not be subject to review or
approval by local boards of education.

4. Candidates who receive a recommendation of “ap-
proved” shall be issued a standard certificate.

5. The mentor shall provide the candidate with a copy
of the candidate’s written evaluation report and recom-
mendation before submitting it to the Division of Teacher
Preparation and Certification.

6. If the candidate disagrees with the mentor’s recom-
mendation, the candidate may, within 15 days of receipt
of the evaluation report and certification recommenda-
tion, submit to the mentor written materials documenting
the reasons why the candidate believes standard certifica-
tion should be awarded or a recommendation of insuffi-
cient granted. The mentor shall forward all such docu-
mentation to the Division of Teacher Preparation and
Certification along with the written evaluation report and
recommendation for certification. The candidate may
contest the unfavorable recommendation pursuant to
N.J.A.C. 6:11-3.30.

(g) Candidates who receive a recommendation of “disap-
proved” or two or more recommendations of “insufficient”
may petition to the State Board of Examiners for approval
of additional opportunities to seek provisional employment
in districts other than those in which they received unfavora-
ble recommendations. The candidate shall be responsible
for demonstrating why he or she would be likely to succeed
if granted the requested opportunity.

(a) Each candidate for the provisional certificate as a
principal shall:

1. Hold a master’s degree or its equivalent from an
accredited institution in one of the recognized fields of
leadership or management, such as educational adminis-
tration, public administration, business administration,
leadership or management science. Study shall be com-
pleted, either within the master’s program or in addition
to it, in each of the following topics which represent those
areas of management that are directly related to edu-
cation and the principalship. Degree programs may pro-
vide study in other areas at the discretion of the sponsor-
ing institution and its faculties;

i Leadership and human resource management;
ii. Communications;
iii. Quantitative decision-making; and
iv. Finance and law.

2. Pass a State-administered examination of knowl-
edge in the areas of leadership and human resource
management, communication, quantitative decision-mak-

- ing, finance and law. Within these five topical areas, the
examination shall assess leadership and management pro-
ficiencies that are validated as being most directly relevant
to education and the essential duties of school principals;

3. Undergo an assessment of performance, conducted
by State-approved assessors through structured exercises
which simulate the duties of school principals, and autho-
rize the release of written results to employing districts
and schools. In particular, there shall be a formal assess-
ment of each candidate’s ability to lead and supervise
instruction and curriculum. The State Department of
Education shall, with appropriate professional input, de-
velop and validate the criteria, instruments and proce-
dures for conducting such assessments; and

4. Obtain an offer of employment in a position requir-
ing the principal endorsement in a school or district that
has agreed formally to sponsor the residency.

(b) Each candidate for the standard certificate as a prin-
cipal shall:

1. Possess a provisional certificate pursuant to (a)
above; '

2. Complete a State-approved résidency program pur-
suant to (¢) below while employed provisionally in a
position requiring the principal endorsement.
(c) The principal residency is a training program conduct-

\
e ed under the direction of a State-approved mentor and the
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sponsorship of the public school district or nonpublic school
that employs the certificate candidate.

1. In order to enter a residency program, the certifica-
tion candidate shall:

i. Possess a provisional certificate pursuant to (a)
above; and

ii. Obtain an offer of employment in a position
requiring the principal endorsement in a district or
school which has reviewed the candidate’s assessment
report and has agreed formally to sponsor the residen-

cy.

2. The requirements for State-approval of residency
programs are as follows:

i. The State Department of Education shall issue a
standard agreement detailing the experiences and re-
quirements of the residency. This agreement shall be
entered into by the Department, the sponsoring district,
the residency mentor, and the candidate before the
residency may be initiated.

ii. Sponsoring districts and mentors may propose
modifications to the standard residency agreement in
order to accommodate the backgrounds and special
training needs of individual candidates.

ili. No residency program may be undertaken with-
out a valid agreement.

