Facilities:

The Cedar Grove School District prides itself in creating safe learning environments for our staff and students. In the past
five years, new windows have been installed along with a new roof. The heating system and all restrooms were updated
using the latest technologies. A new safe and age appropriate playground for our preschool students was recently
installed affording our youngest population their own space for outdoor play. Our Media Center has been redesigned this
past year to reflect a more modern learning environment.

School Safety:

Student safety is our first priority. We believe students must come to school knowing they are safe to learn and engage
with their peers. South End has a School Climate Committee comprised of the principal, guidance counselor, teachers
and parents. The committee meets to discuss and plan ways to promote school safety so our children feel at home and
safe at South End. Our teachers and Guidance Counselor encourage good character traits through the 6 Pillars of
Character Education focusing on a different pillar each month. Assemblies that promote kindness and anti-bullying
themes are presented to the students. We believe that when children feel safe at school, maximum learning takes place.
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At South End we believe that technology enhances our curriculum and is used to improve upon teaching and learning. In
addition to one-to-one Chrome Book use in grades K-4, each classroom has a Smartboard and document camera. We
use a variety of online assessments and district benchmark assessments to aid our teachers in differentiating instruction
providing a more individualized learning. These include DRA (Developmental Reading Assessment), MAP (Measure of

Academic Progress), STARS, Dibels, and Lexia. Students use Raz Kids Plus and Moby Max to hone their ELA and Math
Tech nology and skills. Our teachers are proficient in the use of Google Apps for Educators (Google Classroom, Sites, Documents, Forms,
STEM: Slides) along with a number of apps allowing students to provide live feedback.

We are proud of our integrated Preschool program based on The Creative Curriculum for 3-4 year olds. Additionally, our
youngest students take part in music therapy, social skills, and art class.
