DEFENSE EMPLOYER SUPPORT FREEDOM AWARD

ARLINGTON, Va. — Employer Support of the Guard and Re-
serve (ESGR), a Department of Defense off ce, is now accepting
nominations for the 2014 Secretary of Defense Employer Support
Freedom Award.

By submitting
a Freedom Award nomination, a member of the National Guard or
Reserve can acknowledge and thank their employer for the critical
role they play in our Nation’s defense.”

Each year, up to 15 deserving employers are selected as Free-
dom Award recipients and honored in Washington, D.C. Examples
of past recipient support include continued benef ts and healthcare
for deployed service members, home maintenance and childcare
support and veteran hiring initiatives. Service members who have
received exemplary employer support should submit their nomi-
nations for the Freedom Award today.

Employer Support of the Guard and Reserve, a Department of
Defense off ce established in 1972, develops and maintains em-
ployer support for Guard and Reserve service. ESGR advocates
