Actand has released a draft Monitoring Program Recommendation Report (MPRR), which includes one or more
recommendations to amend the RMP; and

WHEREAS, on September 27, 2017 the Council approved a Resolution adopting the final “RMP Addendum
2018-1 Procedure for Considering Proposals to Amend the Highlands Regional Master Plan” (Amendment
Procedure) as an amendment of, and addendum to, the RMP; and

WHEREAS, the Council prepared a document entitled “RMP Addendum 2019-1 Procedure for Highlands
Redevelopment Area Designation” (Redevelopment Procedure); and

WHEREAS, on December 6, 2018, the Highlands Council adopted a resolution authorizing Council staff to
conduct the requisite public hearings under the Amendment Procedure before the Redevelopment Procedure
may be adopted as an amendment to the RMP; and

WHEREAS, the Highlands Council has staff conducted five (5) public hearings in various locations in the
Highlands Region and one (1) public hearing in Trenton duting the month of January 2019 to solicit public
comment on the draft Redevelopment Procedure; and

WHEREAS, Council staff has provided the Highlands Council with its responses to all comments and other
input received from interested parties during the public comment period, including any proposed changes to the
draft Redevelopment Procedure based upon the public comments received; and

WHEREAS, the RMP Amendment Committee has considered all proposed changes to the draft
Redevelopment Procedure and has forwarded its recommendation to Council that it adopt the final Procedure
as an addendum to the RMP; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 13:20-5.), no acton authorized by the Highlands Council to amend the RMP
shall have force or effect until thirty (30) days, Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays excepted, after a copy of
the minutes of the meeting of the Council has been delivered to the Governor for review, unless prior to the
expiration of the review period the Governor shall approve same, in which case the action shall become effectve
upon such approval.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Highlands Council hereby adopts the final “RMP
Addendum 2019-1 Procedure for Highlands Redevelopment Area Designation,” as an addendum to the RMP.

WHEREAS, Section 6.g the Highlands Act authorizes the Highlands Council to enter into any and
all agreements or contracts and execute any and all instruments to carry out any power, duty or
responsibility under the Highlands Act; and

WHEREAS, Section 14 of the Highlands Act expressly requires mandatory Plan Conformance
where municipalities, located wholly or partially in the Preservation Area, must revise and conform
their local master plan and development regulations, as they relate to development and use of land in

the Preservation Area, with the goals, requirements and provisions of the Regional Master Plan
within 15 months of adoption thereof, or December 8, 2009; and

WHEREAS, Section 15 of the Highlands Act provides for voluntary Plan Conformance where any
municipality located wholly or partially in the Planning Area may voluntarily revise and conform
their local master plans and development regulations, as they relate to the development and use of
land in the Planning Area, with the goals, requirements and provisions of the Regional Master Plan
at any time; and

WHEREAS, the Highlands Act provides that an approval of a Petition for Plan Conformance
confers specific benefits on the conforming municipality including: planning grants, technical
assistance, state aid, prionty for projects, tax stabilization funds, a strong presumption of validity and
extraordinary deference in the event of legal challenge, and legal representation; and

WHEREAS, Scction 18 of the Highlands Act obligates the Highlands Council to establish a grant
funding program to reimburse municipalities for reasonable expenses associated with Plan
Conformance; and

WHEREAS, on December 18, 2008, the Highlands Council approved Resolution 2008-73 to
provide grant funding for the Highlands municipalities to cover the reasonable expenses associated
with revisions to master plans, development regulations or other regulations to conform them to the
Regional Master Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Highlands Council approved the FY2019 Highlands Protection Fund Capital
Budget pursuant to Resolution 2018-14 on October 18, 2018, which included $1,280,000 for Plan
Conformance and Environmental and Economic Sustainability Grants; and

WHEREAS, every Highlands municipality that has successfully petitioned the Highlands Council for
Plan Conformance has an Implementation Plan and Schedule that includes a detailed accounting of
the existing Plan Conformance Grants and the allocation of additional grant funding in order to
address the Highlands Act requirements for Plan Conformance funding; and

WHEREAS, the following municipalities are in need of additional reimbursement-based grant

funding in order to address the Highlands Act requirements for Plan Conformance and/or
Environmental and Economic Sustainability Grant funding:

A Budget and Finance (B&F) Committee meeting was held on Thursday, March 7, 2019 at 10:00am.
Committee Members present were: Committee Chair Holtaway, Member Visioli; and via phone
Council Chair Richko, and Member James.

Also, present via phone: Lauren Nathan-LaRusso, Governor’s Authorities Unit Associate Counsel.

Staff Members present: Lisa J. Plevin, John Maher, James Humphries, Christine LaRocca, Herbert
August, Maryjude Haddock-Weiler, Keri Green, and Annette Tagliareni.

Committee Chair Holtaway opened the meeting at 10:00a.

