Pt. Pleasant Beach H.S. is a public school serving students from Pt. Pleasant Beach, Bay Head and Lavalette. The 
school also accepts tuition students through an application and interview process. Prospective tuition students are 
encouraged to apply. The typical school day for students is 6.5 hours. Each student usually takes 7 courses per day and 
a lunch period. Students are given the opportunity to leave the building through our open lunch program. Teachers are 
available to provide after school help regularly. The District recently completed the Middle States protocol--Achieving 
Excellence System-Wide. The MSA visiting team noted, "From the moment we arrived we could sense that this is a 
special place. A relatively small school characterized by vibrant activity. As we leave today we are envious of the level of 
student, staff, and community participation in the life of this school and the unanimity in the pride that everyone affiliated 
with your school community shares."
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
