There are two lunches of 
43 minutes each. Students attend Leonia High School based on their residency in either Edgewater or Leonia. Tuition 
students are accepted to the academy, special needs and general educating programs. The school has a limited dress 
code; no uniforms are required. There is a goal of having a Chrome cart in each classroom and the central office is close 
to reaching this educational goal. In addition to the classroom carts, there are labs throughout the building, including 
three in the media center. Students have access to the labs during free time or lunch.
