Executive Order No. 113
Extension of Property Tax Grace Period

Executive Order 113, signed today by Governor Chris Christie, extends the
grace period for payment of fourth quarter property tax payments to November
16, 2012. This mandatory grace period extension does not apply to those
municipalities with accelerated tax sales.

The Executive Order also gives municipalities the option to extend the
fourth quarter property tax grace period, by resolution of the governing body,
to no later than December 31, 2012. Municipalities looking to extend their
grace periods beyond November 16, 2012, should consult with their respective
counties and boards of education before doing so, as the Executive Order does
not require those entities to delay the right to demand their respective tax
payments.
