William Monro, Silas Cook, and Benjamin Smith, as represent-

atives for the county of Morris ; Jacob Hornbeck, Abraham Shaver,

Peter Kline, and Joseph Coryell, as representatives for the county

of Sussex ; Israel Taylor, Abraham Stout?

Es<j. was unanimously chosen, and accordingly took

the chair.

Coleman was chosen, qualified, and took his seat at the table.

Mr Taylor presented the following communication, &c.
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To the honorable the Legislative Council and General Assembly,

ihe subscribers do respectfully

REPORT:
That a few days subsequent to the passage of An act

relative to printing a new edition of the public laws, parsed 13th June,,

1820, we procured, in part from the state library, and in p^rt iron*

another place, a complete set of the pamphlets, containing all the

laws printed since Paterson's revision. We also procured from the

files of the office of the Secretary of State all those laws in manu-
script, and compared the printed copy therewith ; the corrected co-

py we delivered to the printer of the public laws that he might print

the new edition from it. We marked for publication, in chronologi-

cal order, all such acts as "are general and of a permanent nature,

and effect the community at large, and such acts of incorporation as

are declared to be publie acts. In some instances where a statute has

not been repealed, but is supposed to be obsolete and altogether in-

operative, we directed only the title, with the date of its passage,

and a reference to the book or pamphlet where it is found to be print-

ed. We endeavored to correct all such literal and verbal errors as

did not alter the sense, and appeared to have arisen from negligence

©r inattention. We discovered a few other instances in which we
supposed errors to exist, but as the sense would have been altered by
correcting them, we did not feel authorized to do it.

When m marginal notes" of the contents of the laws opposite to the

sections were wanting, we supplied them, and corrected such as ap-

peared defective.

We also made reference to the several acts on the same subject, or
relating thereto, and references to the pages in the former compila-
tions and editions of the laws, and to the pages and years in the pam-
phlet acts since the last compilation by the iate Governor Bloomfield,

"A full alphabetical Index" will be prepared as the printing pro-

gresses, so as not to delay the completion of the work.
As it was doubtful what amendments had been made to the con-

stitution of the United States, and it was desirable that that instru-

ment should be correctly printed, we addressed a letter to the Hon-
orable J. Q. Adams, Esq. Secretary of state of the United States, re-

questing him to furnish us with a correct copy of all the amendments,
We have received from him a copy ofthe constitution, with the amend-
ments, printed under the superintendence of the Department of State,

From this copy the constitution will be printed. On the 27th June,
1820, under our " superintendence and direction," Joseph Justice,

printer of the public laws, with Joseph Palmer and Charles Bur-
roughs, as his sureties, executed a bond to the Governor of the state, in

the penal sum of §5000, for the faithful execution of the work en-

trusted to him ; his bond was, on the same day, approved by us, and
filed with the Treasurer of the state.

In virtue of the authority given to us by the 5th section of An
act relative to printing anew edition of the public laws, we have
signed, in favor of the said Joseph Justice, three drafts upon
the Treasurer of the state, amounting in all to the sum of S1150*
which sum it is presumed he has received. T&e first draft for
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#400 was given after the execution of the bond, and before the
printing commenced, for the purpose of preparing a good press, pa-
per, &c. In making the subsequent drafts, care was taken not to draw
for more than would be sufficient to pay for the work then perform-
ed. Mr Justice being the printer of the laws, it was necessary that

lie should print the Law Reports, and those acts which were passed
at the last sitting of the Legislature before he commenced this new
edition. We had so far executed the task assigned to U9, that we
were able to put the work into his hands as soon as he was prepared
for it. The lirst sheet was printed on the twenty-fourth day of Au-
gust last ; since that time be has finished about eight pages each day*

which is as much as a single press can perform of so largt an edi-

tion. There are now printed four hundred and twenty- four pages, and
it is calculated that one hundred pages more will contain all the

Jaws in Paterson's revision, and may be completed by the fourth or

fifth of November. It is also calculated that the remainder of the

work w ill fill about three hundred pages, making about eight hun-
dred and twenty-five pages in the whole revision, exclusive ofthe in-

dex, and that the printing may be completed by the first of January,

and the work ready for delivery between the first of February, and
the first of March next, unless its progress should be stopped for a

short time, in order to incorporate those public acts which may be

passed by your honorable bodies during the present sitting.

