!Sir:— 1 havp the honor to transmit lierewitli my report of the trauH-

actions of tlie Quartermaf^ti^r GeDeraF- l^epartment for the year 1865.

Very little ua.-! done except in the early part of thr* year in re-

cruitino" and equipping troop> for tiie United Statp-; >er\Tce. In

March last authority Ava.- i-e<;eived from the War Dp])artinent to raise

ten (10) new companies to be assis'nf-d V>y yonr Exi;ellency to old

regiment-s of infantry reduced in the number of companies, to give to

persons desirous to avoid tlie draft an opportunity to volunteer.

Immediately thereafter Camp Bayard was put in order for troops.

The first of the ten dOi companies wa- mustered into the service un-

der command of Captain ."^ilas A. Smith, and forwarded by assign-

ment to the Second (2d) Kegiment. and while the second (2d) coui-

pany. under Captain Green, was being recruited, and when about to

be mustered into .service, the news of the capture of Riclnnond and
the surrender of General Lee's army was received. This company
was thereupon disbanded, and the men transported to their place of

enrollment.

These two (2i companies were the only volunteer ti-oop'S furnished

with quartermaster and commi-sary stores by tiie -tate. on account

of the United States during the year, except regimental colors to our

troops in the fieM. A statement of the issue will be found in exhibit

R
The termination of the war left on iiaiiii a hirire aiuijuiit ijf clothing,

c-amp and garrison equipatre, and ordnan<;e and other stores Ijelong-

ing to the United States. Authority was at once applied for and

received, to turn over to the appropriate department of the United

States the stores on hand. Exhibit E will show the quantity of

clothing, camp and garrison equipage, turned over during the year.

and exhibit F the quantity of ordnance and ordnance =tore= turned

over during the year.
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There still remains in store a large quantity of ordnance and ord-

nance stores to be turned over, which were turned into the arsenal

by three (3) months and nine (9) months troops upon their muster out

ot'i^ervice. They are now being packed, preparatory to their being
forwarded to the L'nited States ai'senal at Bridesluirg.

For the last four (4) yeai-s very little attention has been given l)y

the state authorities to the State militia. They have been wholly
absorbed in raising and e(iuipping troops ibr the United States ser-

vice. No encouragement had been given l)y the state to the enroll-

ments and organization of uniform companies, and until the past year
the state was not in a condition to su]>]dy serviceable arms to such
companies as were organized for local purposes, she having issned all

that were lit for service to troops mustered into the United States

service in 1 861.

Until the passage of the acts of 1864 and 1865, the companies in

existence were purely voluntary, self sustaining, composed of persons

of property, who were willing to devote a portion of their time and
means to sustain a military organization, for instruction, to be ready
in case of an emergency. It was with great difficulty and expense

that these com])anies could be kept in existence, owing to the want
of proper encouragement and constant drains upon them for volun-

teers and drafts to meet the calls for the United States service. Some
military companies volunteered bodily, whilst others furnished from
time to time a greater Jiuml^er of volunteers for the war than were
comprised upon their muster roll at any one time. I am informed

that one (1) comj)any from this place. Company A. National Guards,

furnished five (5) officers and one hundred and eleven (111) non-com-

missioned officers and privates for the United States service. Many
of them Itecamo distinguished for meritorious conduct, and all of them
rendered im})ortant and valuable service to theii* country.

From past experience we are satisfied of the necessity of a well or-

ganized and well equipped militia force in ti2rie of peace. The value

and importance of an efficient military force docs not so much consist

in a great numl^er of undrilled and undisci])lined and poorly e(]uipped

body of militia, as it does in a small, well diilled and well appointed

force, furnishing a reliable body of troops always prepared for any

emergency.
Exhibit 1 contains the number of active militia companies organ-

ized, equi])ped and attached to the RiHe Gorps and State Guard, and

the number of articles of clothing furnished to each, under the act of

April 6, 1865. This act provides as follows :

