In
grades, one and two, DIBELS (Dynamic Indicators of Basic Early Literacy Skills) is incorporated to aid in identifying
students who may need extra help to increase their reading success. Using the online data component, educators are
able to monitor the students' progress. Basic Skills Programs have been implemented to increase reading fluency and
math accuracy in first through third grades to support struggling students. MAP (Measures of Academic Progress) testing
is a form of standardized assessing for better understanding the academic ability of individual students. Students in third
grade utilize Study Island and benchmark assessments that allow teachers to evaluate and measure individualized
student achievement. Port Colden School continues to integrate the use of technology resources such as iPads,
computers, digital documentation cameras, educational software and apps, and the internet in daily classroom practices
to improve student overall success. A technology initiative was established to promote 1:1 iPads in each grade level to
personalize learning experiences and support language skills.
