CoOURT COMMITTEES ON REFERRAL FROM THE COURT ON OPINION 39 OF THE

The Supreme Court has scheduled a hearing for Wednesday, September 30,
2009, in the Supreme Court courtroom, Hughes Justice Complex, Trenton. The hearing
will begin at 10:00 a.m. and will cover the April 1, 2009 Out-of-Cycle Report of the
Professional Responsibility Rules Committee (PRRC) on Referral from the Decision of

The
PRRC report and the joint CAA/ACPE report were previously published and posted for
comment.
