STEM Education at PHS is an extremely student-centered, 
hands-on and inquiry-based discipline. Focusing upon the real-world phenomena that students encounter, students begin 
their science studies with an algebra-based physics class. This is followed by chemistry and finally biology, with a wide 
variety of career-related science electives available throughout a student’s academic career. This growing program 
encourages budding “engineers” to use their imagination, judgment, and reasoning skills while applying science, 
mathematics and state-of-the-art technology to solve practical, real-world problems. Students are challenged by a 
dynamic team of teaching specialists in the STEM disciplines in an up-to-date technology setting to design and produce a 
variety of products and outcomes. In addition, PHS is a fully functioning 1:1 Chromebook environment for students and 
staff.


Early Childhood 
Education:


The Early Childhood Center is housed at PHS. They encourage the development of self-confidence, respect, and inquiry 
in a dynamic classroom setting. Children are exposed to learning through play, exploration, problem-solving, creativity, 
and collaboration. Students are exposed to the core subjects, as well, as the arts (dance, music, and theater), library, and 
physical education.
