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REPORT.

Hon. George T. Werts, Governor of the State of New Jersey :

S1R—I herewith submit my twelfth annual report as Inspector of
Factories and Workshops for the year ending October 31st, 1894.

Owing to the extreme depression in trade during the past year
there has been very little friction between employers and employes
that has called for interference on the part of the Factory Inspectors,
therefore the work of the department has been of a routine nature.
The several suits brought by me, as Inspector of Factories and Work-
shops, to test the constitutionality of the Fifty-five Hour law have-
been argued before the Court of Errors and Appeals, and we are now
awaiting a final decision in the cases. If the law is sustained in all
its parts I respectfully eall your attention to my views as expressed
on page 8 of the report of 1893, in reference to the necessity of
amending the law, as a strict enforcement of the same would be a
hardship in some cases and a total destruction of some industries in
our State :

“I am gratified to say that almost without exception the manufac-
turers of our State indorse the department, and testify to the integrity,,
politeness and painstaking inspection of their factories by the Deputy:
Inspectors. On the other hand, the most thoughtful of the factory
employes are satisfied that all that can be done under the existing
laws for their protection and comfort is being done.

‘It is true that there has been no strict enforcement of the Fifty-
five Hour law, by prosecutions for the violation thereof, as by agree-
ment with several of the manufacturers of the city of Newark, suits
were brought on the several constitutional points that were involved,
that we might have the decision of the Supreme Court to guide us in
our work. In the appendix will be found the status of the cases as
they stand at this date, and without waiting for further legal informa-
tion experience has convinced me that the law should be amended by
giving the Inspectors some discretionary power as to its enforcement in
certain industries, owing to conditions that exist in the manufacture

of perishable or other goods that would entail great loss upon the
manufacturer if a strict compliance with the letter of the law were
insisted upon. It is not necessary at this time to enumerate the in-
dustries in which goods in process of manufacture would be seriously
affected if the courts sustained the law in all its parts and this depart-
ment enforces the same. '

““As an instance, I call your attention to a few of the industries in
connection with which this department should have some discretionary
power : tanneries, where stock must be handled regardless of time, to
keep it from spoiling ; dyeing establishments, where the dyeing of the
goods must be continued from beginning to finish, to avoid total loss;
metal works, where, when the blast is on, the run must be completed.

““In conclusion, I wish to say that it is my opinion that the law
can be so amended as to meet the approval of the employers and
employes if the Legislature will consider the merits of the suggestions
made, not only among the representatives of the employes, but also
‘among the public-spirited and progressive marnufacturers, for their
courtesy to the officers of this department convinces me that a vast
majority of them are willing to accept any reasonable law for the
betterment of the condition of their employes.

“In view of the number of accidents which occur annually from
insufficiently-guarded elevator openings, I would earnestly recommend
that the General Factory act be amended so as to compel all hoistways
and elevator openings to be suppled with automatic gates or doors,
and that all elevators shall have safety catches and the Inspectors be
empowered to test the same.”

I beg leave in this public manner to express my thanks, and the
thanks of the Deputy Inspectors, to the manufacturers of the State
for their uniform courtesy whenever we visited their factories. I also
wish to thank organized labor, and the intelligent leaders of labor
organizations, for their assistance, consideration and good judgment
in many cases where the department and they differed, as I know
of no case where, after investigation and interchange of views, we
have not come to an agreement.

complied with.

Mays Landing Water Power Company, rail engine ; complied with.

The Fifty-five Hour law will not be complied with, and as the law
was not enforced, have not been particular to give that order.

Child labor is so nearly done away with that in my district only
glass bottle manufacturers employ it of any account, '

Only one accident has been reported to me, and on examination
found it to be carelessness on his part, whereby he lost two fingers—
Karles Baker, with Priestly & Company, Camden, N. J.

I have given six certificates for children under age to be employed. >\

The district, as to condition of factories, is in first-class condition,
and managers are all I could ask, and it really is a pleasure to see
how they endeavor to comply with Factory laws.

StR—I herewith submit my annual report as Deputy Inspector for
the Second District for the year ending October 31st, 1894.

My work during the year has been of a routine character ; but few
violations of the laws have come to my attention, and they were of a
trivial nature.

The employment of children under the legal age is almost obsolete,
I having found but nine children whom I ordered discharged,

During the year I interviewed many of the manufacturers in the
district as to what effect the enforcement of the Factory laws had, and
they were unanimous in the opinion that children of tender years
are not profitable to their employers and would not care to return to
the old system, and many of them advocated an increase in the age
at which boys should be allowed to work to fourteen years.

