At Katherine D. Malone we offer instruction in Math, Language Arts, Science, Social Studies. Katharine D. Malone 
School's curriculum includes IRLA, Writer's Workshop, Next Generation Science Standards, and Envision Math. The 
Gifted and Talented Program, called Trex, is determined using CoGat scores and teacher recommendation. The students 
selected meet with their teacher each Friday.

We have a full response to 
intervention team, offer academic intervention, speech, occupational therapy, and physical therapy services. The full time 
school guidance counselor provides emotional support to staff and students, as well as, coordinates the RTI program, 
which provides supports and interventions to students in the general education setting who are experiencing difficulties 
academically or behaviorally. We also offer in class resource programs and a psychologist, social worker, and learning 
disabilities teacher consultant.


Student Health and 
Wellness:


A healthy, active lifestyle is promoted through 30 minutes of daily physical activity during recess as well as in Physical 
Education classes which students take twice a week. In the general education classroom, students receive 60 minutes 
Health instruction per week. Each year the PTA provides a Health and Safety fair for the third grade, where people from 
the community come in to provide information. In addition, we have a full time school nurse who caters to the diverse 
health needs of our students and staff.
