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REPORT OF JOINT COMMITTEE. 

The Joint Coinmi,tt~ of the Legislature Oll tlie Staie Prison, re­
spectfully report : 

That we ha Te made the usual examinatitim of the Supervisor's ac­
.count of expenditures for the year ending October 31st,, 1874, and 
the vouchers therefor, and find the same to agree. We refer to the 
Supervisor's report for full information relative to . the financial 
operations for the year, and we do so .with great satisfaction, as it 
exhi\>its the best results ever accomplished in the history of the 
Prison, and affords gratifying evidence of progress towards the 
time, apparently not far distant, when the Institution will be en­
tirely self-sustaining. If the favorable financial results of the past 
year had been attained by any deficiency in the quantity and quality 
of the food and clothing supplied to the convicts, there would be 
cause only for regret, but we are satisfied that in these respects and 
in all others, the prisoners have had the most humane caJ"e from 
the officers in charge Qf them. Their general good htialth and 
efficiency in the workshops, are evidences that their physical wants 
have been properly supplied, 

We would be glad if we eould report ·that as much11a.d been 
done for the moral as :for the physical welfare of the convicts. It 
is true that the State has provided a Moral Instructor, but we are 
constrained to believe- that the good done through his agency lrns 
fallen far short of what .his efforts ought to have accomplished. 
For want of a chapel, he is forced to conduct the religions services 
on Sunday under peculiarly unfavorable circumstances, the prisoners 
being in their cells, and not able to see or be seen by him. The 
erection of a chapel .has been repeatedly recommended to the Legis­
lature, but favorable action has been either withheld 01· denied. 
lf any have heretofore been influenced by the cost of a suitable 
'building, that objeetoon shonld have less weight now when the

the Prison makes so slight a drain upon the State Treasury. The 
State discharges one duty when it inflicts up0n · c!lm victs deserved 
punishment for their crimes, but if it omits to make well directed 
efforts for their reformation, it neglects one of the highest duties of 
a humane and christian people. To that end we regard as essential 
the provisions of a chapel where the prisoners may be brought to­
gether under the influence of impressive religious services. 

The Prison Physician is now a visiting, and not resident officer, 
and of course he is not required to devote a large share of each 
day's time to the discharge of his duty. He has the aid of an 
assistant in charge of the Apothecary Shop, whose whole time is 

· applied to that service. We believe it would be wise to appoint a 
resident physician in the place of the two officers above mentioned, 
and cause the duties of both to be discharged by him alone. Thus 
for a salary probably no greater than is now paid, could be secured 
the advantage of having a physician within easy call at all times. 
Should such an arrangement be made, there would no longer be any 
good reason for the transfer of insane convicts to the Lunatic Asy­
lum, and the placing of them in contact with the other insane of 
the State. Suitable provisions could be made for them within the 
Prison groundil, and with a resident physician they would be 
secured the treatment and care demanded by their condition, and 
those subject only to occasional attacks of insanity could, in the 
intervals, be usefully employed in company with other convicts. 

"\Ve have inspected the prison buildings with some care, and have 
found in all departments the proofs of good management-in the 
shops industry and good order, and cleanliness everywhere. The 
new shop, built under the direction of the Supervisors, during the 
year, is a substantial structure, well suited for the purpose for which 
it was designed. Its moderate, cost, considering its extent and 
character, is. evidence of the good judgment displayed fo the exe.­
cution of the work. It is already occupied in part, and the revenue 
of the prison increased by the ahility afforded for employing & 

larger number of prisoners. 
The construction of the gas works, authorized by an act of the 

last Legislature, is now progressing in a satisfactory manner. These 
wor;ks will prove, when completed, not only a great convenience, 
but they will materially le8sen the risk of injury from fire. 

ln our opinion, the Acting Supervisor is not adequately compeu~ 
sated for services. · To his good judgment, and fidelity to the in­
teres_ts of .the State, are in a large degree due t1ie steady improve­
ment in financial results of late years; we therefore recommend 
that his salary, which is now $2,500, be increased to $3,500 per 
annum. 

We take pleasure in expressing our unqualified approval of the 
prison management during the past year. To the valuable services 
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of the Supervisor we have already referred, but this report would 
be incomplete, if we failed to refer in commendatory terms to the 
Keeper, the Physician, the Board of Inspectors, and the Clerk, all 
of whom are entitled to especial notice for efficient, faithful, and 
intelligent discharge of duty.

To Hi8 Excellency, Joel Parker, Governor of N ew JerBey. 

