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Boy Scout Troop 50 in
Toms River will be without
one of its five scout leaders
for the next year and Moran-
ti Mechanical of Toms River
will lose one of its four em-
ployees.

New Jersey Army National
Guard Sgt Timothy Gallagh-
er will be the one absent in
both places. The 31-year-old
Toms River native is deploy-
ing to Afghanistan with the
119th Combat Sustainment
Support Battalion.

On Wednesday, Marc Mo-
ranti, the person who will
most miss Gallagher on the
job-- and at the scout troop
meetings — was among 19
New Jersey employers who
traveled to Fort Indiantown
Gap, Pa. on New Jersey
Army National Guard heli-
copters for a trip sponsored
by the Employer Support of
the Guard and Reserve.

The federally-funded orga-
nization works to strengthen
the bonds between employ-

ers and military reservists
and organizes trips known as
“Boss Lifts” to get employ-
ers to training sites where
National Guard and other
reserve units are making fi-
nal preparations for combat
deployments.

Rieth, the commander of

the 8,300-member New Jer-
sey National Guard, told the
bosses and lawmakers that
Boss Lifts are a critical part
of the effort to raise aware-
ness among community
leaders about the sacrifices
made by guard members.

“In order to be able to
serve, our Soldiers and Air-
men need the support of their
employers. It’s critical” Ri-
eth said.

Gallagher, an 11-year-vet-
eran of the Army National
Guard, said he knows he has
Moranti’s support.

“He’s been so understand-
ing about everything I’ve
had to do to get ready to de-
ploy,” Gallagher said.

Moranti and the other em-
ployers watched on Wednes-
day as their Soldiers sprinted
into an urban warfare train-
ing structure to practice
clearing suspected insur-
gents from a building. Later,
the employers got a chance
to test out a training device
Soldiers use to escape from
an overturned vehicle.
