Lake Tract is a comprehensive elementary school designed to meet the needs of its diverse student body of
approximately 500 students. Constructed in 1964 and expanded in 1973, Lake Tract Elementary has received several
renovation and improvement projects to continually update its facilities. Lake Tract Elementary educates children in
grades two through six. Over the years, Lake Tract Elementary has worked to achieve a technology-rich learning
environment. Today, all classrooms are equipped with a SMART board and an EImo document reader. The Media Center
has 28 desktop computers. A computerized catalogue system allows for electronic circulation of all materials. In 2013,
Lake Tract opened a Computer Lab which houses 30 desktop computers. Internet access is available in every classroom,
office, Media Center and the computer lab. Because we realize technology is a powerful tool in the classroom and has
paved the way for Lake Tract students to access information and programs that reaches beyond the boundaries of their
classroom walls.
