S~R-The Board of Inspectors of the New Jersey State Prison 

herewith present the annual report _for the year ending October 
31st, 1909. 

Regular monthly meetings of the Board have been held during 
the year, and special meetings have also been held when the needs. 
of the Institution required it. 

Members of the Board ha;Ve made weekly visitations to the 
Prison, and have exercised a close oversight of the managemen~ 
of all the depar.tments of the Institution. _ · 

The statistical report, hereto attached, ~ill show the popula­
tion of _the Prison during the last fiscal year, with a daily ·a,verage. 
of r ,394 prisoners against r ,3 r I of last year; the highest number_ 
during the y.ear reaching I,454· ' 

The total expenditures for all purposes during the fiscal year 
1909, have been two hundred c.nd sixty-eight thousand nine hun­
dred fifty-eight dollars and sixty-six cents ($268,958.66).

FOOD. 

Special care and attention has been given as in previous years 
to the food supply, with a view to furnishing a sufficient quantity, 
quality and variety necess:a;ry to maintain the prisoners, having 
in mind at all times the health of the inmates. The cost of sub­
sistence per diem was $0. I2'32. Following the custom of past 
years, extra dinners have been furnished on the following holi­
days : Fourth of July, Thanksgiving and Christmas, and the cost' 
of such dinners is included ·in the above per diem. The system 
of furnishing the principal meal of the day upon tables in the 
halls of the Prison has caused a large saving in the cost of main­
tenance. 

BUILDINGS. 

The buildings of the Institution are all in as good condition as 
it is possible to have them by constant repair and renovating by 
the Prison labor, and all necessary. repairs during the year have 
been made. 

The two Moral Instructors have given the prisoners instruc­
tions and advice during the year. The Prison night school, pro­
vided by the appropriation of last year, was duly installed and 
the report of the Prisolll School Board on this subject will be 
found elsewhere. 

The Prison Library, consisting of more than 3,000 volumes, 
has been used extensively by the prisoners. 
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WOMEN'S WING. 

The Board desires to call attention again to the condition of 
the Female Wing, and recommendations made thereon by former 
Boards in relation to providing additional capacity are fully con­
curredi in. During a portion of the year there have been over 
fifty persons confined in this wing, although there are only 
twenty-nine cells, and the Board feel that they cannot urge too 
stron,gly that additional room be provided. 

The Board take pleasure in calling attention to the figures .sub­
mitted elsewhere by the Supervisor, showing receipts from con­
tract labor for the past year of $,105,469.20, as against $97,304.4I 
for the year I 908; an increase of $8, I 64. 79. 

SUGGESTION REGARDING PENSIONS. 

The Boa.rd beg leave to suggest that some provision be made 
for the pensioning by law of men who have long and faithfully 
served the State, but who are incapacitated, by reason of their 
advanced years, for the exacting character of work required of 
them in the Prison. There is no provision in the existing law 
permitting the Board of Inspectors to exercise authority in this 
matter, and the Board believe the discipline and proper manage­
ment of the Institution are seriously irnparied by the conditions 
which now prevail. · 

Accompanying this report will be found the reports of the 
Physicians, showing the sanitary and health · conditions and the 
good work performed by those officers during the year. 

The reports of the Moral Instructors are also. submitted here­
with, showing the efforts for the moral and spiritual improve­
ment of the inmates. 

STATISTICAL REPORTS. 

In compliance with the la,w, we respectfully submit the statisti­
cal report for the last fiscal year, showing the population of the 
Prison, the age, the place of nativity and sex of the inmates. 
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ELECtROCUTION PLANT. 

The Electrocution Plant, provided for the electrocution of con­
demned prisoners, has been successfully operated in each instance 
since its installation.

The aggregate of bills incurred during the h:;cal year 1909 
chargeable to the maintenance account which w~ were unable to 
pay during the year was two thousand nine hundred and ninety 
dollars and fifty-nine cents ($12,990.59), thus making an actual 
expenditure incurred for maintenance just that amount in excess 
of the sum reported as expended. Tlhese expenditures were made 
necessary for the furnishing of light and meats, but owing to the 
limitation of the appropriation for that account, could not be paid 
until the commencement of the next fiscal year. The appropria­
tion made by the Le:giislature for the support of the State Prison 
for the fiscal year 1909 was $278,650.00, and the amount for 
which payments. were made by the Comptroller of the Treasury 
was $268,958. 16, thus leaving of the sum appropriated for prison 
purposes as unexpended the sum of $91,691 .84. This sum by 

· limitation lapses at the close of the fiscal year. 
As stated in my previous report, embarrassment must neces­

sarily attend any atten1pt to make the necessities of an institution 
subject to increased population and variations in the cost of sup­
plies conform to the limitations of specific and inflexible appro­
priations. It would seem· to me, that in view of the fact that a 
certain amount of money is appropriated for State Prison pur­
poses, although specified for the expenditure of certain accounts, 
that this sum should be upon proper r.epresentation by the man­
aging authorities to the Comptroller of the Treasury, be by him 
transferred from the account showing a surplus to that showing 
a deficiency. If such method had been pursued, the State Prison 
authorities would have been able, out of the total appropriations 
made, to pay all bills incurred during the past year, as well as 
leaving quite a large sum unexpended. 