3. Each State-approved residency shall provide train-
ing in two phases:

i. Pre-residency experiences of no fewer than 30
days nor more than 60 days duration. This phase shall
emphasize professional experiences and training in the
areas of instruction/supervision and curriculum/evalua-
tion. The pre-residency phase must be completed be-
fore the candidate assumes full responsibility on a
provisional basis for a principalship, vice-principalship
or other position requiring the principal endorsement.
The Department shall, at the recommendation of the
mentor and the district superintendent, prescribe the
content of each new principal’s pre-residency. Such
prescription shall be based upon a review of each
candidate’s assessment reports, background experiences
and other information gathered by the mentor and
superintendent. The content of each pre-residency
shall be specified in the standardized written agreement
to be signed by the mentor, the district superintendent,
the principal candidate, and approved by the Depart-
ment.

(1) For candidates who possess practical teaching
competencies but lack practical management compe-
tencies, the pre-residency shall consist of manage-
ment and management-related experiences in the
amount of 300 clock hours.
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(2) For candidates who possess practical manage-
ment competencies but lack practical teaching com-
petencies, the pre-residency shall consist of teaching
and teaching-related experiences in the amount of
300 clock hours. As a means of obtaining these
experiences, the candidate shall be assigned to class-
room to teach under a supervising teacher. This
assignment shall be similar in format to student
teaching and its purpose shall be to provide the
candidate with those practical teaching competencies
which are essential to lead and manage a school

(3) For candidates who lack practical competency
in both teaching and management, the pre-residency
shall be extended until the candidate completes all
required experiences in both teaching and manage-
ment.

(4) For candidates who possess practical compe-
tency in both teaching and management, the mentor
and district superintendent may request and the De-
partment may prescribe a waiver of the pre-residen-

cy.

(5) For candidates who possess partial competence
.n practical aspects of teaching and/or management,
the mentor and district superintendent may request
and the Department may prescribe other variations
to the pre-residencies described in (b)3i(1) through
(4) above.

(6) No candidate shall be certified provisionally or
permitted to assume a position that requires the
principal endorsement until he or she has successfully
completed the pre-residency.

ii. Residency experiences which shall be completed
while the candidate is serving as a principal or vice

principal. The residency phase shall provide profes-

sional experiences and training in the areas of ihstruc-
tion/supervision, curriculum/evaluation, pupil personnel,
personnel management, community relations, student
relations, facilities management, finance, school law,
and technical administrative skills. The Department,
with appropriate professional input, shall design stan-

dard training exercises which all candidates shall com-

plete in each of these topical areas. The mentor and
the district superintendent shall, at the start of the

residency, submit to the Department a written supple-

mentary recommendation concerning any standard ex-
ercises that should be waived and any additional teach-
ing or other special experiences, if any, that the individ-
ual candidate should complete before achieving stan-
dard certification. Such recommendations shall be sub-
mitted on State-developed forms and shall take into
account strengths and weaknesses identified in the can-
didate’s assessment reports and backgrounds. The De-
partment shall direct the candidate to complete any
such special experiences as appropriate.
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ili. Unless candidates’ assessment reports indicate
an extraordinary circumstance with respect to teaching
competencies, those with less than a year of teaching in
their backgrounds shall be involved in teaching and
teaching-related experiences on a regular basis for no
less than one year and up to the two years maximum
duration of the residency. The maximum two-year
residency teaching requirement applies to those candi-
dates who have no teaching experience in their back-
grounds. Teaching on a regular basis in the residency
means teaching one class period per day on a continu-
ous basis. Teaching-related experiences means those
activities that normally are associated with teaching a
class on a continuous basis, such as planning lessons,
grading papers, filling out report cards and meeting
with parents. Each residency program shall assure that
the resident acquires sufficient familiarity with the
teaching process to lead and manage in the school
setting. Each residency agreement entered pursuant to
(b)2 above shall include in its prescription appropriate
amounts and types of classroom teaching and teaching-
related experiences in both the pre-residency and resi-
dency phases. The nature and amount of such experi-
ences shall be determined in consideration of the resi-
dent’s prior experiences and shall be accorded an ap-
propriate place among other important training needs
and priorities identified for the individual resident.
The residency shall provide at least one experience in
an elementary school and at least one experience in a
secondary school. The residency phase shall be com-
pleted in no less than one year nor more than two
years.