Fiscal Year (FY) 2019 — Highlands Protection Fund Capital Budget

Mr. August reported that at Council’s December 6, 2018 meeting, the Council approved a
resolution authorizing the expenditure of $1,107,000 to various municipalities and counties for plan
conformance grants out of the total available budget of $2,182,000. At this time for the committee’s
review and recommendation to the Council for consideration, Mr. Humphries gave an overview of
the allocation of previously approved funds for plan conformance petitions for 4 towns ($195,000)
and the awarding of new funding ($551,500) to additional municipalities and counties for standard
plan conformance and the new Environmental and Economic Sustainability (EES) Grant programs.

Member James recused himself "from any discussion andy or approval regarding funding for Passaic County.

The remaining funding is equal to $523,500 and available until the end of Council’s fiscal year ( or
June 30, 2019).

New Jersey is an Equal Opportunity Employer
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Member Visioli asked if there is anything else coming up for the remaining funding. M. Humphties
referred to the agenda item referencing matching funding for National Fish and Wildlife Foundation
(NJWE) Grants. The total grant value is $6M and is being made available for projects to conserve
and restore fish and wildlife habitat and water quality in the Delaware River Watershed of NJ, NY,
and PA. It was noted that an email blast was sent to 38 Highlands municipalities (Mayors and
clerks), as well as non-profits, included in the Delaware River watershed. The remaining funding
from the Council’s FY2019 Highlands Protection Fund Capital Budget could be used towards this

grant.

Committee Chair Holtaway asked for a motion to approve the additional FY2019 Highlands Protection Fund
Capital Budget, excluding Passaic County, for plan conformance and EES grant funding. Member Visioli made a
motion and Council Chair Richko seconded it. Al were in favor.

Committee Chair Holtaway asked for a motion to approve the grant funding of §50,000 to Passaic County. Member
Viisioli made a motion and Conncil Chair Richko seconded it. Al were in favor with one (1) recusal by Member
James.

Council will consider this resolution at its March meeting.

Composite Zoning Map Contract Award

Mr. Humphries reported that the Highlands Council issued an RFP to request services to update the
Council’s Region-wide Composite GIS Zoning layer. Itis a base data layer that the Council utilizes
to develop many aspects of the RMP, including build-out analyses, wastewater management
planning, center planning, and smart growth planning. The Composite GIS layer takes all 88
municipal zoning maps and standards and combines them into one region-wide zoning GIS layer.
The last update was in 2005. Council staff received seven (7) proposals and made a
recommendation to award the contract to Neglia Engineering Associates.

Member Visioli expressed concerns with the cost differentials among consultants. Committee Chair
Holtaway noted that from his experience, consultants sometimes escalate the cost because they may
not want the job but want to remain on the bidder list.

Council staff did extensive research on Neglia Engineering Associates since they came in with the
lowest costs and checked the firm’s references to confirm their ability to complete the tasks
outlined.

Committee Chair Holtaway asked for a motion to approve the contract award to Neglia Engineering Associates.
Member James made a motion and Member Visioli seconded it. All were in favor.

Rutgers Regional Stormwater Management Proposal

Mr. Humphries noted that staff met with Rutgers Univetsity Cooperative Extension, Water
Resources Program regarding a Stormwater Management Proposal. Ms. Plevin added that after
meeting with several municipalities through staff’s outreach efforts, staff learned that one of the top
issues for municipalities is their stormwater management and flooding issues. Council staff is
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researching whether this would be something the Council could benefit from. Council staff will
come back to Budget & Finance Committee to discuss further, if needed.

My name is David Shope, I am a harmed Highlands landowner, that is, a Highlander with
uncompensated property losses.

This Council has never recognized the concerns of the harmed Highlands landowners as within
their duties despite clear wording in the Highlands Act to the contrary.

The harmed Highlands landowners do not have lobby rich with enviromentalist funding, nor any
salaried lobbyists such as we see here on the left side of the aisle. The landowners are largely
farmers, independent individuals without 401Ks or government guaranteed pensions or
expensive lawyers.

A few years ago, Hank Klumpp, Debbie Post and I reached out to landowners whose names and
addresses we knew. We requested that they provide us their proxy to speak on their behalf in
connection with their property losses and the devastation wrought on them by the Highlands Act.

We received in excess of 80 proxies. In some cases the proxies came with small checks and
cheers for our continued efforts. We have provided copies of these proxies to this Council in the
past, however, the Council appears to have no institutional memory and now new
administrators.

Today I am providing you with hard copies of most of the proxies — there are a few missing —
and am requesting that the proxies be made part of the public record of this meeting attached to
my submission of my written comments.

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Comments to Highland Council — March 21, 2019

My name is Deborah Post, holder of over 80 landowner proxies for whom I speak today.