The size and shape of the page in this editions are prescribed by
the law—in other respects, we trust the appearance of the work and
manner of the printing will be satisfactory. The Legislature appoint-

ed Daniel Coleman, Esq. to correct the proof-sheets, who has attended

to the duty assigned to him; but being aware that however careful and

diligent one person might be, the reading by more than one person

would be still more likely to attain that accuracy so much to be de-

sired, we have also endeavored to revise the proof sheets whenever
our situation would permit. All which is respectfully submitted.

Abo in addition fo the security against storms it will bo

found equally durable with any other mode ofcovering buildings with

cedar shingles.

The wretched appearance of the Council Chamber induced them to

give it a general repairing. The lath and the plastering were so rot-

ten that the least jar would have precipitated it down. The great

body of the middle of the carpet would not hang together on taking

it up. The floor underneath was so much decayed they were obliged

io put a new iloor in the middle of the room, and to purchase a new
carpet, and to renew the lath and plastering above, together with

whitewashing, painting, and rehaUging and painting the blinds, taking

down and reputting up the stoves, and making our of the best of the

old carpet one for the lobby—have pus that part of the building in as

good order as it has been at any time since the house was first built.

They caused the trees which appeared to he dying to be trimmed,
which recovered them, and the wood cut u\>. dryed and put up in

piles in the cellars at an expense of $2S 17, and U at litis time prin-

cipally used in warming the rooms, and will save to the state a sum
not less than one hundred dollars.

! They purchased blinds for the Court room agreeably to a resolu-

tion passed for that particular purpose, and caused the benches un-

der the gallery to be taken down and the place plastered, to make
room for additional book cases, and painted the inside wood work
with two coats of white lead, the bar excepted, which they under-

stood was to be altered, The painting of the roof and the outside of

the building (hey concluded to defer to next spring, on account of

oil being very high, and the great prospect of a considerable reduc-

tion in the price before the next season advances.

On raising the old roof they obtained a considerable quantity of
sheathing copper which they used throughout the building, wherever

it was advisable to give security and permanency to the work. Also
four copper conductors from the gavel ends of the building that were
thrown out of use by the alteration made in the roof. A part they

used in repairing tin other conductors, and the residue is stored in

the garret.

They have caused a considerable number of repairs, small in

themselves, but of some importance in the aggregate, and ofa nature

vcrj difficult to describe so as to be understood in a report. They
would therefore, if it meets tbe approbation of the House, request

most respectfully, a committee appointed to examine the work, which

shall be particularly pointed out and exhibited to their view, and at

It appears by the Treasurer's statement that the New-Brunswick
bank, in the year t816, had a capital stock, subscribed and paid in,

amounting to §225,000 being the full amount of stock authorized by
their charter. In the year 1817, they stated their capital at S~2t,750,
and paid a tax only on that amount. The amount stated and the tax

paid, has siWethat time decreased every year, and is stated for the

present year at the sum of £153,650. If the hank had, as your commit-
tee believe, no authority to makeany such reduction, but were bound
to continue their payments upon the full sum of S225,000, admitted
once to have been subscribed and paid, they are still indebted to the

state for taxes of the years 1817—18—19—and 20, in the sum of
£>99i 52. Your committee has been informed by several orthedi-
iectors of toe above mentioned bank to whom they applied for inform-
ation on tli is subject, that the bank has received from its debtors or
otherwise become the owners of the capital stock to the amount of
the difference above stated. The stock being actually transferred to the
president and directors of the company, is considered as sunk and
dismembered from the actual capital of the company.

and under the express condition that the lottery should be drawn at

Cai&den, in New-Jersey, and that Josiah Harrison should be the act-

ing manager, or agent for the said Hughes.
2d. That the first class of that lottery was drawn and completed

the 17th day of March, 1S20.