Section 16. Jindbe it enacted, That every non-commissioned officer

and ])rivate shall supply himself with his proper uniform within one

month after the organization of his proper corps, and every officer

thereof shall supply himself in the same time with his proper uniform,

arms and equipments complete: but any non-commissioned officer or

private may, if he so elect, be furnished by the state with his proper

uniform prescribed by order or regulation: in case he so elect an
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entry to that ell'ect shall he made uiioii Ins coiupany or corjjs roll, and
such iniilbrm shall be furnished by the Quarternuister (Generals De-
partment, upon the requisition of the commandant of hi.s company,
countersiirned liy the commandant of the re<riment or battalion to

which such company is attached : tlie uniform so furnished shall be left

at the couijjany or other projjer armory for safe keepimr, and the per-

son supplied with the same shall be charired with the value thereof,

and shall not be entitled to receive pay for any service for which he
may become entitled to pay. until the sum chariired airainst him for

such uniform sliall have been liquidated, when, and in that case, such
uniform shall become the property of such j)erson. and until tlien the
same shall be and n-main the property of tlie state.

General Order Xo. 8. of 18(5.^. prescril)inii' the uniflu-m. clothing"

and equi))ment< of the Rifle Corps, provides for a jtarticular style of
uniform, known as the Cha.sseur. Tlii- unifoi-m has not been strictly

adhered to. Companies of the militia have been attached to the

Rifle Corps haviusr a different style of uniform, and in order to .save

the expense of an entirely ncAv uniform f jr these ora'anizations. their

several distinct uniforms have been retained, so that in t!ie Rifle

Coi-ps there are four (4) distinct unifoi-nn. 1 havf not felt justified^

owinir to the higli price of all kinds of (dothinir. in providin.2: any
more clothinsr than is required from time to time foi- issue to the

militia. Clothintr is not contracted for utitil requisitions are received

from company commanders, properly approved as rccjuired l)y law^
aud no more ordered than is rec^uired to meet the wants of a partic-

ular company. Whenever it was possiljle J have advei-tised for pro-^

posals for Iiids for fuinishi!itr clotliing-. and have uniformly awarded
it to the lowest biddei*. In most in-tances. owing to the particular

emergency for a limited quantity where a particular style of uniform
is required. I have contracted for clothing witliout advertising for

bids,'upon the most favorable terms. The cost of clotliing would l)e

considerably lessened if ordered in larger quantities, uniform in style

and of regular sizes. This cannot be done t<i advantaire so long as^

so many different styles of uniforms prevail in our service.

1 would earnestly recommend that a State uniform be adopted for

the entire militia of the state, to difier only in the usual badges to

distinguisii different arms of the service. This would lessen mate-

rially the cost of clothing to the State and to the soldier. By tlie act

referred to. all clothing issued to the militia is chai-gcd in money
value against the soldier, and is to lie paid for by military service,

which he is requii-ed by law to perform.

agrees with the number loaned to said companies. Bonds of the offi-

cers, with ample security are invariably required to l^e tiled by com-

panies making requi^itions for arms. P^xhibit A contains the ordnance
and ordnance stores in the Arsenal on the 30tn of November, and
their (;on(Jitiou. whether serviceable or unserviceable. Exhibit M
contains tal)ular statements showing a i-omplete return of the arms
^nd equipments belonging to the State in the hands of the militia of

the several Britrades of Oiis state, issued from the year 1837 to the

-close of the j)resent year. A large amount of this property hai:^ been
in the service for numy years. Much of it is undouijfe lly useless if

not entirely lost.

The State Military Agency at Washinsj^ton has })een continued

Occasionally, when the army was in motion,

or the jneans of transjjortation were so al>sorbed by the irovernment
that it could not be furnished without deti-iment to the service, the

Agency failed to make the deliveries a< promptly as was desirable.

In consequence of these unavoidalde imjiedimcnts. in >ome I'ew in-

stances, the articles were lost by reason of their jjerishable nature.