L. T. Fell, Chief Inspector :

SiR—1I herewith snbmit my report for the year ending Oectober
31st, 1894. During the year just ended the outlook for manufactur-
ing interests in my district has considerably brightened ; most of the
‘manufacturers feel that the crisis of hard times has been reached, and
that an era of returning prosperity is at hand. As a result of my
observations during the year, I call your attention to the necessity of
such legislation as will cause to be posted in a prominent place in
each work-room the names, age and length of school attendance of
all children under sixteen years of age working therein under our
present rule of certificates, such register to be made from the certificate.
This is necessary because of the loose or careless manner in which the
certificates are kept in the offices of many establishments, and because
it will be a further check to the employment of children of tender
~age. I am sorry to again have to complain of the lack of provision
of educational opportunities for working children in Elizabetht ; his
time the fault consists of not having at least one night-school. I
have had many children call upon me seeking a chance to attend such
night-school, only to find that no opportunity is offered them to
improve their minds. In all other particulars I find the condition of
this district in good shape, and I will close by again calling attention
to the necessity of such legislation as will curb or eradicate the grow-
'ing evils of tenement-house, or, as it is better known, ““sweat-shop’”
manufacture.

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THE FIFTY-FIVE HOUR LAW.

Under what is generally known as the Fifty-five Hour law, an act
entitled “A further supplement to an act entitled ‘A general act re-
lating to factories and workshops and the employment, safety, health
and work-hours of the operatives,” approved April 7th, 1885, which
said Fifty-five Hour law was approved March 23d, 1892, several
actions were brought by the Factory and Workshop Inspector for
violations of the same. One of these actions, begun in the First
District Court of the city of Newark, was against a corporation
known as the Benjamin Atha and Illingworth Company, a large steel
works, and the other against an individual, Henry Pfiel, a large
clothing manufacturer. In both cases judgments were in favor of
the Inspector. Defendants appealed to the Essex Common Pleas
Court and there the cases were retried and again judgments were
given in favor of the Inspector, plaintiff.

The defendants then took the cases to the New Jersey Supreme
Court, where they were heard by only two of the Judges sitting as a
branch court, and judgment was rendered for the defendants upon
technical grounds that did not embrace the constitutional questions
involved, which were the only questions argued in the Supreme
Court, where it was understood by the counsel of plaintiff that the
~ two Justices did not agree upon the question of the constitutionality
of the law. The Factory Inspector then carried the cases to the
Court of Errors and Appeals, the highest court of the State, and at
this writing they are there pending and undetermined.

The principal contention on the part of the defendants was that the
act was a violation of the Constitution of the United States, and of
this State, in that it excluded glass and fruit-canning factories from
the operation of the act, and that steel works and clothing manufac-
turers were thus denied the equal protection of this law, which
subjected them to limitation of work-hours of minors and women
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employed by them, while exempting manufactures of the classes
above named. Joseph A. Beecher, of Newark, was counsel for the
Tnspector, and F. W. Stevens for the defendants in both cases.

The following is a copy of the act in question :

CHAPTER XCIL, LAWS 1892,

A Further Supplemeﬁt to an act entitled “A general act relating to
factories and workshops and the employment, safety, health and
work-hours of the operatives,” approved April seventh, one
thousand eight hundred and eighty-five.

1. BE 1T ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the
State of New Jersey, That on and after the sixth day of July, one
thousand eight hundred and ninety-two, fifsy-five hours shall con-
stitute a week’s work in any factory, workshop or establishment
where the manufacture of any goods whatever is carried on; and
that the periods of employment shall be from seven o’clock in the
forenoon until twelve o’clock noop, and from one o’clock in the
afternoon until six o’clock in the evening of every working day
except Saturday, upon which last-named day the period of employ-
ment shall be from seven o’clock in the forenoon until twelve o’clock
noon.

2. And be it enacted, That no person under the age of eighteen
years, male or female, and that no woman above that age, shall be
employed in any factory, workshop or manufacturing establishment,
~ except during the periods of employment hereinbefore mentioned ;
provided, that the provisions in this act in relation to the hours of
employment shall not apply to or affect any person engaged in pre-
serving perishable goods in fruit-canning establishments, or in any
factory engaged in the manufacture of glass. .

3. And be it enacted, That the inspector of factories shall investi-
gate any reported violation of the provisions of this act and of the
act to which this is a supplement, after it has been discovered by him
or brought to his notice, aud may proceed against the violator or
violators in the manner prescribed by the act to which this is a sup-
plement, :

4. And be it enacted, That any manufacturer or other employer
who shall violate any of the provisions of this act shall be liable to a
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penalty of one hundred dollars for each offense, to be recovered in
the same way and for the same purpose as prescribed in the act to
which this is a supplement.

5. And be it enacted, That all acts or parts of acts inconsistent

with the provisions of this act are hereby repealed.
Approved March 23d, 1892.












LABOR LAWS.

—_——

THE EMPLOYMENT OF CHILDREN.

An Act to limit the age and employment hours of labor of children,.
minors and women, and to appoint an inspector for the enforce-
ment of the same.

1. BE 1T ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the
State of New Jersey, That after the fourth day of July, one thousand
eight hundred and eighty-three, no boy under the age of twelve years,
nor any girl under fourteen years of age, shall be employed in any
factory, workshop, mine or establishment where the manufacture of
any goods whatever is carried on.