Sm :-In accordance with the requirements of the act entitled 
"An Act for the Government and Regulation of the State Prison," 
approved March 26th, 1869, I have the honor to transmit herewith 
my sixth annual report, exhibiting the operations of the prison for 
the fiscal year just closed. 

By an examination of the balance sheet and the accompanying 
statements, the foll6wing results will appear, viz.:

It is proper to state here tlaat the above sum of $58,807.05, ex­
pended for the support of the convicts, does not include the salaries 
-0f officers, nor the amount expended by the Board of Inspectors 
prior to the 3d of March last, for repairs and improvements; both 
these items will be found in detail in the report @f that board. 

Out of the net gains as stated above, I have paid to the State Treas­
urer $30,000. This sum, with the two former payments, amounts 
to $80,000 of surplus earnings turned over in cash to the State, dur­
ing the last three years. A full exhibit of the financial operations of 
the prison will be found in Statement B, to which I respectfully 
:atik attention.

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AUTHORITY TO MAKE REPAIRS AND IMPROVEMENTS. 

By a supplement to the law above referred to, approved March 
3d, 1874, it was enacted: "That the Board of Supervisors of the 
State Prison shall have sole power to cause smch repairs and im­
provements to be made in and about the said prison, and the 
buildings, walls and grounds thereof, as may, from time to time, be 
necessary and proper." Prior to the date of this supplement, the 
Board of Inspectors, as well as the Board of Supervisors, was vested 
with this authority, and all repairs and improvements done under 
the direction of either, were paid by the State Treasurer on the war­
rant of the Comptroller. But since the passage of that law, all these 
expenses have been paid out of the earnings of the prison. These 
amount in the aggregate to $15,'747.80, as will appear more in de­
tail in Statement 0. 

SUPPLEMENTAL CONTRACT. 

In my last report it was stated that Messrs. Bigelow and Howe, 
contractors for convict labor, had given 11otice of discontinuance of 
their contract, to take effect on the first day of May. Before that 
time arrived, however, the notice of discontinuance was withdrawn, 
and a supplemental contract was made with those gentlemen, se­
curing to the State two important ad vantages. First, the employ­
ment of a larger number of convicts than the original contract re­
quired them to hire; and sPcond, a notice to discontinue the con­
tract, involves the payment to the State, within eighty days after 
such notice, the sum of·$10,000. 

NEW SHOP. 

In order to derive the fnll benefit of these new provisions, it was 
found necessary to increase our shop room. This has been done by 
the erection of a substantial stone building, similar to, amd con­
nected with the shop built four years since, and occupied by the 
contractors wentioned above. This enlargement of shop room, 
while it will increase our revenues by the labor of a greater number 
of convicts, will also add materially to the convenience and interests 
of the contractors. This building cost $10,824.4:1, and has been 
paid for, as stated above, out of the earni.ngs of the year just closed. 

GAS WORKS. 

By an act of the Legislature, approved March 3d, 1874, the 
Board of Supervisors was authorized to construct works for supply­
ing the prison buildings with gas, and appropriated the sum of 
$12,000 for that purpose. In pursuance of that authodty, the 
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board, after a very careful examination of various modes of manu­
facturing a fixed gas, contracted with Mr. J. Desha Patton, to erect 
works on his plan, and which we believe are best suited for the 
purpose of lighting the buildings and grounds of the prison. The 
cost of these works, including the gas house built expressly for 
these works, will not exceed the appropriation. 

By an examination of Statement B, it will be seen that, from the 
time the act of March 26th, 1869, went into operation, there ha& 
been each year a steady advance towards self:support; and the 
prospect for the year upon which we have just entered, gives assn~ 
ranee that our income will be nearly equal to all our expenses, in­
cluding salaries. 

From the year 1866 to le69, inclusive, special appropriations 
were made by the Legislature for the support of the convicts, 
amounting in the aggregate to $220,000. Add to this the annual 
appropriation by the act of 1843, of $10,000, and it shows the 
sum of $260,000, drawn from the treasury of the State merely for 
the maintenance of the convicts, leaving the salaries of officer& 
and the cost of repairs to he paid from the same s0urce, as provided 
by law. But from April 1st, 1869, to the present time, the net 
gains from the earnings of the prison, over the cost of supporting­
the convicts, amount t0 $131,983.97. These statements are made 
up from the official re0ords in the office of the State Treasurer, and 
are presented here as a gratifying evidence of the wisdom of the 
law under whose provisions these results have been obtained. 