All supplies for the care and maintenance of the prisoners are 
purchased by the Supervisor under contract, and the bills for 
such purchases, after being certified by the Supervisor and 
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approved by . the Board of Inspectors, are forwarded to the State 
Treasurer for payment. A similar course is pursued with regard 
to expenditures for repairs to the buildings, machinery and other 
appliances. An account of thes.e expenditures is kept in this 
office, as well as an account of the payment of the salaries of 
deputy keepers and employes of the prison; this. latter item is 
paid monthly in bulk to the Supervisor of the State 'Prison, and 
is distributed by him to the various officers on the monthly pay­
roll, prepared under the direction of the Principal Keeper and 
approved by the Board of Inspectors. 

The payment of the salaries of the Principal Keeper, Super­
visor and Board of Inspectors, as well as the amounts expended 
for the traveling expenses of the Parole Agent and the gratuities 
paid to convicts on their discharge, are made directly from the 
Sltate Treasury under the appropriations made for this purpose. 
I have no official knowledge of these amounts, nor do these pay­
ments enter into the Supervisor's account, but I have procured 
the amount of these expenditures from the Comptroller and have 
incorporated them in the appended statement so as to show the 
entire expenditures for the year for the support of the prison. 

The aggregate of the bills for all purposes connected with the 
maintenance of the prisoners and certified by the Supervisor 
during the past year, payments being made from the State T 'reas­
ury, was $125,717.37, and the following statement shows the 
specific purposes for which these expenditures were made:

The sums received by the Supervisor of the Prison from all 
sources during the fiscal year was $105,469,20, being an increase 
over the preceding ·year of $8,164.79. This amount so received 
was paid over by the Supervisor to the State Treasurer in 
monthly payments as required by law, and was received from the 
following sources :

Expenditures for maintenance are f?·r food, clothing, bedding) 
fuel, water, light and all other necessary 1~equirements for the 
support and proper care of. the prisoners. Those for furniture 
and repairs are for furniture and utensils required for prison 
use, in addition to those required for the: necessary repairs to the 
buildings and grounds. 

In view of the fact that the plant of the State occupied by the 
State Prison represents a valuation of nearly two million dollars, 
and that the number of prisoners incarcerated therein during the 
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year averaged l,39476, a: nmnber larger than the inhabitants of 
many towns, and when it is admitted that all expenditures of 
living have increased over twenty-five per cent., and notwithstand­
ing such increase, the number aforementioned have been fur­
nished with good and substantial food, housed and clothed, given 
heat, light, water and bedding and cared for by experienced 
phy~.icians when sick, also that the officers have been paid to 
guard them, and all the executive officers to manage this large 
number, and in addition thereto this valuable property has been 
kept in repair at an annual expenditure of only $163,488.96, or 
a net per capita per diem cost of $0.32 l 3 or an increase of one 
mill and nine-tenths over the preceding year, it certainly shows 
that not only has this institution been managed economically, 
but it would seem to me that the managing authoritie3 are entitled 
to the highest commendation. 

Under provisions of Chapter 23, Laws of 19o8·, it is provided: 
"That no contract or agreement for the construction of any 
building or buildings, for the making of ai;iy alterations, exten­
sions or repairs thereto, for the doing of any .. work or labor or 
furnishing of any goods, chattels, supplies or materials of any 
kind whatsoever, the cost or contract price :vhereof is to be paid 
from State funds, shall exceed the sum of $1 ,ooo, shall be 
awarded or entered into without advertising for the same." 

In my opinion this act should be so amended that where 
alterations and repairs are necessary the authorization to have 
the necessary work done should be left to the managing authori­
ties of the institution, as it is impossible in many instances to 
avoid embarrassment with the restrictions required as to limita-­
tion of these expenditures. I am a believer in the contract sys­
tem, and have no hesitation in saying that the supplies furnished, 
taken in the aggregiate, under contract, have been purchased at a 
lower price than they could have been in the open market. 