iv. Each candidate shall complete 45 clock hours of
formal study in the supervision of instruction and cur-
riculum during the pre-residency. This formal study
shall be divided equally between orienting the candi-
date to the employing district and its curriculum and
providing the candidate with that knowledge of the
instructional process that will enable him or her to
carry out the requirements of the residency. Each
candidate shall complete 90 additional hours of formal
study during the residency in the following topics:
supervision of instruction and curriculum, pupil person-
nel services, school personnel management, community
relations, student relations, school facilities manage-
ment, school finance, school law and technical adminis-
trative skills.

4. Each residency shall be under the direction of a

mentor who is a certified, experienced principal appointed
by the Department and who has completed a State-
approved orientation and training program.

5. The mentor shall supervise and verify the comple-
tion of all required experiences and training by the resi-
dent. '
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i. The primary responsibility of the mentor is to
assure that the resident receives appropriate training,
supervision and support in the areas of supervision of
instruction and personnel management.

ii. The mentor shall evaluate each resident’s ability
to exhibit leadership and management capabilities in
accord with State-established criteria, on State-devel-
oped instruments.

iii. Each mentor shall, with State approval, form an
advisory panel of practicing educators and shall con-
vene this panel on at least three occasions for purposes
of reviewing the resident’s progress and soliciting advice
concerning the certification of the resident.

iv. Each resident shall be evaluated formally by the
mentor on at least three occasions: after approximately
three months, six months and nine months from the
start of the residency. The first two of these evalua-
‘tions shall be conducted mainly for diagnostic purposes
while the final evaluation shall be the basis for recom-
mending the residents’ certification. Such evaluation
shall be conducted in accord with State criteria and
reported on State-developed forms. The mentor shall
discuss each evaluation report with the resident, and
the mentor and resident shall sign each report as
evidence of such discussion. Upon completion of each
evaluation, the report shall be sent to the Secretary of
the State Board of Examiners; the final evaluation shall
be accompanied by the recommendation for certifica-
tion pursuant to (b)6 below.

v. Each mentor shall be responsible for supervising
no more than three residents concurrently.

6. Standard certification of residents shall be ap-
proved or disapproved pursuant to the following proce-
dures:

i. Before the end of the residency year, the mentor
shall submit to the Division of Teacher Preparation and
Certification a comprehensive evaluation report on the
resident’s performance using State-approved forms and
criteria.

ii. This final report shall include one of the follow-
ing certification recommendations:

(1) Approved: Recommends issuance of a stan-
dard certificate;

(2) Insufficient: Recommends that a standard cer-
tificate not be issued but that the candidate be
allowed to continue the residency or seek admission
to another residency for a maximum of one addition-
al year; or

(3) Disapproved: Recommends that a standard
certificate not be issued and that the candidate be
prohibited from continuing or re-entering a residen-

cy.
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iii. Candidates who receive a recommendation of
“approved” shall be issued a standard certificate.

iv. The mentor shall provide the resident principal
with a copy of the resident principal’s written evalua-
tion report and certification recommendation before
submitting it to the Bureau of Teacher Preparation and
Certification.

v. If the resident principal disagrees with the men-
tor’s recommendation, the resident principal may within
15 days of receipt of the evaluation report and certifica-
tion recommendation submit to the mentor written
materials documenting the reasons why the resident
principal believes standard certification should be
awarded or a recommendation of insufficient granted.
The mentor shall forward all such documentation to the
Division of Teacher Preparation and Certification along
with the written evaluation report and recommendation
for certification.