At the 2019 Agricultural Convention, the farmer commu nity passed a resolution supporting the
use of the Municipal Average of NJSA 4:1C-31c in determining the development potential value
of easements in lieu of appraisals. The Ag Convention resolution further urged the Highlands
Council similarly to adopt the methodology and to work with the SADC in establishing a pilot
program in the Highlands utilizing the Municipal Average.

We understand that the Highlands Council staff finds the Municipal Average “too complicated.”
Chairman Richko, as a retired math teacher, I ask that you get involved in resolving this
complication. The Municipal Average approach is a fifth grade arithmetic problem: If a farmer
has 10 buildable lots and the average lot value in the farmer’s town is $50, what is the total value
of the farmer’s buildable lots?

The farmers’ buildable lots is found in this Council’s tdr allocation data base and the average lot
value per municipality is found in the TDR Technical Report adopted by the this Council with
its Regional Master Plan. There is no need to recreate a wheel, nor would it be ethical to do so.

The complexity encountered by your staff is directly related to the pricing of the HDC at a 75%
discount to its appraised value. Gee...the valuations aren’t in sync! No big surprise.

There is an old adage: If you don’t have a seat at the dinner table, then you are on the menu.
The Highlands landowners have been on the State of New Jersey’s menu for over a decade and
are being had for dinner every time an HDC is purchased at what was to have been a momentary
[PO in a functioning tdr marketplace that this Council has failed in its mandate to develop.

The landowners need a landowner advocate at the table as the Highlands Council, the SADC,
Green Acres and other entities staffed 100% with left leaning environmentalists try to figure out
how again to undervalue and cheat the harmed Highlands landowners. I ask you to appoint a
Landowne r Advocate for this Council.

[ also again ask you to pass a resolution endorsing the use of the Municipal Average in the
Highlands.

densitil:s can exceed more than ten times the land's carrying capacity.

The RMP Amendment Committee met on Wednesday, March 7, 2019 at the Highlands Council
office in Chestet.

RMP Amendment Committee Members present: Council Chair Richko (va phone), Committee Chair
Alstede, Members Vohden and Holtaway

Highlands Council Staff Members present: Lisa J. Plevin, John Mahet, James Humphries, Christine
LaRocca, Maryjude Haddock-Weiler, Corey Piasecki, Drew Siglin, Carole Ann Dicton

Committee Chair Alstede called the meeting to order at 2:04pm.

Proposed Plan Conformance Procedures (“PC Procedures™)

Mt. Humphries gave a history of the PC Procedures adopted by Council concurrent with adoption
of the Regional Master Plan (“RMP”) in 2008. Updated PC Procedutes have been prepared to
reflect learning over the 10 years of implementation since the initial adoption. Mr. Humphries gave
an overview of those updates as outlined in 2 memorandum to the RMP Amendment Committee
dated March 1, 2019. It was also noted that Center Designation procedures, which were not
previously formalized, are now part of these PC Procedures.

Highlands Redevelopment Area Designation Procedures (“Redevelopment Procedures”)

Mt. Piasecki provided an overview of the comments received during the 60-day public comment
petiod, which ended on February 11, 2019 and the 5+1 public hearings, regarding the
Redevelopment Procedures. As a result, the Council staff recommended the following changes to
the draft Redevelopment Procedutes:

New Jersey is an Equal Opportunity Employer
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e FExtend the minimum notice requirements to 30 days.

® Require that notice of an application for Highlands Redevelopment Area Designation be
provided to public utilities in accordance with the Municipal Land Use Law (N.J.S.A.
40:55D-12h).

® Require that notice of an application for Highlands Redevelopment Area Designation be
provided to the County Planning Board.

e Revise section 4.1.1(b)4 to read “Any Highlands Resources” and define said resources as
those existing on the Highlands Council’s interactive map or those identified through Letters
of Interpretation and Highlands Resource Area Determinations.

¢ Require that, in the event an application for Highlands Redevelopment Area Designation is
not heard by the Highlands Council within 90 days of being deemed complete, the
Highlands Council will formally notify the applicant in writing of the reasons for delay and,
if applicable, when the application will be considered by the Council.

Next Steps

As next steps, the RMP Amendment Committee scheduled a public committee meeting for March
21, 2019 at 3:00 pm to move forward the Redevelopment and PC procedures. All documents
pertaining to the Redevelopment and PC procedutes will be emailed to the full Council for their
information, after which a public notice will be sent to newspapers of record and all documents will
be posted to the Council’s website.

At this public RMP Amendment Committee meeting, it is anticipated that the committee will take
action and recommend that the Council:

® Publish the PC Procedures for a 60-day public comment petiod and conduct the required six
public hearings.

¢ Adopt the Redevelopment Procedures.

Municipal Averages

There was an extensive discussion regarding municipal averages. Committee Chair Alstede will
provide a brief update at Council’s next meeting.

The RMP Amendment Committee adjourned at 3 16pm.