3d. That that class was drawn and conducted with perfect fair-

which could be obtained, the state of New Jersey would be entitled,

in a distribution to be made upon principles heretofore adopted, to

175,494 acres, which at the lowest price at which Congress lias

heretofore sold its lands at private sale, would amount to 346,988
dollars : that although it cannot be reasonably expected that ail
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tins land could be immediately sold so as to realize at once the whole

sum at which it is here estimated, yet it is probable that such sales

might be made from time to time, and such payments had thereon,

William L. Prall, respectfully reports :

That at the last session of the Legislature a resolution was a-

dopted by the House of Assembly, of which the following is a copy :

'* Resolved, That the Clerk of this House be, and he hereby is au-

thorized and directed, to examine, assort and arrange the docu-

ments and papers filed in the case in this room, separating such as

are worthy of preservation from such as it would be. useless to pre
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«erve, and of the former description placing those of a general na-

ture by themselves, and those of a local, under the heads of the

counties to which they respectively belong—folding, endorsing and
filing the whole in a neat, convenient and compact manner ; and
that the Treasurer of this state be authorized to pay him ten dollars

therefor, on his being satisfied that the duty has been performed a-

greeably to the intentions of this resolution."

In obedience of this resolution, in the month of May last I enter-

ed upon the execution of the trust assigned me, and very soon dis-

covered that much time and labor would be required to bring it to a
satisfactory termination—For the papers appertaining to the office

had been suffered for fifty years to accumulate, without any particu-

lar attention during most of that time having been paid to any other

than their mere local arrangement. Some of them were placed indeed

under the heads of their respective counties and were filed in chron-
ological order ; others were placed there without regard to locality

or time ; comparatively few of them were endorsed in such a man-
ner as to convey any correct idea of what they contained ; and none
were arranged in such a way as to satisfy the requirements of the

resolution that the House had adopted. Upon a discovery of the dif-

ficulties to be encountered, and of the extent of service to be per-

formed, before the resolve of the house could be complied with, I

had determined to declin • the undertaking, being well assured that

the appropriation made was entirely inadequate as a compensation
for the time and labor required, and would not (as the event has

shewn) pay the necessary expenses of board while the duties imposed
were in a train of execution. While impressed with the truth of

this opinion and of the propriety of this course, I saw and conversed

"with a number of the members of both branches ofthe Legislature, then.

in Trenton, and their advice uniformly was to proceed in, ;»nd pros-

ecute the business to a conclusion, and at the then ensuing session to

present my account for services— relying upon their justice for its

liquidation. This advice appearing reasonable, was adopted—and
thence without further delay commenced the performance of the du-

ty, and have since succeeded in its consummation. The mass of papers
amounting to several thousands in number, have been separately ex-

amined—it being necessary so to do for want of intelligible endorse-

ments on most of them, in order to ascertain their respective con-

tents. Those of a local and private nature have been selected out.

and filed in chronological and local order, those of a public and gen-
eral nature have been separated and classed under twenty different

heads—each labelled and conveying to the mind by a single glance
the subject to which each particularly relates.

The authority conferred of selecting out sucli as were deemed un-
worthy of preservation being discretionary has been exercised with
caution; several hundreds such have been so selected, and are still

kept, for the examination of a committee of the House if it should be
considered necessary— it being thought better to presei ve even those

that were useless, than to destroy any that were valuable ; and as no
correct data could be obtained by which to determine infallibly the
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time, and after making some progress in the same, it wasre-com
milted.