With these exceptional cases, everythinir Avas promptly lorwarrled

and delivered to the jiersons to whom they were direcD-d. F'or a

more detailed account of the transactions of the Agency I refer yon
to the report of Colonel Rafterty in the apj»endix.

The clerical force eMpIoyed in this office durinir the war. has be»>n

reduced from time to time as the requirements of the service would

permit, so that in Mav la>t it consisted of but one clerk. The labor

attendinof tiie settlement of the claims of this State aL'-ain-t the United

States for expenses incurred on account of rlie war, is sufficient to

occupy the entire time of one person, in answering letters, giving
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explanations and furnishin.L^ statements of receijits and issues and
abstracts of purcliases oi' stores issued to the troops and|e.\pended in

the course of their recruitment and or<i,ani nation for the United Statc.-^

service.

The acts of March 30th, 1864, and March 31st, 1864. organizing

the State Rifle Corps and State Guards, and the act of A})ril 6th. 1865,

for the more effectual ortianization of the militia, have greatly in-

creased the duties of this office. The several acts provided among
other things, for twelve (12) days of drill, and four (4:) days encamp-

ment annually, for wliicli .service the troops are entitled to draw from

the state the necessary allowance of camp and gariison equipage,

pay, forage and subsistence. They also provide for furnishing clothing

and equipments to every non-commissioned officer and private enroll-

ing himself in the active militia, who may elect to be furnished by

the state. The clothing so drawn shall i-emaiu tlie property of the

state until paid for Ity military service or otlierv.ise. It is charged

against the company commander, wiio. in order to account to the state

for it. in his return to this office, charges the money value thereof

again.st the men of his command who sliall so elect, and gives them
credit for the number of days of service performed during the year,

ibr which he is entitled l»y law to pay. Conse([uently, tlie lalior of

this office has lieen so mucii inw-cased under the acts referred to. and

the limited clerical force employed, tliat 1 have not been able to give

that attention or jirogress to tlie .settlement of the state Avar claims

that 1 desired.

I therefore have to reqfjPst antliority to employ additional clerk

hire temporarily ujion United States accounts.

The force at the arsenal has also lieen greatly reduced. By law

the Quartermaster (jcneral is authorized to a])point an armorer and

as.sistant armorer, the former at a salary of five hundred dollars ($.300>

per annum, the latter at a per diem of one dollar and twenty-five

cents ($1.25) for every day actually employed. This compensation is

inadequate to command the services of competent persons, nor is it

possifde with this force to take pro]»er care of the large amount of

])roperty in store at the arsenal. The force now employed and the

duties of each are as follows, viz

:

Joseph Sterling, militai-y storekeeper.

Charles F. Snowden, repairing and cleaning aryis.

William Fowell, rej)airing and cleaning arms.

John M. Cook, in charge of clothing and equipments.

Henry Streeper, night watchman.

John Dayton, teamster and laborer.

The arsenal having been originally erected for a penitentiary. i>

illy adapted to the storage of arms, its heavy walls, low ceilings and

small windows render it too damp for the purjjose, thereby increasing

the labor and care necessary to protect the arms from deterioration

by rust.

I would very respectfully recommend that an appropriatioa he
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made sufficient to fit up the storehouse erected during the war. for

the purpose of an armory.
Exhibit A contains an account of clothing, cain[» and garrison

equipage, riuartermasters stores. I)aggage train, hospital supplies,

ordnance and ordnance stores, serviceable and unserviceable, remain-

ing in the State Arsenal on the 30tii of November 18(>5.

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STATE MILITARY AGENT'S REPORT.

OFFrcE New Jehsey Miutary Agenty,
Washington. D. C. December 31, 1865.

Major General Lewis Perrine. Quartermaster General J\\ J. M.:

GEN'ERAf. :—I have the lioiior to present the followinLC report of the
business of this Airency during the past year.