2. And be it enacted, That on and after the first day of July, one
thousand eight hundred and eighty-four, no child between the ages of
twelve and fifteen years shall be employed in any factory, workshop,
mine or establishment where the manufacture of any kind of goods.
whatever is carried on, unless such child shall have attended, within
twelve months immediately preceding such employment, some public
day or night school, or some well-recognized private school; such.
attendance to be for five days or evenings every week during a period
of at least twelve consecutive weeks, which may be divided into two
terms of six consecutive weeks each, so far as the arrangement of
school terms will permit, and unless such child, or its parents or
guardian, shall have presented to the manufacturer, merchant or other
employer seeking to employ such child, a certificate giving the name
of his parents or guardian, the name and number of the schools.
attended, and the number of weeks in attendance, such certificate to
_ be signed by the teacher or teachers of such child; provided, that in
casg the age of the child be not known, such teacher shall certify that
the age given is the true age, to the best of his or her knowledge or-
belief ; provided, that in case of orphan children, where necessity may.
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seem to require, the guardian or others having charge of the same
may, upon application to the inspector provided for in this act,
receive from him a permit for the employment of such child or chil-
dren, under such regulations as the said inspector may prescribe. |

3. And be it enacted, That no child or children under the age of
fourteen years shall be employed in any factory, workshop, mill or
establishment where the manufacture of any kind of goods is carried
on, for a longer period than an average of ten hours in a day, or sixty
hours in a week. :

4. And be it enacted, That every manufacturer, merchant or other
employer employing any person contrary to the provisions of this act
or who shall be guilty of any violation hereof, shall be guilty of mis-
demeanor, and upon conviction be fined for each offense in a sum of
not less than fifty, nor more than one hundred dollars, and in default
of payment of the same, shall be imprisoned in the county jail for not
" less than thirty, nor more than ninety days, and that every head of a
family, parent or guardian who knowingly permits the employment
of such children, shall be likewise subject to a fine of not more than
twenty-five, nor less than ten dollars for every child so employed, and
for each offense, and in default of such payment, shall be imprisoned
in the county jail for a period of not less than ten days, nor more
than twenty days; a certificate of the age of the minor, made by him '
or her, and by his or her parents or guardian at the time of employ- .
" ment, shall be conclusive evidence of the age of such minor upon any
trial for the violation of this act ; provided, that the provisions in this
act in relation to the hours of employment, shall not apply to or affect
any person engaged in preserving perishable goods in fruit-canning
establishments. '

5. And be it enacted, That the governor shall, immediately after
the passage of this bill, appoinf, with the advice and consent of the
senate, some suitable person, who shall be a resident and citizen of this
state, as inspector, at a salary of twelve hundred dollars per year, to
be paid monthly, whose term of office shall be for three years; the
said inspector shall be empowered to visit and inspect, at all reasona-
ble hours, and as often as practicable, the factories, workshops, mines
and other establishments in the state where the manufacture or sale of
any kind of goods is carried on, and to report to the governor of this
state on or before the thirty-first day of October in each year ; it shall
also be the duty of said inspector to enforce the provisions of this act, |
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~and prosecute all violations of the same in any recorders’ courts of
cities, and justices of the peace, or other courts of competent jurisdic-
tion in the state.

6. And be it enacted, That all necessary expenses incurred by said
inspector in the discharge of his duty, shall be paid from the funds
of the state, upon the presentation of proper vouchers of the same ;
provided, that not more than five hundred dollars shall be expended
by him in any one year.

7. And be it enacted, That all fines collected under this act shall
inure to the benefit of the school fund of the district where the
offense has been committed.

8. And be it enacted, That all acts and parts of acts inconsistent
with the provisions of this act are hereby repealed, and that this act
shall take effect immediately.

Approved March 5th, 1883.

A supplementa.ry act, approved in 1884, contains the following
~enactments : :

That the inspector and his deputies shall have power to demand a
certificate of physical fitness from some regular practicing physician
in the case of minors who may seem physically unable to work, and
- shall have power to prohibit the employment of any minor that
cannot obtain such a certificate.

That any parent or guardian who, when so required by the inspector
or one of his deputies, shall furnish to such inspector, or deputy, a
certificate from the office of registration of births, or in the absence of
such certificate, an affidavit or affidavits of the age of such minor, and
if any one shall knowingly swear falsely in any such affidavit, the
person or persons so swearing shall be guilty of perjury and liable to
indictment and punishment accordingly.