During the last five years there has been expended for an addi­
tional wing, containing one hundred and seventy-six cells, two 
substantial and commodious workshops, and other perrnaaent im­
provements, about $280,000; and the saving to the State during 
the same period, as compared with the aggregate deficiencies of 
the four preceding years, amounts to $391,983.97. The&e addi· 
tional buildings and other improvements were of vital necessity for 
the proper care and government of the constantly increasing popu­
lation of the institution, and have aided in no small degree in 
bringing the prison to a condition inferior to no other. 

It is my duty as well as pleasure to acknowledge my obligations 
to the Hon. A. L. Runyon, Comptroller, and the Hon. J 0&ephus 
Sooy, Jr., Treasurer, my colleagues in the Board of Supervisous~ 
for their aid in the performance of my duties.

REPORT OF THE INSPECTORS. 

INSPECTORS' Romr, NEw JERSEY STATE PmsoN,} 
November 1st, 1874. 

To tlte Honorable Senate and General A.ssernbly of the State of 
.New Jersey: 

In conformity with usage 4:1,nd law, the Board of InspectoN of 
the State Prison of New Jersey beg leave to present to the Legis­
latnre their annual report of the instLtution, for the fiscal ye3r end­
inp; October 31st, 1874. 

The law passed by the last Legislature, having placed the repairs 
and improvements wholly under the control of tho Hon. Board of 
Supervisors, the Inspectors report the amount of the expenditures 
only to the first of April, 1874. 

Salaries of officers from November 1st, 1873, to November 1st, 
1874, see statement marked "A." 

Salaries of Inspectors, from November 1st, 1873, to March 8lst, 
1874, $1,145.00. 

Salaries from April 1st have been drawn direet from the Treasurer, 
in the manner prescribed by law of 1874. 

REPAIRS AND PERMANENT IMPROVEMENTS. 

For permanent improvements, from October 31st, 187;1, to March 
31st, 1874, $2,889.60. 

For ordinary repairs, from October 31st, 1873, to March 31st, 
1874, $2,313.19. 

Expenses incurred in the escape of prisoners, $50.00. 
It has come to be a well recognized principle that the great <;>b­

ject for which codes exist, and the laws for treatment of criminals 
are devised, is the protection of society; and that such protection 
is not only consistent with, but demands adhesion to the principle 
that the moral regeneration of the convict should be the great aim 
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of prison discip1ine. While society is temporarily protected by the 
-0onfinement of the criminal, by which he is for the time deprived 
Qf the power to commit crime against the community, it is more 
:Surely secured by a reformation, which takes away from him the 
desire to do wrong. 

This principle has been recognized by the Legislature in the laws 
enacted by them, and more particularly in the act providing for a 
Moral Instructor, and by making appropriations for a library. 
While some good has resulted from these measures, they have come 
far short of the accomplishment of all the good that was confi­
dently expected. 

While the system of solitary confinement was in practice the 
Moral Instructor had access to each individual prisoner at all times, 
.and thus his influence was brought to bear directly on the prisoner, 
with motives adapted to the character of each. 

Under the present system, the prisoner is at work in the shop 
during the six working clays, and is locked in his separate cell at 
night and all the time on Sundays. The Moral Instructor ·has but 
little opportunity to meet the prisoner face to face, and when, on 
the Sabbath, in addressing them, his voice only is heard, and that 
imperfectly, through the bars of his cell, of course but little im­
pression is made on the convict's mind. 

The want of a chapel or other suitable apartments for rtiligious 
and secular instruction is made more than ever apparent. This 
want has been one, if not the chief cause, why the intention of the 
law has failed of success, and we would call attention to the abso-
lute necessity of a chapel, or rooms for these purposes. · 

The library is the means of doing much good in furnishing read­
ing to the in~at~s, and while ~fford~n~ relief in their hours of .rest, 
tends to then· improvement rn mmtl and morals. Many of the 
volumes now in the library were donations, and like most other 
gifts of this kind, were of no use to the donors, and are, of course, 
quite as useless to the prisoners. The library now needs books of 
a character that will be read and appreciated. An appropriation, 
if made by the Legislature, and properly expended by persons ac­
quainted with books and libraries, would be the means of great 
good to the prisoners, and the propriety of making such an appro• 
priation is respectfully suggested to the wisdom of the Legislature. 

Atteation has been given to all abuses brought to our notice, and 
all complaints of the prisoners, of ill treatment or oppression, have 
been heard, and examination made as to the truth or falsity of the 
-charges; we have found none of sufficient importance to merit par. 
ticular notice. 