By deductions for holidays and Sundays, the. men on contracts · 
were able to be employed during the year past two hundred and 
seventy-two and one-half days, and the number employed during 
that period was two hundred and thirty-five thousand four hun­
dred and forty-four and one-half men. The earnings from the 
labor of these men amounted to $96,586.98, netting a per capita 
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per diem· earning of $0.4103. In addition to this number of men 
employed on contracts, there were also employed as machinists 
and cutters ·ten men. Thes.e m'en ·are assigned· to look after the 
machines and · machinery of the various contractors, and the cut­
ters are for cutting certain. kinds of material required in the 
manufaeture. This latter nuniber being outside o.f contract re­
quirements, a charge is made for such service, and their earnings 
for the year netted the sum of $1,538,J2. The 'earnings of the 
men on contract work was $g6,586.g8, which, with the earnings 
of the aforementioned number of men, amounted to $97,125.Si.

The average number ,employed on contract work during the 
year was eight hun.dre~ . and twenty-one (821) out of an average 
population of one thousand three hundred and ninety-four and 
one sixth ( 1,3947'6 ), the ~otal number of the inmates of the 
prison, and the gross earnings amounted fo, $97,125.81, these 
earnings showing an increase over the preceding year of 
$8,015.05. 

The contract for the manufacture of shirts expired on · the first. 
of October, and the other contracts expired in the early part of 
the next fiscal year. As required under the provisions of the 
law providing for the employment of the prisoners, approved 
April 18th, 1884, advertisement w'as made on August 1st, 1909, 
calling for proposals for the unemployed labor of the prisoners 
in the following newspapers :

In response to this advertisement, proposals were received for 
the employment of two hundred men on pantaloons, fifty men 
on waistbands, one hundred men on mats, seventy-five men on 
matting, one hundred men on shoes, one hundred men on 
women's· petticoats and night gowns, one hundred men on shirts. 
one hundred men on bru:shes and blocks, fifty men in the mak­
ing of cartons and shoe uppers, and one hundred men on chairs. 
As the law requires that no more than one hundred men shall be 
employed. on any one industry, and the proposals for pantaloons 
was in excess of the number that could be employed by law, and 
as the making of chairs was entirely a new industry in the Prison 
and required large room space, and in view of the fact that the 
other proposals would occupy all of the available shop space of 
t11e prison, the managing authorities, after consideration of the 
various proposals, awarded contracts to the following-named 
persons: 

Rancocas Mills, mats, for the production of 100 men. 
Rancocas Mills, matting, for the production of 75 men. 
Oppenheim & Co., trousers, for the production of 100 men. 
Oppenheim & Co., waistbands, for the production of 50 men. 
W. S. Rendell~ shoes, for the production of 100 men. 
W. s: Rendell, shoe uppers and cartons, for the productiort of 50 men. 
Mercer Brush Company, brushes and blocks, for the production of 100 men. 
Ridgeway Mfg. Co., women's skirts and night gowns, for the production of 

100 men. 
Crescent Garment Co., shirts and drawers, for the production of roo men. 
John ]. Cook, brooms, for the production of 6o men. 

These contracts will give employment to eight hundred and 
thirty-five men and 'are for a period of four years, and include 
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runners, clerks, machinists and cutters, and will utilize all the 
available room for shop purposes in the Prison. The only change 
necessary to operate the labor for which contracts were entirely 
new, was the construction of a room in the attic over the shoe 
shop, and changing and putting in new machinery by the con­
tractor in the shop arranged for the manufacture of petticoats. 
The earnings of this year exceed those of any during the opera­
tion of the present system of labor and exceed any earned in 
the history of the prison with the exception of the year 1907. 

I submit a statement showing the daily average population, to­
gether with the a.verage number employed on productive labor, 
as well as the revenue propuced each year of such labor for ten 
years, ,that is to say from

As but about sixty-two per cent. of the prisoners are available 
for remunerative work by reason of a large number of the 
prisoners being required for prison purposes, and with this con­
sideration in view, it is shown that the earnings of the afore­
mentioned percentage are required to maintain the expenses of 
the whole number. It shows very gratifying results in the fact 
that the revenue of the fiscal year came ·within $rn,248.17 of 
maintaining an average daily population, of 1,39476 prisoners. 
Though the prices received for convict labor seem smc.11, it must 
be taken into consideration the many dis2.dvantages connected 
with its employment. Many of the men received at the Prison 
and assigned to employment are for only short terms, and when 
they have become proficient in their work are ready to leave, it 
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of necessity keeps ~he shops full of apprentices and, while learn­
ing, they not only spoil stock, but for a! long period accomplish 
but little. While at the commencement of the fiscal year and at 
the conclusion of the said year the numerical force at work in 
the various industries may remain the same, yet, the character 
of the number during the year constantly changes, and though 
the number may rema.in the same, it is impossible to secure an 
average production. An illustration of the changes in the past 
year is shown by the fact that during the year three hundred and 
thirty-three of those previously employed were: clischar.ged by 
reason of expiration of sentence and five hundred and thirty­
nine inexperienced men were assigned to employment, and by 
reason of excuse from work, owing to sickness, forty-three hun­
dred and twenty-four, making a daily average of sixteen, were 
excused. This number representing a loss of sixteen per day out 
of a total of eight hundred and twenty-one. 