(d) The requirements listed in (a) and (b) above shall not
apply to persons who obtain New Jersey principal endorse-
ments prior to October 1, 1988; and

(e) Persons who can document that they enrolled, before
October 1, 1988, in a New Jersey college program approved
by the Department for the preparation of principals, may
elect to complete the program in which they are enrolled in
lieu of requirement N.J.A.C. (a)l. above. However, such
persons must meet all other requirements of N.J.A.C.
6:11-9.5.

6:11-9.6 Supervisor

(a) Successful completion of one of the following are
required for supervisors:

1. A college curriculum approved by the New Jersey
Department of Education as the basis for issuing this
endorsement; or

2. A program of college studies including 12 semester
hours of graduate study in supervision and curriculum
development. Included in this study must be at least one
course in the general principles of staff supervision, and
one course in the general principles of curriculum devel-
opment and evaluation. The additional work may be
oriented directly toward supervision and curriculum devel-
opment in particular grade levels, or in specific subject
fields.

3. When candidates have completed their preparation
for this endorsement in an out-of-State college or univer-
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sity, a master’s degree in educational administration or
supervision from a program accredited by the National
Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education
(NCATE) will be accepted as meeting the college study
requirements indicated above.

4. A standard New Jersey teacher’s certificate or its
equivalent, and three years of successful teaching experi-
ence. Experience in New Jersey public schools must have
been completed under an appropriate New Jersey teach-
er’s certificate or its equivalent.

6:11-9.7 School business administrator

(a) Each candidate for the provisional certificate of
school business administrator shall be required to:

1. Hold a bachelor’s degree from an accredited col-
lege or university, including at least 15 credits of study in
the following areas of business administration:

i. The economic and legal environment as it per-
tains to profit and nonprofit organizations along with
ethical considerations and social and political influences
on organizations;

ii. Concepts and applications of accounting, quanti-

tative methods, and management information systems

including computer applications;

iii. Organizational theory, behavior and interperson-
al communications;

iv. Administrative processes under conditions of un-
certainty including the integration of analyses and poli-
cy determinations at the overall management level; and

v. Concepts, processes and institutions in the pro-
duction and marketing of goods and services and the
financing of the business enterprise or other forms of
organization.

vi. A bachelor’s or master’s degree in a recognized
field of administration shall be accepted as meeting the
requirements in (a)li through v above. -

2. Pass a written examination of knowledge that is
acquired through study of the topics in (a)li through v
above and that is most directly related to the functions of
school business administrators as defined in N.J.A.C.
6:11-10.4(d);

3. Obtain and accept an offer of employment in a
. position that requires the School Business Administrator
endorsement; and
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4. Applicants who meet the requirements in (a)l and
2 above shall be issued Certificates of Eligibility which
will permit them to seek and accept provisional employ-
ment in positions that require the School Business Ad-
ministrator endorsement.

(b) Each candidate for the standard certificate of School

Business Administrator shall be required to:

1. Possess a provisional certificate pursuant to (a)l.—-4.
above; and

2. Complete a one-year State-approved district resi-
dency program while employed under provisional certifi-

cation. The district residency program shall:

i. Be conducted in accordance with a standard
agreement issued by the State Department of Edu-
cation and entered into by the Department, the em-
ploying school district, the candidate and the residency
mentor;

ii. Be administered by a State-appointed mentor
who is an experienced administrator who has completed
a State-approved orientation and training program, and
who shall supervise and verify completion of all re-
quired experiences and training by the candidate;

ili. Include a pre-residency component that shall
emphasize professional experiences and training that
must be completed before the candidate assumes full
responsibility on a provisional basis for a position re-
quiring the school business administrator endorsement.
The Department shall, based on the recommendation
of the mentor, prescribe the content and duration of
each candidate’s pre-residency. Such prescription shall
be based upon a review of each candidate’s academic
records, assessment reports, background experiences
and other information gathered by the mentor and the
candidate. The content of each pre-residency shall be
specified in the standard written agreement to be
signed by the mentor, the district superintendent, the
candidate and approved by the Department (see (b)2i
above);

iv. Provide approximately 135 clock hours of train-
ing and instruction in the areas of school plant plan-
ning, construction and administration; school financial
and legal practices including double entry-GAAP ac-
counting; pupil transportation; labor relations and per-
sonnel; insurance/risk administration; and food service
administration; and

v. Provide the mentor, candidate and school district
with opportunities to propose modifications to the stan-
dard residency agreement for approval by the State
Department of Education.