Mr Elmer, from the joint committee of Council and Assembly ap-

pointed to examine the library belonging to the two houses, and re-

port such measures as in their opinion may be necessary for its pre-

servation and enlargement,

Reported, That upon examining the books and papers belonging
to the two houses of the legislature, they have found them principal-

ly contained in shelves* and book-cases placed in two different com-
mittee rooms ; all are in great confusion, and most of them exposed
to destruction.

Many letters and documents belonging to the period of the first

establishment of our independent government, and of the revolution-

ary struggle, are to be found in the collection. The value of these

to the future historian, and as a means of elucidating the origin of

our institutions and the progress of our laws, will be duly appreci-

ated by every enlightened mind.
They are a record of the virtues, of the sufferings and wisdom of

our ancestors, that should be handed down to posterity as a sacred

deposit.

There are also copies of the various proceedings and laws of our
own state, as w*ell as of the general government, and of our sister

states. In consequence of the confused manner in which these are

mixed together it has been found impossible for your committee to

ascertain whether the several series pre perfect ; but from the lim-

ited examination they have been enabled to make, t is feared the con-

trary will be found to be the fact. They entertain great doubts in-

deed, whether a complete set of the votes and proceedings of the

two branches of the legislature of this state, or even of the public

and private laws from time to time enacted, can be procured in the

state A great proportion of these necessary books now in the pos-

session of your honorable bodies, exist only in the shape of loose

pamphlets, and require to be collected and bound before they can
become useful. It is also manifest to your committee, that many
valuable books, easily procurable, and essential to the rorreci in-

formation of the members, on subjects intimately connected with

their duties, are necessary to make this library serviceable to them,

or creditable to the state.

No provision appears to have been heretofore made by law* cither

for the proper arrangement and preservation of the books and pa-

pers now on hand, or for procuring sur/i additions to them as may
be from time to time advisable. TIk reasons that urge an immedi-
ate attention to the subject, are too obvious to require a particular

exposition : It is but to choose between order and disorder; to le-

gislate in the dark, or to pnjeure the means of obtaining informa-

tion.

Whatever means majbe resorted to in the first instance, for clas-

sifying and arranging these documents, it appears essential to your
committee that s«me provision should be made for their future preser-

vation. The oest means of accomplishing both these objects, they

are of opinion, will bo the appointment of some suitable person a$

9
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librarian, to whom a compensation should be given sufficient to re*

numerate him lor the time he must necessarily consume in the busi-

ness. To his care .should be committed all the books and papers
not directly pertaining to the business of the clerks, with directions

to place them in such one of the committee rooms of the state house
as may b^ most suitable; and it should be made his duty to attend

daily during the sitting of the legislature. To defray the necessary
expense of procuring suitable cases, and of collating and binding all

the loose pamphlets of sufficient value to require it, a liberal appro-
priation should be made, and be expended under the direction of two or

three intelligent persons to be designated in the law. Any balance
of this appropriation that may remain on hand after accomplishing
the above purposes, may be advantageously employed in completing
broken sets, or purshasing additional books, at the discretion of the

librarian and his said assistants; report to be made of their pro-

ceedings at the next meeting of the legislature. Such sums as may
be hereafter necessary for the further enlargement of the library,

may be provided for in the annual incidental bill, or by special ap-

propriations.

Your committee have prepared a bill in pursuance of the views a-

bove detailed, which they respectfully submit as part of their re-

port.

Maurice river cove, and the other coves and small bays of the Del-
aware bay, within the limits of Cumberland county, are of great
extent, and abound with oysters of a superior quality.