It has been of the same miscellaneous cliaracter mentioned in my
former reports. General transfers of sick and wounded Jerseymen
to Newark have been obtained as follows:

January 30th—All men of the Thirteenth. Thirty-third and Thir-
tv-fifth Resriments New Jersey Volunteers, inmates of the hospitals

of the West.

April 1st.—All Jerseymen, inmates of the hospitals of the Depart-
jnent of Washington, unfit for duty within thirty days.

April '22d.—All Jerseymen wounded, in hospitals and able tx>

travel.

July 17th.—All Jerseymen, inmates of any hospital, to their owa
8tate.

Transfers of individuals were obtained from time to time ; when-
ever there was sufficient ground for asking the favor.

Since the 1st of January, I860, one thousand live hundred and
tifty-four (l.oo-t) Jerseymen have lieen admitted in the hospitals of
Washington and Alexandria.

Over sixty thousand dollars ($60,000) back pay and bounty have
been collected for the privates of our Jersey regiments.

Advice and instruction given in numerous instances wliere men col-

lected their pay in person : of tlio amount of sucli claims I have no
memorandum.

In January a number of members of the Marine Corps credited to

New Jei'sey, requested my assistance in obtaining from their com-
manding officer tlieir local bounty. The amount retained by him was
*2,900. 1 made a statement of the case U) the Secretary of the Navy,
and finally succeeded in having the money paid to the men.

March lotli.—Two Jei-seymen, ship carpenters, taken prisoners at

64
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Plymouth. X. C, whilo in liovernment employ, called upon me lor aid

to reach their homes in New Jersey. They had been for a year at

Andersonville, Avere mere walking sk<^letons. i-afrged and pennilesH..

I took their statement and made a wi'itten application to the Quarter-

master General, and in twenty-four liours tiie men left I'or home, each,

with six hundred dollars ($600; in their pockets, their wages for the-

lime they were prisoners.

May 25th.—I was informed that three hundred (300; nnassigned
Jerseymeu were in the Provisional Camp at Alexaiidi-ia. 1 made a
written ap|»lication to the ProA ost Marshal for tlieir transfer to Tren-
ton, t« be mustered out. Tiiis applicalion wa-^ j-eturned with an en-

dorsement that the camp was broken up and the men assigned to Jer-

sey regiments.

June 24:th.—Several of these men called and stated that one hun-

dred and ninety-five of them (the larger portion said to have been
assigned to 1st X, J. Ratteryi wore at the Soldiers' Rest in this city,

had been there some days and unable to obtain ti-ansportation to

Trenton.
These men lelt Trenton Mai-rh MOth for City Point, forwai-ded from

City Point to Barke's Junctian. then back to City Point, thence t»

Alexandria Soldiers' Rest, then to provisional camp, then to Wa.sh-

ington street prison, then to Soldiers' Rest, then to Gon'l Meade's
headquarters, back again to Soldiei-s' Rest, thence a sec(md time tO'

Gen. Meade's headquarters, thence to headquarters of 6th Corps : but

as the 1st X'. J. Battery had been mustered out and sent liome the
commanding officer of the 6th Corps lefused to receive them.

Tiiey were returned to Gen. Meade, and then to Soldiei-s' Rest. It

appeared that no existing order covered a case of this kind. Capt.
Gamp who has had charge for more than two years of tlie Soldiers'

Rest (a most Avortiiy. efficient and kind officer i. had aj)}tlied for in-

sti-uctions; but it was at a time wiien t)ie Adjutant (Jeneral's office

was ovei'run with iiusiness.

It required daily visits on my ]»art. back and forth. l)etween Gen.
Augur's and the Adjutant Geneial's for nearly a week, before the-

necessary order was received by ]Major Camp.
Individual cases of a similar kind were occurring every few days

for sevei'al months. The delay unavoidably attending the disjjosal

of such cases can only be understood by tliose personally cognizant

of the infinite vai'iety of Inisiness that j)asses through the several

bureaus of the different departments of the (xcneral Government.
A])ril 30th.—A Jei-seyman called and stated that Sept. 2yth, 1864,

he arrived in this city with three hundred dollars for the purpose of
going into business, he was arrested as a deserter, his money taken

from him. confijied in Fori-est Hall desertei-s' prison, from Septeuibei-

•29th to December 24th. then taken to Alexandria Washington street

prison, showered fi'om time to time to make him designate what regi-

ment he Ijclonged to.