That section four of the act to which this is a supplement shall be
amended to read as follows: :

[4. And be it enacted, That every manufacturer, merchant or other
employer employing any person contrary to the provisions of this act,
or who shall be guilty of any violation thereof, shall be liable to a
penalty of fifty dollars for each offense, to be recovered in an action -
of debt in any district court in any city, or before any justice of the
peace having due jurisdiction, and that any parent or guardian, who
knowingly permits the employment of such child or children, shall
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be liable in a like action to a penalty of not more than fifty dollars,
as the court shall fix; that such action shall be prosecuted in the
name of the inspector ; the trial shall proceed as other actions of debt,
and the first process shall be a summons returnable in not less than
five or more than ten days after issue, and it shall not be necessary to.
indorse the same as in qui tam actions ; the finding of the court shall
be that the defendant has or has not, as the case may be, incurred the
penalty claimed in the demand of the plaintiff, and judgment shall be
given accordingly ; in case an execution shall issue and be returned
unsatisfied, the court, on application, after notice to the defendant,
may award an execution to take the body of the defendant, and in
case such a defendant is committed under such an execution, he shall
not be discharged under the insolvent laws of the state, but shall only
be discharged by the court making the order for the body execution,
or one of the justices of the supreme court, when such court or jus-
tice shall be satisfied that further confinement will not accomplish the
payment of the judgment and costs; an affidavit of the age of any
minor made by its parent or guardian, at the time of its employment,
shall be conclusive evidence of the age of such minor, upon any trial
against a manufacturer or employer for the violation of this act, but
any parent or guardian that shall knowingly swear falsely in such
affidavit, shall be guilty of perjury, and the inspector or deputy
inspector shall be authorized in case they shall find any minor
employed under any false affidavit given as aforesaid, to order and
compel such minor to desist from work ; the provisions of this act in
relation to the hours of employment shall not apply to or affect any
person engaged in preserving goods in fruit-canning establishments. ]

GENERAIL FACTORY ACT.

The law of April 7th, 1885, known as the General Factory act, is
hereby given in full :

A General Act relating to factories and workshops, and the employ-
ment, safety, health and work-hours of operatives.

- 1. BE 1T ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the
State of New Jersey, That any person or corporation engaged in
manufacturing, which requires from persons in his or its employ,
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under penalty of forfeiture of a part of the wages earned by them, a
notice of intention to leave such employ, shall be liable to the pay-
ment of a like forfeiture if he or it discharges without similar notice
a person in such employ, unless in case of a general suspension of
labor in his or its shop or factory.

2. And be it enacted, That all accidents in workshops, factories or
mines, which result in death, shall be reported at once by the occupier
to the inspector of workshops at Trenton, and the city or district
physician, where one is employed as such, which notice may be given
. by mail.

3. And be it enacted, That the belting, shafting, gearing and drums
in all factories and workshops, when so placed as to be dangerous to
persons employed therein while engaged in their ordinary duties,
shall be securely guarded when practicable (possible); if otherwise,
then notice of its danger shall be conspicuously posted in the factory
or workshop.

4, And be it enacted, That no minor, under eighteen years of age,
or woman, shall be required to clean any part of the mill gearing or
machinery in any factory or workshop while the same is in motion, or
work between the fixed or traversing parts of any machine while it is
in motion by the action of steam, water or other mechanical power.

5. And be it enacted, That the opening of all hoistways, hatch-
ways, elevators and well-holes upon every floor of a factory or mer-
cantile or public building, shall be protected by good and sufficient
trap-doors or self-closing hatches and safety catches, or strong guard
rails at least three feet high, and all due diligence shall be used to

keep such trap-doors closed at all times, except when in actual use by
the occupant of the building having the use and control of the same.

6. And be it enacted, That no explosive or inflammable compound .
shall be used in any factory, in such place or manner as to obstruct or
render hazardous the egress of operatives in case of fire.

7. And be it enacted, That no minor under the age of sixteen shall
be employed in any manufacturing, mercantile or mechanical estab-
lishment more than ten hours a day or sixty hours a week.

8. And be it enacted, That suitable places shall be provided in all
factories and workshops where girls or women are employed, where
unclean work of any kind has to be performed, for such girls or
women to wash and dress, and that stairs in use by female employes
in all factories and workshops be properly screened.

7
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9. And be it enacted, That separate Water-closets be provided for
the use of employes of either sex in all manufacturing, mercantile and
mechanical establishments where persons of both sexes are employed.
- 10. And be it enacted, That where the factories or workshops
appear 8o overcrowded, that in the opinion of the inspector of factories
there is danger to health, the inspectors shall have power, afier being
supported in their opinion by some reputable resident physician, to
prohibit such overcrowding.

11. And be it enacted, That the inspectors of factories shall have
power to order a fan or other mechanical means of proper construction,
if practicable, for the purpose of preventing the inhalation of dust in
-establishments where any process is carried on by which dust is gen-
«erated and inhaled by the workers to an injurious extent.

12. And be it enacted, That all factories and mines be ventilated
50 88 to render harmless all impurities as near as may be.

13. And be it enacted, That no cellar, room, or place shall be occu-
pied as a bake-house, which is less than one-half of its height above the
level of the street, footway or ground adjoining the same, unless the
following regulations are complied with : first, no water-closet, earth-
closet, privy or ash-pit shall be within or communicate directly with
the bake-house ; second, no drain or pipe for carrying off sewage or
other impure matter shall have an opening within a bake-house, unless
such drain or pipe be trapped with a six-inch water-seal, both within
and without the wall of the bake-house, and have a ventilating pipe
~of one-half the size of drain-pipe between the wall and the outer trap,

-and which ventilating pipe shall run two feet above the roof of the
building. '

14. And be it enacted, That the sleeping-places for workmen and
others employed in bake-houses shall be separate and distinet from
the places used for the making of bread.