The behavior of the priso:iers for the past year, with few excep­
tions, has been remarkably good. Punishment for the violation of 
the rules of the prison has been promptly administered and strictly 
in conformity with the laws go>erning the institution, securing good 
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order and industry among the inmates highly creditable to the 
Keeper and his assistants. 

Cases of insanity among the prisoners haTe been very embar­
rassing to the officers of the prison, and in some instances have led 
to misunderstanding between the prison authorities and the mana­
gers of the Insane Asylum. Some of the prisoners, it is thought, 
have simulated insanity for the purpose of being sent to the Asy­
lum, giving much trouble to the Keeper and Physician and work­
ing injury to the discipline and profit of both institutions. 

The attention of the Legislature is called to the propriety of 
fitting up an apartment in tlie prison for the treatment of insane 
prisoners, which would cost the State less than under the present 
arrangement of sending them to the State Asylum. The Physician 
of the prison, with proper assistants, would be better able to treat 
each particular case with more discrimination, and better flecure 
the discipline of the institution. 

The residence of the Keeper and his family under the same ro9f 
with the prisoners is objectionable on many accounts, to say nothing 
of the discomfort attending it. Your attention is called t.o the pro­
priety of erecting a suitable building for his residence, on the lot 
opposite the prison. 

Such a b11ilding when occupied, would leave rooms in the prison 
that could be fitted up for offices, and for the accommodation of the 
insane. 

The large number of prisoners even in the best state of health, 
need more than the daily visit of the Physician. Sudden illness 
and casualties require instant attention, and it is repectfully recom­
mended that instead of the Deputy Keeper, who performs the duty 
of assistant to the Doctor in putting up and administering medi­
cines, that a resident Physician be appointed, who can act in the 
absence of the chief Physician. Such an alteration in the law would 
add but little to the first expense, and it would be more than made 
up by greater efficiency in this department. The senior Physician 
would perform his duties as at present. 

The few deaths, and the absence of any serious diseases during 
the past year, is proof of the skill and attentitm of Dr. W. W. L. 
Phillips, the Physician, to whose report we refer you for more par­
ticular statistical information, and whose recommendations we 
heartily endorse, and respectfully ask for them your consideration. 

In addition to the usual annual statistics of the Clerk, by our di­
rection he has compiled a tabular statement of the condition and 
working of the prison, number of prisoners, age, commitments, 
&c., since its establishment, embodying information of much value, 
to which the attention of the Legislature is particularly called, and 
its publication asked for with this report. 

Our intercourse with the Supervisor, Col. Wm. R. Murphy, and 
2 
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his associates in the Board, the Hon. A. L. Runyon, and Hon. 
Josephus Soo.y, Jr., have been uniformly pleasant, and perfect 
harmony in the workings of the two bodies has been secured. 

The Keeper, Mr. Charles Wilson, has discharged his duties with 
marked discretion and energy, which is manifest in the discipline 
and·perfect cleanliness of the prison, as attested by the good health 
and small death rate among the inmates. This will be found less 
than among the same number of adult persons outside the prison 
walls. 

The duties of the Clerk of the Prison, Mr. Robert B. Bonney 
have been performed with more than i1sual ability, and his cour­
teous deportment at all times merits our commendation.

KEEPER'S REPORT. 

KEEPER'S 0FFICB:, NEW JERSEY STATE PRISON,

institution for the y0ar ending October 31st, 1874.

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I had in my hands at the expiration of the last year,.$4:8.00. I 
have received since from the State Treasurer, one thousand dollars, 
to be used in payments to convicts on their discharge. 

I have paid to discharged convicts as above, $1,056.00 making a 
balance in my favor of $8.00. 

There are now confined here six hundred and fifty-three (653) 
convicts, thirty-four (34:) of whom are females. 

Although there has been no successful escapes during the past 
year, there have been several attempts to escape, which no doubt 
w-0uld have been successful, but for the prompt and energetic action 
of the officers of the institution. 

The S.tate may congratulate herself in having a Supervisor and 
officers in this institution whose care has been with an eye single at 
all times to the interest of the State, as will be shown by the very 
small amount she will be compelled to pay for the maintenence of 
her convicts for the year that has just passed, and if the future of 
this institution may be judged by the past few years, next year it 
may be looked forward. to as being self-sustaining in all respects. 