As previously stated all the ~lothes worn by the prisoners are 
made by prison labor. Ulnder the direction of the matron the 
female prisoners not only make their own clothing, but many of 
the articles ~tsed by male prisoners, such as shirts, etc. ; a1::;0 

sheets, bed ticks, etc. ; and the practice ref erred to in former 
reports of prisoners in charge of the storekeeper making shoes 
for the use of the prisoners, repairing clothing and making the 
clothing furnished prisoners on their discharge, is still con­
tinued. 

GAS LIGHT. 

The contract for the furnishing of gas to the Sltate Prison ex~ 
pjred on the thirty-first day of March, 1909, and pursuant to 
9hapter 190, Laws of 1907, the managing authorities advertised 
for proposa,ls for the furnishing of the same to the State Prison 
for the term of five years. Pursuant to this advertisement a 
proposition was received for the furnishing of gas light) at the 
price of five cents per thousand cubic feet less than the former 
contract, this decrease, taking as a basis the consumption for the 
year lgD9, will result in a saving of over six thousa11d dollars for 
this purpose.

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FURNITURE) REPAIRS AND APPLIANCES. 

The amount appropriated for the above purposes for the year 
just ended was $I2,ooo, the sam,e being applicable for the neces­
sary expenditures to be made for furniture, utensils, tools and the 
many appliances required in the daily operations of the prison, 
also for such repairs as might be needed for. marterials to keep 
the buildings and grounds in good condition. 

The sum expended for such purposes was $8,999.34 or $3,-
000.66 less than the sum appropriated. It is not dee1ued neces­
sary, to enumerate the many items included in these expendi­
tures, but simply to call attention to the items of this account 
for which the lar,ger expenditures were required, the rebuilding 
of boiler No. I, repairingi walls of all boilers, installing two 
American flue cleaners on boilers, painting wing .No. 6, of the 
Prison, replastering and repainting cells in female wing, con­
structing slag roof on wing No. 4, repainting cook house and 
shop hall corridor, constructing concrete walk in female yard, 
painting all roofs of prison buildings, building sea.le house and 
platform at Third street gate, and a number of other smaller re­
pairs. 

The inevitable wear and tear and the necessity for repairs is 
incessant and imperative, and a3 far as possible mechanics 
among the prisoners, under the direction of the Superintendent 
of Repairs, are utilized for the purpose of making these repairs. 
Carpenters, machinists, plumbers', painters, etc., are constantly 
performing this work and the expenses attendant for such pur­
poses i.s. reducecl' to the cost of materials used. 

RELATIVE TO SYSTEM O,It ACCOUNTS·. 

Under provisions of Chapter 305 of the Laws of I908, section 
one, it . is provided that there shall be a department of accounts 
in charg~ of a chief, whose title shall be Auditor of Accounts. 
Under secti~n two of said act it was provided that it shall be 
the duty of said Auditor of Accounts to establish a uniform sys­
tem of bookkeeping, to be adopted, as far a3 practicable, in all 
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of the departments of the institutions of the State. Under pro­
vision of this section, a system was established by said Auditor 
classifying various items of expenditure under headings, grouped 
as follows : Administrative expenses, table supplies, house sup­
plies, clothing, heat, light and power, farm, stable and grounds, 
repairs and miscellaneous, making eight subdivisions. 