(c) Each candidate for the standard certificate shall be
evaluated formally by the mentor on at least three occasions
for purposes of certification.




PROFESSIONAL LICENSURE AND STANDARDS

6:11-10.1

1. The first two evaluations shall be conducted mainly
for diagnostic purposes.

2. The final evaluation shall be the basis for issuance
of the candidate’s standard certificate.

3. The three evaluations required in this subsection
shall be conducted using criteria and forms developed by
the State Department of Education that will assess the
candidate’s ability to apply baccalaureate training (see
(a)li-iv above) and training acquired in the proposed
residency (see (b)2i-v above) in performing essential
duties listed in N.J.A.C. 6:11-9.3(d).

4. The mentor shall discuss each evaluation with the
candidate, and the mentor and candidate shall sign each
report as evidence of such discussion.

5. Upon completion of each evaluation, the report
shall be sent to the Secretary of the State Board of
Examiners; the final evaluation shall be accompanied by
the recommendation for certification pursuant to (d) be-
low.

(d) Standard certification of candidates shall be approved
or disapproved pursuant to the following procedures:

1. Before the end of the residency year, the mentor
shall submit to the Division of Teacher Preparation and
Certification a comprehensive evaluation report on the
candidate’s performance using State-approval criteria and
forms; ‘

2. The final report shall include one of the following
certification recommendations:

i. Approved: Recommends issuance of a standard
certificate;

ii. Insufficient: Recommends that a standard certif-
icate not be issued but that the candidate be allowed to
continue the residency or seek admission to an addi-
tional residency for a maximum of one additional year;
or

iii. Disapproved: Recommends that a standard cer-
tificate not be issued and that the candidate be prevent-
ed from continuing or re-entering a residency.

3. Candidates who receive a recommendation of “ap-
proved” shall be issued a standard certificate. Candidates
who receive a recommendation of “insufficient” or “dis-
approved” shall not be issued a standard certificate.

4. The mentor shall provide the candidate with a copy
of the candidate’s written evaluation report and recom-
mendation before submitting it to the Division of Teacher
Preparation and Certification.

5. If the candidate disagrees with the mentor’s recom-
mendation, the candidate may, within 15 days of receipt
of the evaluation report and certification recommenda-
tion, submit to the mentor written materials documenting
the reasons why the candidate believes standard certifica-
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tion should be awarded or a recommendation of insuffi-
cient granted. The mentor shall forward all such docu-
mentation to the Division of Teacher Preparation and
Certification along with the written evaluation report and
recommendation for certification.  The candidate may
contest the unfavorable recommendation pursuant to
N.J.A.C. 6:11-3.30.

(e) The requirements listed in (a) through (d) above are
effective September 1, 1991. The requirements shall not
apply to persons who earn any of the following endorse-
ments to the Standard Certificate before that date: School
Business Administrator, Assistant Superintendent for Busi-
ness, or Assistant Executive Superintendent with Specializa-
tion in Business Administration. Holders of those endorse-
ments shall be entitled prospectively to apply for all posi-
tions in the general category of business administration.

(f) Board secretaries who lack certification but were as-
signed prior to September 1, 1991 to perform business
administration functions as described in NJ.A.C.
6:11-9.3(d) shall be permitted to retain their positions in the
districts in which they were employed prior to September 1,
1991 indefinitely. However, after September 1, 1991, they
shall be required to meet certification pursuant to (a)
through (d) above in order to seek employment in new
positions in other districts.

(g) The requirement of a bachelor’s degree (see (a)l
above) shall not apply to already-employed but uncertified

.business administrators who, as of September 1, 1991, pos-

sess five or more years of school business administration
experience.