The demand for them in the markets of Philadelphia and New-
York being very great, fleets «f boats have been annually employ-
ed from both these places in gathering them. Of late years they

generally make use of the dredge, an implement that destroys more
than it catches, and soon breaks up the beds. Fully sensible of the

necessity of remedying this evil, and of securing at the same time to

the citizens of this state a preference in the enjoyment of their na-

tural privileges, the legislature, on the 9th of June, 1820, passed

an act entitled An act for the preservation of clams and oysters

;

this act imposes penalties on all persons using dredges, and forfeits

the boats of citizens of other states found catching oysters in our

-waters. Under its provisions the inhabitants of the township of

Mauriee river, in the county of Cumberla< d, took measures for pre-

venting the further use of dredges, and made a seizure and prose-

cuted to condemnation two boats owned in Philadelphia. The own-
ers and the oystermen employed in the business (and 1400 men are

stated to gain their subsistence by it) aware of the advantage New*
Jersey would gain if Ihey can b< restrained in what they claim as

their common right free from all legislative control immediately

formed an association and commenced prosecutions in Philadelphia

against every individual who aided in enforcing the law, and hap-

pened to be called by his business t the city. Five suits were thus

commenced and are stifl pending. One has been tried and a verdict

rendered for the defendant* in conformity with the opinion of the

learned judges, who fully confirmed the right of this state o pro-

tect these beds, and approved of the manner in which the law had

been enforced. The plaintiff excepted to his opinion, and has re-

moved the cause into the supreme court of Pennsylvania, where it

remains for a final adjudication. Another of the causes as been

removed by the defendant, at the request ol the u \\n I] . nto Ihe

circuit court of the United States, considering it an appropriate tri-
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bunal for the enlightened and impartial decision of the interesting

questions involved in it.

In the prosecution of these cases the township has already expend?

ed considerable sums of money, and must necessarily expend more.

The rights of sovereignty and territory of the state are at stake,

and depend upon the event ; the property to he protected is one com-
mon to all our citizens, and if properly regulated may be made a
source of considerable revenue. ! he expense incurred has accrued

in the proper enforcement of a public law, in which all have an in-

terest. Your committee therefore conclude, that provision should

be made for defraying it at the public charge.

"which the Governor is authorized to apply in part fur the above pur-

pose. But inasmuch as no precise sum is designated for the partic-

ular object presented by the petitioners, and as it seems proper that

the legislature should form an opinion on the merits of their case,

the committee respectfully offer the following resolution :

Tlinl the) have carefully examined the accounts and vouchers

submittfd to them by the keeper and inspectors, and the books kept

at the prison, and believe tiiem to be accurately stated and balanced
'
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They report herewith the statement exhibited, with the remarks of

the inspe tor-,.

Your committee however are of opinion, that these accounts do

not exhibit the actual annual expense of the institution to the state,

and that it is impossible they should, so long as the existing laws

on the subject emain unaltered. The principal source of error ap-

pears to result from charging the prisoners (as well those sentenced

to hard labor as those confined in the cells) with the daily sums of

twenty cents each for their board, and additional sums for costs,

clothing, &c. agreeably to the provisions of the 7th section

of An act making provision for carrying into effect the act for the

punishment of crimes. These charges accumulate a heavy balance

against almost every prisoner sentenced to labor, and must neces-

sarily have that effect against those in the cells The total amount
of these balances is stated this year at fourteen thousand three hun-

dred and seventy dollars forty cents, being two thousand nine

liundred and sixteen dollars seventy-seven cents more than the a-

mount stated last year, and of course increasing the stock on hand

the last mentioned sum. But a very small proportion of these bal-

ances arc ever paid, and it is believed nearly the whole amount now
due may be considered as a bad debt. In calculating the actual

profit and loss, this item must therefore be struck from the account:

There is also stated to be due the institution, from sundry per-

sons, the sum of ten thousand six hundred seventy nine dollars

forty-nine cents, including sixteen hundred ninety-three dollars,

thirt}-six cents, charged to the state for repairing and cleaning

arms. This sum, it appears, has been accumulating several years,

and many of the debts are lost by death and insolvency. The in-

spectors, at the request of the committee, have made an estimate of

those that may be considered as desperate, amounting in the whole

to seventeen hundred and six dollars eleven cents, besides four

hundred and six dollars twenty-one cents due on notes of prisoners

discharged, the recovery of which is considered doubtful ; leaving

eight thousand two hundred twenty-four dollars and seventy seven

cents, to be estimated as good debts.