A member of the 13th Pennsvlvania Cavalrv was confined in same
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prison, find fVom him he lonmerl that tlicro belonged to that ref^iment

an otficci' whom the Jo-stn-nian knew. To avoid farther punishment
he said he helon2:ed to tliis n^tf'iinent. He was necording'ly forwarded
via Foi-t .Njonroe to Wilniinirt<»n. North ^'arulina, near whidi place

the 13tM Penn.'sylvania Cavalry was >tatio-ned : not beloiiuinir to that

regimeni h<; w;is foi-warded iiaek to Wa-iiinirtou. On the 10th ^fay

his case was finished and his money paid liaek to him.

An.crnst 4th a German, irivinu- his name as Lndwio- Duhardt called

and stated he was arrested in Xewark. Odoljer "21. 1864. forwarded to

Trenton, thenre to Forr«*sr Mall, tlienre t.-i Ah;xandria. thi'ee liundred

and iifty dollars (s:>5l)i taken from him aJid forwarded to City Point,

taken siek and i-eturni'd to ^Stanton Hospital. I went to tlio provost
mar-ihal's oftb-e. e.xamined t!ie books of Forrest Hall and the Alexan-
dria prison, bnt eonld find no record of any .such name.

I stated the case to General Breek, he.^cnt me to Colonel Pauldintr,

Chief Paymaster of this Department to v.hom money taken from
desertei-^ and othei" prisunei-s was reqnirf'd to be paid over. l>ut still

uo trace of any such man could be ibund.

1 wrote t(j the provost niai'shal at Xewark : but uo Lndwio- Duhardt
had been arrested there, f took the man in pei"Son to Gen. Breck's
office and had him examined by his chief clerk, who is a German; he
Beemed to lie satislied tliar rh*' man had had the money alleired.

1 then wrote to jirovosc marshal at Trenton, givinir the date he
was sent, and enquii-iinr if any man of a similar name had been sent
from Ti-euton. 1 rt.'ceived a reply stating one Louis Tuch.ert had been
sent at the time mentioned. I again v.ent to provost marshal and
traced this Tuchort from Forrest Hall to Alexandna. and on the

books of Odd Fellow's Hall, found Louis Tuchert alias Duhardt.
<MJurt-niai-tiaIed. but no j-e<;oi'd of his money.

With the information thus oI)tained. 1 vi.sited hiin at Douglas, to

which Injspital Jn- had l^een irau-ferred. and foriuuately found a
German who understood and spoko I'Jnglish well. Finding uo record
of his money, it had ofoiiri-ed tf,- nii- that he had been roljbed by hi.^

fellow prisoners, and such proved to bf the fart. His monev was
gone lieyond recovery.

He had Vieen enrolled as Louis Tuchert. Louis Tuchert drafted.

Notice served at his boarding place. I wrote to his former employer,
who stated Duhardt had money by him. that the day he was arrested

he had t iken his money to bay a lot with. As he was under sentence
of court-m ivtlal, he was discharged without pay or allowances. 1

however oi>tained transportation for him to Ncwai-k. He had been
absent a year, but never in the field.

The above cases will give some idea of the variety of business that

requires the attention of tb.is agency.

Thai-sday night the 13th of Api-il. the public buildings and private

dwellings were liriliinntly illuminated and the streets filled with
crowds rejoicing over the downfall of the rebellion and the return
of peace. Saturday the 15th the whole city was draped in monrninw'
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lor the loi^s of the Chief Magistrate of the Repiiltlic by the hand of

an asriasr'iii.

A mcetiiiu- of the Joi^eyineD in Washington wass held at my office

and arrange n Ien ts made for })artieipating in the funeral solemnities.