15. And be it enacted, That any person or corporation, being the
owner, lessee or occupant of any manufacturing establishment, factory,
mine, workshop or store, or owning or controlling the use of any build-
ing or room, shall, for the willful violation of any provisions of this
act, except sections one and two, be liable to a penalty of fifty dollars
for each offense, to be recovered in an action of debt in any district
court in any city, or before any justice of the peace having due juris-
diction, and that any employe who shall be guilty of any violation of
the provisions of this act shall be liable in a like action to a penalty of
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fifty dollars; that such action shall be prosecuted by and in the name
of the inspector of factories; the trial shall proceed as other actions of
* debt, and the first process shall be a summons returnable in not less
than five days or more than ten after issue, and it shall not be neces-
sary to indorse the same as in qui tam actions; the finding of the
.court shall be that the defendant has or has not, as the case may be,
incurred the penalty claimed in the demand of the plaintiff, and judg-
ment shall be given accordingly ; in case an execution shall issue and
be returned unsatisfied, the court, on application, after notice to the
.defendant, may award an execution to take the body of the defendant,
and in case such defendant is committed under such an execution, he
shall not be discharged under the insolvent laws of the state, but shall
only be discharged by the court making the order for the body execu-
tion, or one of the justices of the supreme court, when such court or
justice shall be satisfied that further confinement will not accomplish
the payment of the judgment and costs ; provided, nothing herein shall
subject any owner of a building or premises to any penalty unless he
shall be the proprietor of the business conducted therein.

16. And be it enacted, That all acts or parts of acts inconsistent
with the provisions of this act be and are hereby repealed.

. COMPULSORY EDUCATION LAW. -

Here is the text of the act providing for the compulsory education
 of children, to whose practical working and defective enforcement, so
far as I have observed, I desire to call attention :

A Supplement to an act to establish a system of public instruction,
approved April ninth, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-

five.

1. BE 17 ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the
State of New Jersey, That all parents, and those who have the care
of children, shall instruct them or cause them to be instructed in
spelling, readmg, writing, English grammar, geography and arith-
metic, and every parent, guardian or other person having control and
charge of any child or children between the ages of seven and twelve
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years, shall be required to send any such child or children to a public
day school for a period of at least twenty weeks in each year, eight
weeks, at least, of which attendance shall be consecutive, unless such
child or children are excused from such attendance by the board of
the school district in which such parents or guardians reside, upon
its being shown to their satisfaction that the bodily or mental condi-
tion of such child or children has been such as to prevent his, her or
their attendance at school, or that such child or children are taught in
a private school, or at home, by some qualified person or persons, in.
such branches as are usually taught in primary schools.

2. And be it enacted, That no child under the age of fifteen years:
shall be employed by any person, company or corporation to-labor in
any business whatever, unless such child shall have attended, within
twelve months immediately preceding such employment, some public:
day or night school, or some well-recognized private school ; such at-
tendance to be for five days or evenings every week during a period'
of at least twelve consecutive weeks, which may be divided into two
terms of six consecutive weeks each, so far as the arrangement of
school terms will permit, and unless such child, or his or her pareats
or guardian, shall have complied with the provisions of the act ap-
proved March fifth, eighteen hundred and eighty-three, limiting the
employment hours of the labor of children. '

3. And be it enacted, That every parent, guardian or other person
having charge or control of any child, from twelve to sixteen years of
age, who has been temporarily discharged from employment in any
business in order to be afforded an opportunity to receive instruction
or schooling, shall send such child to some public or private day
school for the period for which such child shall have been discharged,
unless such child shall have been excused from such attendance by -
. the inspectors of factories and workshops, or by the board of the
school district for reasons ag stated in section one hereof.