The shop room for working the convicts, has baen greatly in­
creased during the past year, by the erection of a new shop by the 
Board of Supervisors, which is built in the most substantial manner, 
with light and air, fitted up with steam pipes for heating, and water 
closets complete. They have also improved the old workshops by 
ventilating and li~hting, altogether adding much to the health and 
comfort of both orncers and convicts. 

The range of workshops for the institution, will at least compare 
favorably with any w0rkshops of the kind in the country. 

The lighting of the Prison by gas was dispensed with the year 
just passed, on account of its enormous expense, and the Prison has 
been lighted by kerosene, which is mucll more dangerous for pris­
oners to use. 

We shall continue to light the Prison by kerosene until about 
the first of January, 1875, at which time the Supervisors will have 
completed a gas works on the premises, so that the State can in all 
probability manufacture the gas for the institution at a much less 
expense than the former cost of gas, and certainly it will be much 
safer than kerosene. 

There are one or two suggestions wliich I would call your atten­
tion to as being necessary for the proper government of an institu­
tion of this kind ; for instance, the number of cells in the Prison 
falls very much short of the number of convicts that are now con- ~~~ 
fined here, there beinO' but five hundred and thirty-six (536) ~ 
prisoners, which compefs the placing of two, and sometimes three 
convicts in one cell, which is very much liked by the convicts, but 
which is much against the proper enforcement of the discipline of 
the institution. 
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The accommodations for the Keeper and his family could be 
so changed as to make it more comfortable and pleasant, and if the 
Legislature should so amend the law that the Keeper and his family 
would not be required to reside in the Prison, there would be a 
number of rooms vacated, which are very much needed by the 
prison as offices, and for other uses. There should be erected a 
residence for the Keeper and his family, outside the Prison walls. 

It would also be a great advantage to this institution, if the State 
would erect s0me small dwellings on the ground now owned by 
the State on the opposite side of the canal, to be used as residences 
for the Deputies, for which the State could receive an income as 
rent, from said Deputies. This would locate every Deputy within 
sound of the bell of the institution, which, by all means should be; 
then if anything should happen in the Prison at night, such as fire, 
escape of prisoners, or any emergency, the Deputies could be sum­
moned at any moment. The Deputies are now compelled to live 
in all parts of the city, wherever they may be able to obtain resi­
dences, and it would be impossible to get them together in time, if 
such emergencies should occur. · · 

For the moral and religious condition of the convicts, I would 
respectfully refer you to the report of the Moral Instructor, Rev. 
A. H. Warner, and for their sanitary condition, to the report of the 
physician, Dr. Wm. W. L. Phillips, of whom I cannot speak too 
highly, as a physician. 

To the officers of the institution I am under many obligations, 
for their attention to duty, and their aid in enforcing the discipline 
of the Prison. 

My relations with the Board of Supervisors and Board of Inspec­
tors, have been both pleasant and satisfactory, and for their diligence 
in looking after the interests of the Prison, and co operation in the 
enforcement of the discipline of the institution, the grati~ying 
results of the past year will bear witness. 

For the usnal statistical information, I would respectfully refer 
you to the report of the honorable Board of Inspectors.

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MORAL INSTRUCTOR'S REPORT. 

STATE PmsoN, } 
TRENTON, N. J., 31st October, 1874. 

To lli8 Excellency, Joel Parker, Governo1·, and the Honorable, 
the Board ef Supervisors of New Jersey State P1·ison: 

GENTLEMEN :-In presenting .this, my seventh annual report, I 
have again to acknowledge the good providence of God in having 
favored me with continued health and strength, so that there has 
not been any interruption in the discharge of the duties devolving 
upon me. On <'ach succeeding Sabbath of the year six separate 
services have been held, at each of which a portion of Scripture 
has been read, including the moral law, and also the Apostolic 
Creed has been recited, followed by exposition, admonition, ex­
hortation and prayer. 

These services have not been without effect, the truth is making 
a lodgement in the hearts of s0me ; a few seem to be impressed 
with a sense of their guilt, and are inquiring how a sinner can be 
justified before God, while others have obtained a knowledge of 
the Decalogue and of the Apostolic Creed ; but the majority re­
main in a state of insensibility as to their danger, and manifest no 
desire t0 know about Christ Jesus, who is "the Way, the Truth, 
and the Life." 

The difference between those who in early childhood and youth 
were taken to the house of God, and who enjoyed faithful Sabbath 
school instruction, is very great, when compared with those who 
have had no moral ·restraint thrown around them; in many in­
stances, the former are easily moved to tears, while, in most cases, 
the latter appear to be immovable; still there is hope even for 
such, for the grace of God is sovereign and it is free, and can break 
the hardest heart and lead it to sue for mercy. 