Under appropriations annually made by the Legislature, for 
the various institutions and departments, are sums specifically 
appropriated. Fbr this institution the sums specifically appro­
priated are ·for maintenance, furn'iture, repairs and appliances , 
salaries of deputies and minor employes, salaries of executive 
officers and managing board, for maintenance of electrocution 
plant, for salary of Moral Instructor, for Keeper for payment to 
discharged convicts and for maintenance of the State Prison 
Sk:hool Board. Under these apprnpriations the Comptroller of 
the Treasury has stipulated which of the various items shall be 
credited to each specific account. Under the system provided by 
the State Auditor items which, by the Comptroller's instructions, 
are chargeable to maintenance are by him chargeable in some in­
stances to repairs and miscellaneous, while in other instances 
items charged by the Comptroller to furniture, repa.irs and appli­
ances are by him charged to household expenses. An example 
of this being• that for the twelve months commencing November 
rst, 1908, the sum paid for furniture, repairs. and appliances, 
was $7,955.28, while under the new system proposed, the sum 
charged to that account was $6,947.07, the difference between 
these two sums being, under the new system, charged to house 
supplies, etc. In addition thereto the salaries of the executive 
officers, deputies and moral instructors are included under the 
new .system as administrative expenses. The payments made to 
the Principal Keeper for gratuities to discharged convicts are 
not included in the system proposed by the 1Auditor. As the 
salaries of the Keeper, Supervisor, Board of Inspectors, and the 
moneys expended for payment to discharged convicts, the travel­
ing expenses of the Parole Agent, and the. expenses incurred by 
the State Prison School Board do not come within the official 
knowle.dge of this office, if this system so established is to be 
carried into effect, then the Legislature should make the appro-
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priations for_ the support of this institution for the fiscal year to 
confonT1 to this system and legislative enactment should be re­
quired so that all expenditures for every purpose: connected with 
the State Prison should pass through this office. 

The system operated by the Prison was to show the cost of 
each item of expenditure coming under the head of maintenance 
account, such as subsistence, hospital, clothing, bedding, fuel , 
light, wa~er, etc., making a total of all, thus conforming to the 
Con1ptroller' s statement of such expenditures, charged by him to 
the appropriations . made by the Legislature for such purposes. 
A similar course was adopted with appropriations made for 
furniture, repairs and appliances and deputies' salaries, and ex­
penditures made for electrocution expenses and other expendi­
tures for the maintaining of the School at the Prison, these being 
the only accounts which pass through this office. The expendi­
tures for furniture and repairs and maintenance being made 
directly to the individual claimants upon bills certified by the 
Siupervisor and approved by the Board of Inspectors, and the 
deputies' salaries being paid to the Supervisor in bulk to be by him 
distributed to the individuals upon a. monthly pay-roll certified 
by the Keeper after approval of the Board of Inspectors. All of 
the other expenditures for prison purposes are paid directly to 
the individuals to whom they are due on warrant of the Comp­
troller and this office has no official knowledge of these payments. 

As the Comptroller of the Treasury is the financial officer of 
the Sltate a.nd all expenditures ma.de are paid by the State Treas­
urer only upon his warrant, and as moneys received are, by law, 
required to be paid to him, it would seem to me as if he consti­
tuted the bookkeeping department of the State, the other depart­
ments and institutions simply being auxiliaries of tha.t system and 
therefore that all should be uniform with accounts kept by him, 
and further, that any accounts pertaining to assets of the State, 
such as properties, should be kept on his books a.nd at the close 
of each year inventorie,s. taken of merchandise onhand in any of 
the institutions should be filed in his office, thus enabling him to 
show the exact cost of all and at the same time representing 
under one head a true financial exhibit o f the State's c..ssets and ,, 
liabilities. 
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During the year there has been paid into this office by con­
tractors, for the benefit of prisoners and forwarded to the Prin­
cipal Keeper, the sum· of $,4,674.94, which represents five hun­
clred and two credits. There were employed eight hundred and 
twenty-one men, thus showing, as stated in my former ·reports, 
that a. very small percentage of men were able to earn anything. 
It is true that the incentive for these few necessarily resulted in 
the State receiving a greater earning for their individual labor, 
still, as stated before, it is a question whether the effect upon a 
larger portion does not consequently result in a loss of a greater 
amount by reason of the inability of the remainder to earn any­
thing. In accordance with such views I again renew the recom­
mendations made in former reports for the enactment of a law 
which would authorize the payment to prisoners on discharge of 
an amount not to exceed the sum of $25, said sum to be paid 
prisoners who have shown a disposition to properly perform the 
work to which they have been assigned and conform to the rules 
of the institution. 

Bills with this object in vie:w 11ave passed two successive ses­
sions of the Legislature, but have failed from becoming laws ow­
ing to some defect in their construction. The amount annually 
appropriated for gratuities to prisoners on discharge is $2,500, · 
an allowance of $5 being made to each prisoner, and the amount 
necessary, if legislative consideration be favorable to rny sugges­
tion, would only necessitate an increase in the expenditure for 
such purpose of $3,500, making a total required of $6,ooo. I 
ha.ve no hesitancy in sayin,g that I believe that by the enactment 
of such a law, it would not only, result in better disciplinary re­
sults, but by reason thereof the revenue of the Prison would be 
so increased that it would not only be the means of helping the· 
unfortunates in their battle with life, but also it would not be 
aclcling any additional burden upon the State. 