(h) Persons who are enrolled in formal State-approved
New Jersey college preparation programs prior to Septem-
ber 1, 1991 shall be permitted five years to attain certifica-

- tion under requirements in effect prior to that date.

SUBCHAPTER 10. BASES FOR ISSUANCE OF
EDUCATIONAL SERVICES CERTIFICATES

6:11-10.1 General provisions

(a) New Jersey educational services certificates are issued
to applicants who have completed approved educational
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services programs in New Jersey colleges and universities or
equivalent programs in out-of-State institutions approved by
the State Department of Education of the state in which the
college is located.

(b) Equivalencies are determined on the basis of Stan-
dards for State Approval of Teacher Education, Subchapter
7, approved by the New Jersey State Board of Education,
and the New Jersey Educational Services Supplement to
(Standards for State Approval of Teacher Education) (Sub-
chapter 12) of this Chapter.

6:11-10.2 Qualifications

(a) Applicants may qualify for a regular New Jersey
educational services certificate by successful completion of
one of the following:

1. Completion of a program approved by the New
Jersey State Department of Education as the basis for
issuing the certificate. Such programs are approved as
meeting the State Board of Education Standards for State
Approval of Teacher Education. Information concerning
colleges offering approved programs may be obtained
from the Bureau of Teacher Education and Academic
Credentials or an appropriate county superintendent’s
office in New Jersey.

2. Completion of an out-of-State program in the ap-
propriate educational services field, approved by the Na-
tional Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education
(NCATE). (See New Jersey Educational Services Sup-
plement to Standards for State Approval of Teacher
Education.)

3. Completion of an appropriate program approved by
the state Department of Education in the state in which
the college is located, (but not appearing on the NCATE
list), provided the program meets the minimum standards
outlined in the New Jersey Educational Services Supple-
ment to the Standards for State Approval of Teacher
Education.

4. Completion of three years of successful experience
in the appropriate field in another state, provided the
applicant presents a standard certificate in the appropri-
ate field from another state, currently in full force and
effect, the appropriate degree required for the certificate
by New Jersey regulations and preparation equivalent in
total semester hours but not necessarily in specific content
to the minimum Standards outlined in the New Jersey
Educational Services Supplement to the Standards for
State Approval of Teacher Education.

6:11-11.1 Scope

(a) This subchapter is used by the Division of Teacher
Preparation and Certification in the following ways:

1. In conjunction with the Standards for New Jersey
College Teacher Education Programs, N.J.A.C. 6:11-7, to
evaluate and approve educational services programs in
New Jersey colleges.

2. As the basis for evaluating the eligibility of candi-
dates who have completed educational services programs
in out-of-state colleges, or wish to qualify for New Jersey
certification, based on the appropriate educational ser-
vices certified and experience in another state.

3. As the basis for defining the nature and extent of
studies that will constitute certificate programs designed
by colleges for candidates who already possess the aca-
demic degree required for the certificate.

4. As the basis for defining the nature and extent of
the experience background required for educational ser-
vices certificates.

3. Satisfactory completion of a State-approved school
district residency requirement lasting at least six months,
but no more than one year. Candidates who meet the
bachelor’s degree requirement may be employed provi-
sionally pursuant to N.J.A.C. 6:11-4.2 while they complete
the residency requirement. The residency requirement
shall not apply to persons who have served successfully as
substance awareness coordinators under emergency certi-
fication for one or more years.

i. The substance awareness coordinator residency is
a training program conducted under the direction of a
State-approved administrator or supervisor of the pub-
lic school district or non-public school that employs the
certification candidate.

ii. The requirements for the State-approved resi-
dency program are as follows:

(1) The State Department of Education shall issue
a standard agreement detailing the experiences and
requirements of the residency.

The externship
should be in a school clinic, a child guidance clinic or
other clinic approved by the Commissioner of Education
and supervised by a qualified school psychologist or by
personnel approved by the Commissioner of Education.
This externship experience shall include at least 100 clock
hours in testing mentally retarded children (see N.J.A.C.
6:11-11.12(d)). Persons with experience endorsed by the
Commissioner of Education as equivalent to the above
externship may be exempt from the externship.