In order, therefore, to ascertain the true loss of the institution

for the year ending on the first of October last, your committee
have made up a general account, discarding on the one side the debts

due from prisoners, and those due from individuals that are consid-

ered as lost, and on the other side the items in favor of fines, trans-

portation and costs of prosecution, these last being included in the

charges agaiHst prisoners. As these items have accumulated through
• a series of past years, they have deducted the amounts stated in the

•accounts of last year, from the amount of nett stock to beg a with
October 1, 1821. This account, marked A, your committee pray
may he received as part of their report. The actual loss to the
state for the past year, appears from it to be tlie sum of six thou-

sand five liundred and forty-two dollars forty-five cents.

materially diminished the balance actually due from him, at the time

of his last appointment.

The said sureties also represent that as soon as they were in-

formed of the misconduct of the said Peter Gordon, they ad pted the

most prompt and effectual means in their power to secure whatever

property the said Peter Gordon then possessed, a part of which has

been sokl, and the residue remains undisposed of. That from what
lias been sold already, and the highest estimate of what remains un-

sold, it is evident that they will be subjected to a very heavy loss,

which must be made good out of their own property. That at the

time they became sureties for the said Peter Gordon, they supposed

that they only became responsible for his faithful discharge of his

duty, and accounting for moneys then actually in his hands, in fu-

tu:e—and as his accounts had been examined and settled by the Le-

g nil tuie, and he had been re-appointed annually for upwards of.six-

teen year«?
they were inducqjl to believe that his previous conduct:
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had not only undergone the ordeal of Legislative investigation and
been found correct, but that the balances which were from time to

time reported to he in his hands had been actually found to be there*

The said sureties further represent that they were advised, he-

fore they gave their bond for ten thousand dollars, that they as sure-

lies were legally responsible to the state, only for the application of

the moneys which actually came to the hands of the said Peter Gor-
don, after his last re-appointment. But as that amount couJd not
then be certainly ascertained, and as tiiey were threatened With a
suit which might be tedious and would be expensive, and the Value
of the property belonging to the said Peter Gordon, upon which they
had acquired a lien, was estimated to be worth seven or eight thou-

sand dollars, they preferred submitting to the loss of the difference

rather than contend with the state, relying upon the justice of this.

House to afford them such relief as subsequent events might render
equitable and proper. 'That if their estimate of the value of the pro-
perty upon which they had a lien had proved correct, they would
have been respectively able to pay their contribution of the loss

without being compelled to sacrifice their own property, and jeopar-
dize the support of their families, and that it is n w manifest, that
instead of having to contribute among themselves two or three thou-
sand dollars, they will have to pay more than live thousand—a sum
which will he ruinous to some of them.

their sureties may be able to discharge the respective balances.

Mr Elmer, from the committee to whom was referred a communi-
cation from his excellency the Governor, covering a correspondence
with the secretary at war respecting the island in the Delaware bay
called the Pea-Patch, respectfully reports,

That it appears by the documents submitted to them, and from
other information upon which your committee rely, that in tfheyear

1813, the United States having determined to erect fortifications for

the defence of the Delaware bay and river, selected the Pea Patch
as a position suitable for that purpose. This island lies within the

jurisdictional limits of New-Jersey, and was at that time in the

peaceable occupation of one of our citizens, claiming under a grant

of the West-Jersey proprietors, made in 1784. No application, how-
ever, was made on the subject to the authorities of this state, but

military possession was taken by the United States officers, and the

occupant dispossessed. The district attorney of Delaware, and
other legal characters in that state and Pennsylvania, it seems,

were/consulted ; who being of opinion that the title to the soil and
territory was in the state of Delaware, the Legislature of the latter

state made a cession, and under that title the United States took

possession and commenced constructing a fort. The individual dis-

possessed instituted a suit against the engineer, which is now pend-

ing before the circuit court of the United States.