A committ/'c. consisting of Messi-s. JJurr, Fardon and myself, were
appointed to attend to the necessary details.

On the day of the funeral a large number of Jerscymen were present

and Ibrincd a pai't of the procession.

In May, 12 regiments, and o battalions of infantry, 2 i-egiments of

cavalry and o batteries of New Jei'sey troops arrived in the imme-
diate vicinity of Washington. There was scarcely a moment during

business houi-s, Imt what my office contained Jersey soldiei's. These
troops remained here till nnistei-ed out. 1 endeavored to give you

frecjuent and early information of their movements.

May 28d and 24th.—The review of the armies of Grant and Sher-

man took yilace. About noon the day previous I obtained permission

from General Augur ta erect a stand for the aceonnnodation of Jer-

seymen.

It was nearl}' o})posite ihc one occupied by the President and
General (rrant. The erection of the stand, the printing, signing and
distributing the tickets, in the short time at my disposal, required

considerable labor.

Two hundred Jerseymen were thus enabled to enjoy a fine view of

the war woi-n veterans and the distinguished men on the President's

stand.

The correspondence by mail and with the different offices has been

large. Erom the 1st of June to the 4th of August, one thousand

(1,000) communications by mail, and to the public offices, were sent

from this office. That of the month of May was fully as great, but I

cannot give the exact numl^er with tlie same certainty that I do that

from June to August.

The numl)er of those calling during the past year, ^vhose names

appear on my Journal, are one thousand three hundred and one (1,301).

Shortly after opening an office in 1863, I commenced keeping a

rough journal, in which 1 entered short memoranda, giving the name
of the person calling, his business, <fec. ; also short notes of the busi-

ness transacted.

The press of business has often made it imperfect, and on two or

three occasions prevented it being kept for weeks at a time. I am
now using ihe tifth book.

The first commences the Isth of May, 1863. There are 1,422

pages filled, averaging over eight different meworanda to a page. At
eight to the page, it shows eleven thousand three hundred and seven-

ty-six (11,376) memoranda of business for the thirty-two months it

has been kept, averaging over three hundred and fifty-five (355) for

each month.

I have a register of all Jerseymen wiio have been inmates of the

hospitals of this aeparfcment since May 2d, 1863, giving name, com-
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pany, regiment, date of adiui-.<ioii. death, di>eliarge. or transfer, and
the hospital. This register contains seven tliousand seven hundred

and eighty-four (7.784) names. My journal shows eight hundred and
ten (810) passes to Alexandria and the armies to have Vteen obtained

through this Agency.
There arc on file three thousand and twenty-siven 3.027) letters,

received from various parties: of the-^e one hundred and seven (107;

are from the Governor.

Ninety-seven (97) from the Adjutant General.

Three hundred and sixty-two (362) from yourself.

This does not give the full number received, a? a large proportion

of the letters received from yourself, the Adjutant General and the

Governor refer to matters wJiich require tlioir filinii" in the different

offices, wlien the subject they refer to is disposed of.

The same is true to some extent of tlie letters received from other

parties. Upon the journal appear the names of four thousand three

hundred and eis-hteen (4.31Si individuals: about one-third of these

are civilians.

This includes only those whose business demanded an entry. The
actual number of calls being mucli larger. From middle of ^[ay to

middle of June they average about fifty a day.

One week in March last. I kept a tally of those calling. There
were one hundred and seventy-three (173) calls; the lowest number
on any one day twenty-five (25), and the highest thirty-nine (39),

More than two thousand (2.000) men have been transferred to

Newark under general transfers.

Annexed are tables giving the aliove statistics more in detail.

Every matter brought to tiie attention of any public officer, requires

a brief succinct statement of the facts of the case upon which you
desire action. It must be brief or it will not be read, and it must
contain the main points, else you injure your case ; but brevity i.^

the ofreat necessity.