4. And be it enacted, That in case any parent, guardian or other
‘person shall fail to comply with the provisions of sections oae and
three of this act, such parent, guardian or other person shall be
‘deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall, on conviction, be liable to-
a fine of not less than ten dollars nor more than twenty-five dollars-
for the first offense, and of not less than twenty-five dollars for each
subsequent offense, or to imprisonment for not less than one month or
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more than three ; the said fines, when paid, to be added to the public
school money of said school district in which the offense occurred.
5. And be it enacted, That all children between the ages of seven
and fifteen years, who are habitual truants from school, or who, while
in attendance at any public school, are incorrigible, vicious or immoral
in conduct, and all children between the said ages who absent them-
selves habitually from school, and habitually wander about streets and -
public places during school hours, having no business or lawful occu-
pation, shall be deemed juvenile disorderly persons and subject to the
jprovisions of this act.
6. And be it enacted, That in all cities having a duly organized
police force, it shall be the duty of the police authority, at the request
-of the inspectors of factories and workshops, or the school authority,
to detail one or more members of said force to assist in the enforce-
ment of this act, and in districts having no regular police force, sub-
ject to this act, it shall be the duty of the board of education or the
school district officers to designate one or more constables of said city,
township or village, whose duty it shall be to assist in the enforcement
of this act, as occasion may require, and said board of education shall
fix and determine the compensation to be paid such police officer or
~constable for the performance of his duties under the act; members
.of any police force or any constable designated to assist in the enforce-
ment of this act, as provided in this section, shall be known as truant
officers ; provided, that in districts where no constable resides, the said
board shall have power to appoint some other suitable person as truant
officer.
7. And be it enacted, That it shall be the duty of any such truant
officer or officers detailed to enforce the provisions of this act to ex-
. -amine into all cases of truancy, when requested so to do by the in-
spectors of factories and workshops, or by a district school board,
and to warn such truants, their parents or guardians, in writing, of
the final consequences of truancy, if persisted in, and also to notify
‘the parent, guardian or other person having the legal charge and con-
trol of any juvenile disorderly person, that the said person is not
attending any school, and to require said parent, guardian or other
jperson to cause the said child to attend some recognized school within
five days from said notice, and it shall be the duty of said parent,
guardian or other person having the legal charge and control of said
child, to cause the attendance of said child at some recognized school ;
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if said parent, guardian or other person having the legal charge and
control of said child shall willfully refuse, fail or neglect to cause said
child to attend some recognized school, it shall be the duty of said
officer to make or cause to be made a complaint against said parent,
_guardian or other person having the legal control and charge of such:
child in any court of competent jurisdiction in the school district in:
which the offense occurred for such refnsal or neglect, and upon con-
viction thereof said parent, guardian or other person, as the case may
be, shall be punished by a fine of not less than ten dollars nor more
than twenty-five dollars, or the court may, in its discretion, require
the person so convicted to give bond in the penal sum of one hundred:
dollars, with one or more sureties, to be approved by said court, con-
ditioned that said person so convicted shall cause the child or children
under his or her legal charge or control to attend some recognized
school within five days thereafter, and to remain at said school during-
the term prescribed by law ; provided, that if said parent or gnardian,
or ‘other person in charge of said child, shall prove inability to cause
said child to attend said recognized school, then said parent or
guardian or other person shall be discharged, and said court shall,
upon complaint of said truant officer or other person that said child is
a juvenile disorderly person, as described in section five of this act,
proceed to hear such complaint, and if said court shall determine that.
said child is a juvenile disorderly person within the meaning of this
act, then said court shall thereupon sentence said child to a juvenile
reformatory until such child shall arrive at the age of sixteen years,
unless sooner discharged by the board of control of said juvenile
reformatory ; provided, however, that such sentence may be suspended
in the discretion of said court for such time as the child shall regu-
larly attend school and properly deport himself or herself; it is
- further provided, that if for any cause the parent or guardian, or
other person having charge of any juvenile disorderly .person as
defined in this act, shall fail to cause such juvenile disorderly person
to attend said recognized school, then complaint against such
juvenile disorderly person may be made, heard, tried and deter-
mined in the same manner as is provided for in case the parent.
pleads inability to cause said juvenile disorderly person to attend
said recognized school ; and it is further provided, that no child under
the age of nine years shall be sent to a juvenile reformatory under
the provisions of this act.
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8. And be it enacted, That it shall be the. duty of the officers em-
powered, detailed or appointed under the provisions of this act to
assist in the enforcement thereof, to institute or cause to be instituted,
proceedings against any parent, guardian or other person having legal .
charge and control of any child, or any person, company or corpora-
tion violating any of the provisions of the sections of this act; pro-
vided, this law shall not be operative in those school districts of the
- state where there are not sufficient accommodations to seat the child-
- ren compelled to attend sehool under the provisions of this act ; and
that no prosecution shall be instituted against any parent, guardian or
child unless they have received due notification from an officer em-
powered under this act that they are acting in violation of the pro-
visions of this act.

9. And be it enacted, That when there is not within the distance of
two miles from the factory or shop in which a child under the age of
fifteen years is employed, or from the residence of the child, a recog-
nized efficient school, attendance at a school temporarily approved by
an inspector of factories and workshops shall for the purposes of this
act be deemed attendance at a recognized efficient school, and the
inspector of factories shall immediately report to the education
department every case of the approval of a school by him under this
section.

10. And be it enacted, That two weeks’ attendance of children
between twelve and fifteen years of age at a recognized half-time or
evening school shall for all purposes of this act be counted as one
week at a day school.

11. And be it enacted, That when any of the provieions of this act
are violated by a corporation, proceedings may be had against any of
the officers or agents of said corporation who in any way participate
in or are cognizant of such violation by the corporation of which they
are the officers or agents, and said officers or agents shall be subject to
the same penalties as individuals similarly offending.

12. And be it enacted, That all acts and parts of acts inconsistent
with this act are hereby repealed, and that this act shall take effect on
the first day of September, one thousand eight hundred and eighty-
five.

Approved April 20th, 1885.
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An Act providing for the establishment of schools for industrial
education.