It is evident that the good seed of the Word is being sown in 
the hearts of some of the convicts, and although the germinating 
of that seed may not be immediately visible, yet, in due time, it 
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'Nill spring up and bear fruit meet for repentance ; others will 
reap the harvest. 

Much greater good might reasonably be expected from the Sab­
bath day services were the convicts assembled iu one room; a 
chapel is greatly needed, where we could have vocal and instru­
mental music. ..Much of gospel truth might be conveyed to the 
minds of the men by the use of sacred song. The good effects pro­
duced by singing hymns has been as evident in the past as in former 
years. The children from the Sabbath school of St. Panrs EpiscQ­
:eal Church, accompanied by their Superintendent, and by the 
Rector of the church, ha,·e visited us again, and sung thei1· Christ­
mas Carols, to the great satisfaction of the convicts, and, it is hoped, 
will prove to their spiritual good, for some were thereby remi11ded 
of the days of their youth, when they were Sabbath school pupils 
and were happy, and were led to shed tears by the contrast between 
what they then were and what they now are. 

Some of the beneficiaries of the Soldiers' Chi1ldren's II ome have 
been here, and favored us with some very excellent singing; the 
like favor has been given us by a part of the choir of the First 
Baptist Church, and also by the choir of the Central :Methodist 
Church. 

There is a good supply of religions tracts, which are from time 
to time distributed in the different cells, and by some of the men 
are carefully read. 

On application to the Essex County Bible Society, a donation of 
one hundred and fifty New Testaments has been made for the use 
of the prisoners, so that there is an abundant supply of the Sacred 
Scrptures. 

There has been received, from several different benevolent indi­
viduals, donations of magazines, Christian \V eek lies, and 0ther 
illustrated and scientific papers, by which means abont sixty vol­
umes of choice readin~ matter ha'"e been added to the library. 
Of these donors, special mention must be made of F. L. Lundy, 
Esq., of "The Morris Republican," and of .James C. Orton, Esq., 
Cashier of the Second National Bank of Newark. Yet we greatly 
need to have the number of our books increased, for many of them 
are almost useless by reason of constant nse. There has not been an 
appropriation ma<le for the use of the library during the five years 
last past, aMd it is hereby respectfully suggested that an appropria­
tion of five hundred dollars be solicited from the Legislature at its 
next session. 

I have had the kind co-0peration of the Keeper, Charles \Vinslow, 
Esq., and of his Deputies.

PHYSICIAN'S REPORT. 

To tlie Inspectors·~ 

GENTLE~IEN :-My monthly reports, rnade in numeri'Cal form, have 
kept ybu duly ad vised of the healthfalness of the Prison during the 
past year. Three deaths have occurred-one from pulmonary con­
sumption ; two fr0m disease of the heart; the latter were both 
sudden. 

The Medical Department has had the assistance of Mr. 0. M. 
Riley, a druggist, and former Hospital Steward of the army, who 
has rendered efficient service. ·without such assistance, the place 
would have required a resident physician. 

Several convicts were sent to the Asylum during the year, in 
.accordance with the act allowing such disposition to be made of 
thenl. To my milild, there have always been valid objections to such 
.disposition of the criminal insane. In the Asylum they are not, 
and cannot be classified, but must, of necessity, occupy the same 
wards, wi th those w1.w, in tb.eir sane moments, would not associate 
with criminals, and w1w, when insane, shtJuld not be compelled to 
do so. 

Expense of maintenance at the Asylum, is four times greater 
than at the P1ison. 

Treatment could be as well administered at the Prison as at the 
Asylum. Of twenty-folilr insane convicts sent to the Asylum since 
the paesage of this act, under which they are sent thither, only one 
has ever been returned to the Prison, and he was necessarily sent 
.a second time to the Asylum, after which he escaped; one other 
died; the balalilce remaining under restmint and treatment. 

The upper part @f .the main building of the Prison, which is now 
occupied by the Keepe1~s family, could readily be transformed into 
proper quarters for insane convicts. The lower part is needed for 
the use of the Prison officials. A house for the Keeper's family, 
<Should be erected @n .th.e lot opposite the Prison doors. 

The successful management nf the Prison has been greatly owing 
to the hearty e0-operation @f all the officials. For the courtesy 
and kindness I have at all tiniles received at the hands of all of 
them, I am duly gratefal.