The attention of the Legislature has been called to the urgent 
need for increased accommodations for the female prisoners of 
this institution. At the session of 1908 a bill was presented pro­
viding for the erection of a wing on grounds of the State oppo­
site the prison at a cost of $125,000. This bill failed to become 
a law for the reasons, first, because of a necessity to curtail ex-
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penditu.res, owing to a lack of funds in the State Treasury to 
meet actual necessities of the departments and institutions of the 
State, and, second, because it was deemed inadvisable to construct 
any more buildings at the State Prison in view of the fact that 
c~nsideration was being given to the building of a reformatory 
for women and the possibility of removing the prison to some 
other part of the State, so that they could have more gr,ounds. 
As no action has been taken along the above suggestions, and as 
the same conditions still exist in regard to proper cell accommo­
dations for the female prisoners, I would suggest that a sufficient 
appropriation for .the construction of a building on the grounds 
opposite the prison be made, said building to be termed a reform­
atory for women, said reformatory to be under the management 
of the Keeper and Board of Inspectors of the Prison. This would 
result in the saving of additional cost for officers to manage said 
reformatory, and at the same time enable the Prison authorities 
to construct a dining or mess hall in the building now occupied 
by the female wing, which would also result in a large saving in 
the cost of the subsistence of the Prison. 

On May 25th, 1909, the terms of the Board of Inspectors, con­
sisting of James E. Mitchell, Millville; William A. Berry, Asbury 
Park; William H. Carter, White Hill; Jacob Shurts, Somerville ;

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REPORT OF THE MAIL AND PACKAGE DEPARTMENT. 

There were received for prisoners during the year 34,956 
letters, a daily average of 95.75. These were read, hall loca­
tion marked thereon, and, when found permissible, were handed 
to the Hall Keepers for delivery to the prisoners. 

Tihe number of prisoners' letten mailed during the year was 
14,676, a monthly average of I,223. These letters were read, 
name of sender and to whom addressed was entered on the regis­
try book, and the proper postage placed on them before mailing. 

The total number of packages received for prisoners during 
the year was 8,388, a monthly average of 699. W.hen these 
packages were examined to ascertain if the articles contained 
therein were permissible, entry was made in the distribution book 
of the different articles, and they were sent to the Hall Keepers 
for delivery to the prisoners for whom they were intended, the . 
necessary receipt being obtained. 

'rhe number of visits to prisoners by relatives and friends 
during the year (permitting one or more at a time) was 3,034, 
a monthly average of 252.66; a record of each visit was recorded 
in the visitors' book. 

The amount of money received for the prisoners during the 
year, in letters or left here by relatives or friends when visiting 
the prison, was $5,457.64. 

DISCIPLINE. 

The discipline throughout the prison has been exceptionally 
good during the year. The percentage of prisoners who have 
been punished is very low. The mode of punishment is by con­
finement in light, ventilated, sanitary and solitary cells, on a diet 
of bread and water, for a period not to exceed six days. The 
length of time that a prisoner is confined varies according to 
the offense committed and number of times previously punished. 
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HEALTH. 

The health of the prisoners continues to be good. The Prison 
compares favorably with similar institutions, and the death rate 
is lower than that of any city. 

RELIGIOUS SERVICES. 

Religious services, both Protestant and Catholic, are regu­
larly held each Sunday, and are conducted by Rev. George C. 
Maddock and th~ Rev. A. M. Fish, respectively. Services are 
conducted in the Women's Wing each Friday, by members of 
the Women's Christian Temperance Union. The Sisters of 
Charity also hold religious services on Friday. 

ELECTROCUTION PLANT. 

The Electrocution Plant has been operated successfully in 
every instance, and during the year six ( 6) have paid the pen­
alty of death by electrocution.

In conclusion, I desire to again call the attention of your 

Excellency and the Legislature to the crowded condition of the 
Female Wing. During the year there have been as high as fifty 
women confined in this wing with accommodations for twenty­
nine only. 

This condition is not conducive to good discipline and health, 
but the management of this depa1~tment has been better than 
might be expected under the circumstances. 
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This matter should have immediate attention, as the prison 
population is on the increase, and it is only a matter of time 
when it will be absolutely impossible to receive more female 
prisoners. 

I desire to extend my sincere thanks to the officers and em­
ployes of the prison for their faithful services and the loyal 
support they have given me on all occasions. I am very grateful 
to the Supervisor and the members of the Board of Inspectors 
for the many official and friendly courtesies always shown me.