(c) Employment of externs in school psychology are gov-

-erned by the following rules:

1. The requirement for the school psychologist’s en-
dorsement includes an externship in a school clinic, a
child guidance clinic or other clinic approved by the
Commissioner of Education and supervised by a qualified
school psychologist or by personnel approved by the
Commissioner of Education. Students engaged in this
externship are not yet eligible for a school psychologist’s
certificate. Therefore, school districts wishing to provide
paid externship programs under the supervision of their
school psychologist must obtain authorization from the
Commissioner of Education for employment of such ex-
terns.

2. Externs in school psychology fall into two groups;

i. Those who are performing the externship as part
of their approved university program of preparation of
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school psychology. In such cases the externship is
arranged by the university and supervised by them in
conjunction with the local supervising school psycholo-
gist.

ii. Those who have already completed their univer-
sity studies, and have fulfilled the course requirements
for the endorsement, but whose university program did
not contain supervised externship sufficient to meet
requirements in amount and/or range of responsibili-
ties.

ili. Since these students are no longer under the
supervision of a university program, they frequently
seek to arrange an externship in a local school system
or in an institution or clinic and desire to have this
externship approved by the State Department of Edu-
cation for certification purposes.

3. School districts desiring authorization for the em-
ployment of an extern should submit a request to the
county superintendent of schools, containing the following
information:

i. The university sponsoring the extern, if any, and
the name of the university adviser in charge of the
student’s program.

ii. The name of the fully certified school psycholo-
gist in the school system under whose supervision the
externship will be carried out. This person should hold
a standard New Jersey school psychologist’s certificate.

ili. The nature and extent of the training experi-
ences that will be provided under supervision during
the externship.

iv. The dates designating the period of the extern-
ship.

4. Requests for authorization approved by the county
superintendent of schools will be forwarded to the Bureau
of Teacher Preparation and Certification, State Depart-
ment of Education. '

(d) The rules governing the externship for school psychol-

ogists are:

1. The externship must be taken under the direction
of an accredited university as part of a program for the
training of school psychologists. In exceptional cases, an
equivalent externship, not under the jurisdiction of such a
program, may be approved by the commissioner.

2. Externship should be arranged as a program of
supervised experiences in addition to the laboratory work
done as a regular part of course work. Credit will not be
given for clinical work done as part of the requirements in
such courses as “intelligence testing” or “projective tech-
niques.”

3. At least 50 percent of the externship must be in the
psychological services division of a public school system,
or in such a division of a college or university demonstra-
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tion center, serving a cross section of school age children.
Local supervision for this period of externship training
shall be provided by a:person holding a permanent New
Jersey certificate as a school psychologist, or its equiva-
lent.

iv. Methods of production of appropriate edu-
cational media including actual laboratory experiences;

v. Processes for the organization and maintenance
of materials and equipment;

vi. Identification of learning strategies of pupils;

vii. Evaluation of the learner’s 1nstruct10nal media
requirements;

viii. Design and development of educational media
programs;

ix. Design and development of educational media
resources;

Xx. Development of individual and group processes
in the media program.

(3) A program of directed occupational field expe-
rience offered as part of a college curriculum directly
related to the area to be coordinated.

3. A program of college studies including at least one
course in each of the following areas:

i. A college curriculum approved by the New Jersey
State Department of Education as the basis for issuing
this certificate; or

ii. A program of college studies including at least
one course in each of the following areas:

(1) Principles and philosophy of vocational-techni-
cal education;

(2) Problems in organizing and teaching coopera-
tive education programs;

(3) Curriculum construction in vocational-techni-
cal education; and

(4) Vocational guidance.

(c) The requirements for a W.E.C.E.P. teacher-coordina-
tor endorsement are as follows:

1. A regular New Jersey instructional endorsement;

2. Two years of full-time teaching experience under a