A difference unhappily exists between New-Jersey and Delaware
relative to their boundary, and their respective rights in the river

and hay of Delaware; and this difference is not limited to the Pea-

Patch, hut embraces other subjects of dispute. In the year 1820
the Legislature of this state, having been made acquainted with the
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facts above mentioned, and with the circumstance that a suit was
pending; actuated by a desire to effect a speedy and amicable set-

tlement of the controversy, as w ell in relation to this particular

subject as to all other questions growing out of the disputed bound-

ary, passed an act for the appointment of commissioners, to meet

commissioners to be appointed on the part of Delaware with full

powers to make and conclude an agreement between the two states,'

defining their respective boundaries, jurisdiction, rights to islands,

&c. in the river and bay of Delaware. To this overture the state

of Delaware did not think proper to accede, nor was any answer

ever returned to the proposal.

In the year 182), the Legislature of this state passed an act (a-

mong other things) to authorize and empower the Governor to ap-

propriate a certain sum of money at his discretion to prosecute or

defend to final issue or judgment any suit or suits which he might
deem necessary for trying or finally determining the jurisdictional

line between the two states. The attempt to effect an amicable set-

tlement having failed, it was believed that the pending suit afforded

a favorable opportunity of obtaining the decision of an impartial and
enlightened judicial tribunal. The United States claiming under
Delaware and the former occupant under this state the jurisdiction-

al line will fairly come in question—this must inevitably happen un-

less the plaintiff should fail on account of some technical defect in

his title. It would therefore be manifestly unsafe to leave this ques-

tion of jurisdiction to be tried and determined in an action brought
solely by an individual, free from all control or interference of the

state. Though the state would not be concluded by such atrial and
decision, yet its rights might be greatly prejudiced by the action

being brought to trial without all the advantage which might arise

from a direct interference by employing counsel, and taking the man-
agement and control of the suit.

The Secretary at War under the direction of ihe President now
asks for a cession from this state for the purpose of further strength-

ening the title of the United States, and of enabling them the better

to resist the claim of our citizen.

Your committee are decidedly of opinion that were the subject

freed from the danger of affecting as well the rights of our citizen,

who has been deprived in the manner stated of his possession, as the

question of boundary between this state and Delaware, the required
cession ought to be unhesitatingly made. The position is deemed by
the Secretary at War a very valuable one, not only as it regards the

defence of the state of New-Jersey, but the country bordering on the

Delaware. Whatever opinion wo might be disposed to entertain on
this point as individuals, it would certainly be yielded to the deci-

sion of the distinguished officers composing the board of engineers,
approved as that has been by the able and enlightened head of the.

war department. iSew-Jersey has at all times evinced a sincere de-
sire to afford every facility to the measures of the general govern-
ment, and your committee are well aware that the present is a time
when we are peculiarly called on to encourage by all proper means
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the laudable effort to arrange and complete a well digested system
of defence, lour committee, however, are of opinion that taking
into view all the circumstances, it will be most prudent and consist

better with the dignity and interests of the state, to delay a cession

of the island in question.

No injury can result from such a course. The works commenced
will not be interrupted in their progress, and in the meantime the
controversy existing between this state and Delaware may be set-

tled by a judicial decision and the claim of our citizen decided in

the same manner. The general government will duly appreciate

the motives by which we have been governed, and cannot impute to

this state any desire to obstruct or delay the completion Of the fort

now erecting. In the event of a determination adverse to our claim,

no cession will be necessary, and should the contrary as we confi-

dently believe be the result, we can then with more propriety trans-

fer our right in the manner requested, and at the same time protect

the interests of the individual claimant. Your committee therefore

respectfully propose that the documents referred to them be recom-
mended to the consideration of the next Legislature.