My business has been principally with the various bureaus of the

War Department, viz : The Adjutant General's office, the Surgeon
General, the Medical Director and the Surgeons of the Hospitals, the

Paymaster General's office, the Second Auditor, Second Comptroller^

the Commissionei^ of Pensions, the Provost Marshal, the Quartermas-

ter General, and occasionally with almost every department.

On the 18th July. 1862. Colonel Tufts, was appointed State Agent
by the Governor of Massachusetts : it was the first agency established.

Since that time all the Middle and Eastern and many of the Western

States have had agencies here. Originally established for the relief

of the sick and wounded, the necessities of the times have so extended

the operation of these agencies, that they have become general agen-

cies for the transaction of any and all business concerning the soldier,

his friends and the State.

There have been t«'enty-two general hospitals in this department,,

miles apart : for information as to the wants and needs of our sol-
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diers, inmates from time to time of these liospiiuls, I have i)eeu much
indebt<!d to the gentlemen of the Nevr Jersey Aid Society, who c^ni-

tuitously vi.-ited the hot^pitais and reported to me such cases that

needed .special attention.

These visits were made more Ireiiaently and thorouirhly immedi-
ately after each fresh ari-ivul of wounded.
For the first six montlis 1 visited almost daily some one of the

Viospitals, but as the tact ol" aii oilice being open became generally

known, the amount of office business iucrea.sed so rapidly, that 1 have
not, since that time, made many visits except in cases requiring my
personal examination.

During the last eighteen months, the Agency has been frequently

called upon ity the various recruiting agents of our State for aid and
assistance.

In conducting the business of the Agency, ]u_y cudeavor lias been
to make the interest of the enlisted man the first consideration.

The carrying out of this object has occasionally made the acts of

the agency distastefid to some.

After the surrender of Lee. there was an universal desire among
the enlisted men to be forthwith disbanded and sent home. The de-

lay occasioned by the immense amount of clei'ical la'oor required in

preparing the necessary papers for mustering out so large a body of

troops, was frequently attributed bj' the men to a desire on the part

of their officers to retain them in service. At no time during the

•existence of actual hostilities, was there so much dissatisfaction and
grumbling in the ranks as just after the close of the Avar.

My policy has ever been, while listening patiently to and righting

as far as possible, the actual grievances of those calling on me, still

to impress upon the enlisted man to bear cheerfully and manfully the

restraint required by a wholesome discipline.

I have never considered it my duty to pass judgment on the justice

or injustice of any regulation. I have ever endeavored to know what
the regulations were and to give Jerseymen the benefit of them as

they were. Even in this, not always successful.

The pay and medical departments are those with which there has

been the most frequent iutercouse. Every facility has been extended

by the pay department for the expeditious settlement of the accounts

of the discharged soldier.

From the Surgeon (leneral I have received a continuance of that

constant courtesy and read}' disposition to grant all reasonable

requests wliich has ever characterized his able and energetic admin-

istration of tlie medical department.

It is difficult to give a comprehensive and intelligible answer to the

question—vrhat are the duties of a State agent ? He keeps in one

sense an intelligence office to answer all sorts of questions. In

another he is the attorne}- of every soldier who needs assistance,

about pay, bount}-. transfer, discharge, removal of cliarge of deser-

tion, pardon.
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The necessity and utility of such agencies have boon fully proved
by the large amount ot" business done by them in the past three years.

Since the ck)sing of tlie principal hospitals, the numl)er of person^s

calling has very much diminished. My principal business for this

month has been with the departments in regard to pay and pensions,

and the settlement of the State }>ay of men in general service who
were credited to New Jersey.

These arc men, who were so credited through the instrumentality

of this office, nearly two hundred in all. over one hundred in one list.

It was before our local agents had appeared.

Thrown in contact with so many difterent persons of course I must

have exposed myself to more or less complaint, probably to some of

it correctly.

1 have endeavored to carry out in good faith the trust committed

to ray charge, and cannot close without tendering to yourself and
the Governor, my thanks for the kindness and confidence with which
I have been treated.