WHEREAS, The establishment of well-conducted and liberally-sup-
. ported schools for the training and education of pupils in indus-
trial and mechanical pursuits must tend to supply a growing
want in our community of skilled mechanics, artisans and
agriculturists ; and whereas, it is especially the duty of the state
to afford good educational facilitiés to its youth in those technical
studies which are directly associated with the material prosperity

of its people ; therefore,

1. BE 1T ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey, That whenever any board of education, school committee
or other like body, of any city, town or township in this state, shall
certify to the governor that a sum of money, not less than three
thousand dollars, has been contributed by voluntary subsecriptions of
citizens, or otherwise, as hereinafter authorized, for the establishment
in any such city, town or township, of a school or schools for indus-
trial education, it shall be the duty of the said governor to cause to’
be drawn, by warrant of the comptroller, approved by himself, out
of any moneys in the state treasury not otherwise appropriated, an -
amount equal to that contributed by the particular locality as aforesaid
for the said object; and when any such school or schools shall have
been established in any locality as aforesaid, there shall be annually
contributed by the state, in manner aforesaid, for the maintenance and
support thereof, a sum of money equal to that contributed each year
in said locality for such purpose ; provided, however, that the moneys
contributed by the state, as aforesaid, to any locality, shall not exceed
in one year the sum of five thousand dollars.

2. And be it enacted, That all moneys raised and contributed as
aforesaid shall be applied under the direction of a board of trustees,
organized as hereinafter provided, to the establishment and support of
schools for the training and education of pupils in industrial pursuits
(including agriculture), so as to enable them to perfect themselves in
the several branches of industry which require technical instruction.

3. And be it enacted, That any city, town or township shall have
power to appropriate and raise by tax, for the support of any such
school therein, such sum of money as they may deem expedient and
Just.
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4 4, And be it enacted, That there shall be a board of trustees of each

i -of such schools, which shall consist of the governor, ex-officio, who
shall be president thereof, two persons selected by the state board of
-education, two by citizens and associations contributing, two by the
‘board of education, school committee or other like body of the locality
‘where such school is established, and one by the common council,
township .committee or other governing body thereof, if such city,
town or township shall contribute to the maintenance of such school ;
the said board of trustees shall have control of the buildings and
grounds owned and used by such schools, the application of the funds
for the support thereof, the regulation of the tuition fees, the appoint-
ment and removal of teachers, the power to prescribe the studies and
exercises of the school, and rules for its management, to grant certifi-
-cates of graduation, to appoint some suitable person treasurer of the
board, and to frame and modify at pleasure such by-laws as they may
‘deem necessary for their own government ; they shall report annually
to the state and local boards of education their own doings and the
progress and condition of the schools.

' 8. And be it enacted, That the said trustees shall receive no com-
pensation for their services, but the expenses necessarily incurred by
them in the discharge of their duties, shall be paid upon the approval
-of the governor.

6. And be it enacted, That all acts and parts of acts inconsistent
herewith, are hereby repealed.

A Supplement to an act entitled A general act relating to factories
and workshops, and the employment, safety, health and work-
hours of operatives,” approved April seventh, one thousand eight
hundred and eighty-five.

1. BE 1T ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey, That every person shall, within one month after he
begins to occupy a factory or workshop, notify one of the factory
inspectors of such occupancy.

2. And be it enacted, That section.two of the act to which this is a
supplement be amended to read as follows :
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[2. And be it enacted, That all accidents in workshops, factories or-
mines, which prevent the injured person or persons from returning
to work within two weeks, or which result in death, shall, within
twenty-four hours after the expiration of such two weeks, or after
the death, as the case may be, be reported by the person in charge of
such workshop, factory or mine, to one of the factory inspectors and
to the city or district physician, where there is such an officer, which
notice may be given by mail. ]

3. And be it enacted, That section six of the act to which this is a.
supplement be amended to read as follows:

[6. And be it enacted, That no minor or woman shall clean any
part of the mill gearing or machinery in any factory or workshop-
‘while the same is in motion, or work between the fixed or traversing-
parts of any machine while it is in motion by the action of steam,
water or other mechanical power. ]

4, And be it enacted, That all factories, manufacturing establish-
ments or workshops of two or more stories in height, in which thirty
or more persons are employed above the first floor thereof, shall be-
provided with one or (if the proper officials deem necessary) more-
outside iron fire escapes, not less than six feet in length and three feet.
in width, properly and safely constructed, guarded by iron railings
not less than three feet in height, and taking in at least two windows. -
at each story, and connected with the interior by easily-accessible and
. unobstructed openings ; and the said fire escapes shall connect by iron
stairs not less than twenty-four inches wide, the steps to be not less
than six inches tread, placed at not more than an angle of forty-five
degrees slant, and protected by a well-secured hand rail on both sides,.
with a twelve-inch-wide drop ladder from the lower platform reaching
‘to the ground.

5. And be it enacted, That for every twenty persons employed on
every floor above the second floor of every factory and workshop:
there shall be one rope or portable fire escape, and that each story
shall be amply supplied with means for extinguishing fire.