Physicians' Report. 

TRENTON, N. ]., November 1st, 1909. 

To the Honorable Board of Inspectors of the New Jersey State 
Prison: 

GEN'I'LEMEN~In submitting this, our annual report, it is grati­
fying to state that the health of most of the prisoners during the 
year has been exceedingly good. Eleven have died, and six were 
sent to the asylum. 

The actual number of patients admitted to the hospital during 
the year has somewhat increased, due to the fact that we think it 
best to have the prisoners. under our direct supervision. The 
number of prisoners excused from work and sent to their cells 
remains about the same. 

The percentage of deaths, when based on the increased daily 
average of inmates in the institution, has again decreased, being 
less than one per cent. 

Of the eleven deaths they were due to the following diseases 
Pernicious amemia, I ; pulmonary tuberculosis, 3 ; tubercular peri­
tonitis; 2; hemorrhage of lungs, I; uraemic poisoning, I ; typhoid 
fever, I; strangulation of bowels, I; apoplexy, I. 

There have been no outbreaks of contagious diseases. We 
have had a large number of operations, such as hernias, appen­
dicitis, leg and finger amputation, removal of eye, hemorrhoids, 
fistula, removal of tumors, and in every case have been successful. 

The good health of the inmates is mostly due to the prompt 
medical attention they receive, together with the good sanitary 
conditions existing. There is one sick call a day, and the inmates 
have the privilege of visiting the Resident Physician's office at 
any time, so they can obtain prompt treatment, which, in a large 
majority of cases, cuts short what might have been a long ancl 
serious illness. 
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We have a liberal system of yard exercise, giving the prisoners 
the benefit of the fresh air c.nd sunshine. We vaccinate all 
prisoners upon their admission and keep them in quarantine four­
teen days. 

The women's wing is overcrowded, and that condition cer­
tainly breeds abuses and disease. It is only due to the cleanliness 
and order maintained that the good health of the women is con­
tinued. We desire to commend the thorough manner in which 
that department is conducted under the direction of the Head 
Matron and her assistants. 

·We wish to thank the Board of Inspectors, Principal Keeper, 
Supervisor and Keepers for assisting us to accomplish our work 
in a thorough and efficient manner ..

Srn-As Moral Instructor of the New Jersey State Prison, I 
herewith submit my annual report. Never in the history of the 
State Prison ha.s greater activity been shown for the betterment 
of its inmates. The Night School held during the Fall, Winter 
and Spring months, and the School of Correspondence estab­
lished during the Summer months, have been conducted. under 
the supervision of a School Board, composed of John F. Clark, 
President of the Board of Inspectors; George 0. Osborne, Prin­
cipal Keeper; Rev. George C. Maddock ~nd Rev. Father Fish, 
Moral Instructors. This Board has .secured competent teachers. 
An excellent library containing the best books of reference, his­
tory, science and fiction, and subscriptions to a good weekly 
newspaper or magazine have been great helps in bringing the 
prisoners to the thought of leading a purer and better life when 
released from prison, and have stimulated their efforts to that 
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end. In addition, it is my constant effort to exclude dime novels, 
criminal and detective stories. These all contribute to a criminal 
life. I may offer the suggestion that were parents and guardians 
more careful in their oversight of the reading matter used by 
their children·, there would be fewer adqlt criminals. 

Religious services on Sunday and my visitations from ceU to 
cell artd hospital on weekdays are supplemented by the visits of 
Christian women to the women's wing and hospital every week. 
Such are most helpful in the work of reformation. 

· The Board of Inspectors, George 0. Osborne (Principal 
Keeper), Samuel W. Kirkbride (Supervisor), Mrs. Osborne 
(Matron), Drs. Mackenzie and Crane and Rev. Father Fish are 
all alive to the best · interests and welfare of the institution, and 
with the Keepers do all in their power to make our Prison a 
reformatory as well as ·a penal institution. To them I am under 
obligation for their _assistance in my work as Moral Instructor.

New Jersey_ State Prison School Report. 

To the Honorable Board of Inspectors of the New Jersey StatP 
Prison: 

GENTLEMEN~In oornpliance with section 8, Chapter 65, Laws 
of 1907, the Sitate Prison Slchool Board herewith presents its 
First Annual Report. , 

On December 8th, r908, the School Board organized, and on 
the evening of January 4th, 1909', the first session of the school 
was held in the South Hall of the Prison, which had been 
equipped for the purpose under your direction. 