6. And be it enacted, That all the main doors, both inside and out-
side, in factories, shall open outwardly, when the inspectors of
factories, in writing, so direct, and that no outside or inside door of
any building wherein operatives are employed, shall be so locked,
bolted or otherwise fastened during the hours of labor as to prevent
egress.
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7. And be it enacted, That no minor below the age of sixteen shall
be employed at any work dangerous to health without a certificate of
fitness from a reputable physician.

8. And be it enacted, That factories and workshops in Whlch women
and children are employed and where dusty work is carried on shall
be limewashed or painted at least once in every twelve months.

9. And be it enacted, That an abstract of the factory and workshop
laws to be prepared and furnished by the chief factory inspector,
shall be affixed in a conspicuous place at the entrance of every factory
and workshop.

10. And be it enacted, That if the inspector of factories find that
the heating, lighting, ventilation or sanitary arrangement of any
shop or factory is such as to be injurious to the health of persons em-
ployed therein, or that the means of egress, in case of fire or other
disaster, is not sufficient, or that the belting, shafting, gearing, ele-
vators, drums and machinery in shops and factories are located so as
to be dangerous to employes and not sufficiently guarded, or that the
vats, pans or structures filled with molten metal or hot liquid are not
surrounded with proper safeguards for preventing accident or injury
to those employed at or near them, he shall notify the proprietor of
such factory or workshop to make the alterations or additions neces-
sary within thirty days; and if such alterations or additions are not
made within thirty days from the date of such notice or within such
time as said alterations can be made with proper diligence upon the
part of said proprietors, said proprietors or agents shall be deemed
guilty of violating the provisions of this act; it shall then be the duty
of the inspectors to examine the matter in dispute, and, if adverse to
the appellant, he shall carry out the alterations or additions directed
by said inspectors within thirty days as aforesaid, and under the like
penalty. —

11, And be it enacted, That section fifteen of the act to which this
is a supplement be amended to read as follows :

[15. And be it enacted, That any person or corporation, being the
owner, lessee or occupant of any manufacturing establishment, factory,
mine, workshop or store, or owning or controlling the use of any
building or room, shall, for the violation of any provision of this act,
or of the act to which this is a supplement, be liable to a penalty of
fifty dollars for each offense, to be recovered in an action of debt in
any district court in any city, or before any justice of the peace hav-
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ing due jurisdiction, and that any employe who shall be guilty of any

violation of the provisions of this act shall be liable in a like action
to a penalty of not more than fifty dollars, as the court shall fix ; that
such action shall be prosecuted in the name of the inspector of fac-
tories ; the trial shall proceed as other actions upon contract, and the
first process shall be a summons, returnable in not less than five days
or more than ten days after issue, and it shall not be necessary to
indorse the same as in qui tam actions; the finding of the court shall

be that the defendant has or has not, as the case may be, incurred the .

penalty claimed in the demand of the plaintiff, and judgment shall be
given accordingly ; in case an execution shall issue and be returned
unsatisfied, the court, on application, after notice to the defendant,
may award an execution to take the body of the defendant; and in
cage such a defendant is committed under such an execution, he shall
not be discharged under the insolvent laws of the state, but shall only
be discharged by the court making the order for the body execution,
or one of the justices of the supreme court, when such court or justice
shall be satisfied that further confinement will not accomplish the
payment of the judgment and costs. | ‘
12. And be it enacted, That all acts or parts of acts inconsistent

with the provisions of this act, be and are hereby repealed.

A Further Supplement to an act entitled “A general act reléting to

factories and workshops and the employment, safety, health, and

- work-hours of the operatives,” approved April seventh, one
thousand eight hundred and eighty-five.

1. BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey, That on and after the sixth day of July, one thousand
eight hundred and ninety-two, fifty-five hours shall constitute a week’s
work in any factory, workshop or establishment where the manufac-
ture of any goods whatever is carried on; and that the periods of
employment shall be from seven o’clock in the forenoon until twelve
o’clock noon, and from one o’clock in the afternoon until six o’clock
in the evening of every working day except Saturday, upon which
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last-named day the period of employment shall be from seven o’clock
in the forenoon until .twelve o’clock noon.

2. And be it enacted, That no person under the age of eighteen
years, male or female, and that no woman above that age shall be
employed in any factory, workshop or manufacturing establishment,
except during the periods of employment hereinbefore mentioned ;
provided, that the provisions in this act in relation to the hours of
employment shall not apply to or affect any person engaged in pre-
serving perishable goods in fruit-canning establishments, or in any
factory engaged in the manufacture of glass.

3. And be it enacled, That the inspector of factories shall inves-
tigate any reported violation of the provisions of this act and of the
act to which this is a supplement, after it has been discovered by him
or brought to his notice, and may proceed against the violator or
violators in the manner prescribed by the act to which this is a
supplement, / .

4. And be it enacted, That any manufacturer or other employer
who shall violate any of the provisions of this act shall be liable to a
penalty of one hundred dollars for each offense, to be recovered in
the same way and for the same purpose as prescribed in the act to
which this is a supplement.

5. And be it enacted, That all acts or parts of acts inconsistent

with the provisions of this act are hereby repealed.