The inrtei:est taken in the school by the inmates was most grati­
fying, 229 men having enrolled themselves at the very beginning. 
Of these, 122 (some native-born, other foreigners) were totc..lly 
illiterate and 107 were foreigners, who, though not illiterate, 
were yet ignorant of the English lan

1
guage. 

Slchool sessions were held five evenings a week, but it was not 
possible to congregate all pupils every evening. Hence accord­
ing to wing location the men were grouped into two large divi­
sions, each division · alternating in its attendance at school. 
While in attendance at school, the men of each division were 
distributed into sections and every section assigned to an intelli­
gent prisoner who served as sub-teacher under the direction of 
the head teachers. At first the sessions of all sections were held 
in the Sbuth Hall, but, eventually,, the more advanced sections 
were gathered in the Chapel and the others in the Hall. Upon 
the resumption of the school at the beginning of October, the 
Hall was abandoned and school sessions are now held only in 
the Chapel, which has been lighted and equipped for this addi­
tional purpose. 

Through a process of elimination and centralization the ser­
vice of prisoners as sub-teachers was gradually restricted until 
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at present the teaching is clone by one head teacher with two 
prisoners as aides and monitors. 

The school year regularly extends from October r st to June 
I.St, and On June I st, sessions were suspended for the summer; 
the school then having be.en in session during five months. As 
indicating the interest in the acquisition of elementary learning 
on the part of the inmates and as showing their appreciation of · 
the school advantages the followin,gi statistics are illustrative:

Under the statute it is incumbent upon the State Board of 
Education to prescribe the qualifications necessary for teachers 
and to approve the course of studies. It has clone so during the 
year. As a result the head teachers submitted to rigid examina­
tions and the State Board authorized the teaching of reading 
and spelling, writing and arithmetic, joining to these elementary 
instruction in geography, United States history and the £unda­
mentals of governnTent and good cltizenship. The matter of 
these branches of knowledge was distributed into grades, each 
grade setting a standard, the achievement of which is to be striven 
for by teacher and pupils. 

Owing to the very large number of men of poor educational 
acquirements and the impossibility of g~.thering all together to 
teach them, a system of teaching by correspondence within the 
walls was established during the summer and is called the Cell­
Stucly Course. It consists briefly in this : Any prisoner who is 
anxious to broaden his education within the limits of an ordinary 
grammar course, say through the ususal seventh grade, is at 
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I1i.berty to · enter himself in a: grade responding to his previous 
educational proficiency. Text-books are furnished to him and 
week by week lessons or tasks assigned him and answers to test 
questions and problems demanded of him. Difficulties that pre­
sent themselves to him are elucidated by the head teacher, if 
nece3sary, through a call on the part of the latter at the prisoner's 
cell. The utility and advisability of this course is amply dem­
onstrated by the fact that 278 inmates entered themselves be­
tween June r st and November r st, in the various grades of the 
Cell-Study Course. 

A novel and pleasing, but at the same time highly useful and 
instructive, feature of our school system is the teaching of his­
tory and government through lectures illustrated with the stere­
opticon. Esteem for our country, patriotism and lessons in law­
abiding citizenship are thus inculcated, especially upon the for­
eign element of our Prison population. As yet, this feature has 
been made use of only in direct connection with the .school ses­
sions, but plans are under way by which it is hoped to extend the 
influence of such instruction to all in the prison. 

On October 4th, sessions of the evening sdi_ool were resumed 
in the Chapel under the pead teacher, Mr. Edward C. Lanning. 
On November r st, the enrollment of prisoners under school in­
struction was as follows : · 

In the Evening School only, receiving rudimentary instruction in reading, 
writing and arithmetic, four evenings a week, ................ ro2 males. 

In Cell-Study Course, but gathered for supplementary instruction in the 
chapel, one evening a week, ................................. Sr males. 

Following only the Cell-Study Course in elementary branches without privi-
lege of instruction in common, .................... 164 males; 6 females. 

Thus making a total of 353 inmates, on November rst, apply­
ing thern,selves to study under the direction of the Prison School 
Board. 

The cost of the school was not exorbitant. For use during the 
fiscal year just past, the Legislature had appropriated $2,500. 
From this amount there were expended the following total sums 
for the purposes here specified :

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The school system of the prison is gradually passing through 
its experimental stage. Peculiar problems are presented by a 
school in prison and the solutions to these problems can be 
worked out only through experience. Methods and systems in 
vogue in other prisons have been studied, but none can be imi­
tated, since no two prisons are alike in details, of arrangement 
and management. We are trying to evolve that which is oest 
adapted to .our own ways and conditions and are hopeful that 
we are slowly achieving that which is best for our own institu­
tion.
