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Commissioners' Report. 

NEW JERSEY REFORMATORY, 
RAHWAY', N. ]., October 31st, 1904. 

To the Governor of the State: 

Your Excellency will find annexed the annual reports of the 
Superintendent and departmental officers of the Reformatory, 
and these will apprise you fully regarding its fnternal condition 
and management, and will convey to you the required statement 
of m(jnies received and disbursed by its Board of Commissioners 
during the fiscal year closing with this date. 

The duty which is made incumbent upon the :Board by law is, 
therefore, f>erformed, when the needs of the Reformatory are 
laid before your ExGellency, and these are: 

First. Prompt relief from the requirement of the st~tute which 
makes it compulsory upon the Reformatory to receive as inmates 
such mjlle criminals between the ages of sixteen and thirty, not 
known to have been previously sentenced to a state prison or 
penitentiary, and who the Courts may think proper to sentence 
to it, until the Legislature has provided it with sufficient addi­
tional room for their safe custody and accommodation. 

(7) 
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Second. The early construction of the proposed southeast wing 
with the customary enclosed cell building. There are now no 
less than fifty-four ( 54) inmates in the Reformatory who cannot 
be provided with rooms, and, before the building of this wing 
can be commenced, this number will likely be tripled, unless the 
already solicited measure of relief is legalized. 

This overcrowded ccmdition of the Reformatory is a menace 
to its discipline, and militates against the humane and beneficent 
purpose for which it was instituted, and the Board of Commis­
sioners, relying upon, and warmly appreciating, the sympathy of 
your Excellency because of it, confidently appeals to you, and, 
through you, to the Legislature for an early emergency appro­
priation of sufficient money to enable the Board to proceed at 
once in the preparation of plans and specifications, and in adver­
tising for proposals and awarding of contracts, in order that the 
actual construction of the building may be commenced as soon 
as the season will permit. 

Third. The Reformatory has neither auxiliary water nor 
power or light supply, dePending for the former on such quantity 
and at such pressure as the City of Rahway can furnish it, and 
for the latter on its own plant. > 

The first named is not always reliable, and the lathT is insuf­
ficient in its capacity for the present, without regard to the 
steadily growing needs of the institution. The Board of Com­
missioners, therefore, presents to your Excellency the desirability 
of provision being made for the sinking of such wells as will, 
with the construction of a standpipe, secure to the R~formatory 
an a;nple, reliable and wholesome supply of pure water. The 
Board further presents to your Excellency the imperative and 
pressing necessity of increasing the power and light plant of the 
Reformatory by the installation of two boilers with a safe work­
ing pressure of 125 pounds each to the square inch, and of.a 150-

horse power engine, with a dynamo of the needed capacity, all 
to be of approved types and of standard manufacture. The 
present power house is taxed to the extreme limit of its capacity, 
and, there being no resource in case of accident, the early instal-

• 
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lation of the additional boilers, engine and dynamo is of such 
vital importance as will, the Board is assured, commend itself 

· to your Excellency. 
The enlargement of th~ present bathing facilities is a matter 

of pressing need. The bathroom in use provides for the accom­
modation of but twenty ( 20) inmates at a bathing. It cannot 
be enlarged, and it is, in its arrangement, not only crude but a 
discredit to the State. 

A builc1ing that would accommodate one hundred inmates at 
a bathing, with proper laundering facilities combined. would be 
a measure of true economy and should be provided. 

Suitable buildings are also needed for the house-painting and 
bricklaying classes, and for the blacksmithing, plumbing and 
tinning and machinery details, the two first named having actually 
no present accommodation and the others being temporarily 
housed in the engine and boiler rooms of the power house. 

These, with the carpentry and other classes, have clone a vast 
amount of work in both betterments and repairs, and the large 
sums of money they have saved to the State as the results of their 
labor (aggregating no less a sum than $99,86I.41 in Lhe last two 
fiscal years) would seem to warrant the appropriation of a sum 
sufficient for the erection of these two buildings, or, at least, for 
the amount required for the purchase of the necessary materials. 

That the Board of Commissioners may conform to the pending 
requests of the State Sewerage Commission, provisio~ should be 
made for putting the sewage disposal plant in working order, and, 
as a necessary sequence, enlarging the present sewer~1ge capacity 
of the institution. 

The Board of Commissioners has availed itself of the appro-
priation of $35,000 made at the last Legislature for the comple­
tion of the new domestic building, and the work will be done 
within the sum named. 

In closing their annual report, the Commissioner; desire to 
extend to your Excellency their sincere thanks for your uni form 
courtesy and support during the year, and, in no less degree, for 
the material way in which you have contributed to the relief of 
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the Reformatory in its need, and but fo1· which kindly action its 
trade schools would have been required temporarily discontinued.

inmates with but 254 available rooms for their accommodation, 
qncl this deficiency of 54 rooms will not be lessened; on the con­
trary, I anticipate, unless the Reformatory is promptly relieved 
from receiving inmates beyond its donnitory capacity, that a 
goodly portion of that of the proposed constructed southeast 
wing will be required before it can possibly be gotten ready for 
occupancy, even if it were already in course of construction. 
The prospect for the well-being of the inmates preser:t, for those 
offenders of the law who may be committed to the Reformatory 
before its capacity can be increased, and for those who are com­
petent for committal to it but who, because of its existing lack 
of capacity becoming known to the Courts of the State, will be 
sentenced to other penal institutions, is discouraging, while to 
make even fairly decent provision for this corning increase in 
population-if no measure of relief is granted by the Legislature 
-will present a problem not easy of solution, and 11ot po:>sible 
of it if suitable accommodation is required furnished, and the 
present reformatory methods and .discipline are expected followed.

But two inmates of the total number who have been author­
ized parole released remain in the institution awaiting the date 
fixed for sending them to the places of employment already 
secured for them. 

Practically, therefore, all inmates to whom you have extended 
the privileges of parole are enjoying its benefits, and, after having 
had suitable employment obtained for them, are, as a rule, fol­
lowing it at satisfactory wages, caring for themselves and for 
those dependent on them, and, except in -cases. where personal 
or family necessities require its use, are saving money, and 
ste<!dily adding to the sum which is placed to their credit in 
bank before they are placed at work. 
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There was appropriated by the Legislature for the

for the year and, the average number of inmates present having 
been 273, the per diem cost per capita was 77.7 cents, and the 
annual $284.62. 

Subsistence was furnished the inmates for $35.2r annual, and 
for .0962 cents per diem per capita. 

The monies remitted to the State during the year from the 
proceeds of inmates' labor and from the sale of material totaled 
$13,622.64, and this sum exceeded the total cost of subsistence 
for the inmates ($9,612.10) bv $4,0I0.54. 

The produce of the farm realized $2,912.33, which sum appears 
charged to subsistence account. The actual cost of s.:.curing this 
output was $r,2r4.78, while the inventoried value of the horses, 
cattle, pigs, tools and agricultural implements used in this depart­
ment aggregates $6,272.59. 

Additional land for farming purposes is greatly needed, and 
the desirability of its early acquirement is urgently impressed 
upon you. Increased acreage would result in decreased cost of 
subsistence, and the health of the inmates would be still better 
than now if fuller supplies of seasonable fresh vegetables could be 
supplied them. This year's appropriation for the farm, it is sug­
gested, should be $3,000 divided equally between the supple­
mental and general appropriation bills. 

The work done under the appropriation made by the last Legis­
lature of $35,000 for the completion of the new domestic build-
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ing has been progressed as rapidly as the weather would permit, 
and will be completed within the sum named. 

The amount so far disbursed for this account is $14,584.62. 
The labor is being done entirely by the inmates, and their work 
compares to their advantage with that done on the present 
Reformatory buildings. 

In my last annual report I directed attention to the necessity 
of increasing the sewerage capacity of the institution, and of con­
structing a suitable building for bathing and laundering purposes, 
and a hospital. These buildings, together with one for the 
blacksmith, plumbing and tinning and the machinery details, and 
another for the bricklaying and house-painting classes are 
urgently needed, and I ask authority to proceed with their con­
struction by the inmates so soon as the purchase of the required 
materials is provided for. 

Three years ago I 17 inexpensive books were authorized pur­
chased for the library, and no further sum has been appropriated 
for this purpose. 

What little reading matter is at the command of the inmates 
is now confined to such magazines and books as their families 
supply them or have been donated to the institution by its friends. 

I earnestly commend to your perusal the attached reports or 
my assistant superintendents, of the chief clerk, the chief engi­
neer, the military and moral instructors, the physician, the prin­
cipal of the school, the parole officer and the assistant Bertillon 

. operator. From these reports much valuable information regard­
ing the internal government of the Reformatory, and of its press­
ing needs, may be gathered, and to these officers, and to their 
subordinates, the State is indebted for whatever of success has 
attended the institution since it was opened for the admission 
of inmates. 

All of them have labored zealously, enthusiastically and 
unitedly for the advancement of its best interests, and they have, 
as they deserve, my full measure of gratitude for their untiring 
efforts in its behalf.

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Report of Assistant Superintendents. 

OCTOBER 31st, 1904.

The deportment of the inmates during the past year has been 
exemplary, the conduct reports for the entire year showing a 
decrease of 16 per cent. over the preceding year, despite the con­
stant increase in population, and I am confident a still better 
showing would have been made but for the overcrowded con­
dition of our cell building. 

The increase in population has necessitated a corresponding 
increase in every detail throughout the institution, and that the 
officers and instructors have maintained the usual high standard 
of discipline and industry reflects very much to their credit. 

My thanks are due them for their hearty co-operation, and to 
yourself for your kindly advice and uniform courtesy at all times.

I herewith respectfully submit my annual report for the year 
ending October 31st, 1904. 
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The results obtained through the labor of the inmates have­
been most gratifying, especially c.s a means of tuition, and the­
financial saving to the State, although of a secondary cornsidera-­
tion, was considerable, as there has been no expenditure for con­
tract or outside labor of any kind during the year, all new build­
ings erceted, repairs made, &c., having been performed entirely­
by the inmates of the several departments, the following being­
a synopsis of same: 

The carpentry detail in charge of and under the instruction of 
Chas. H . Hankins has made numerous alterations and repairs,_ 
also completed much new \York, all perforn1ed in a most credit-­
able manner, among which might be mentioned as being of special: 
merit the making of the doors, window sashs, frames, general 
woodwork and trim for the new station, building second story to· 
slaughter house, which is of frame with shingle roo£ and sides, 
hospital for tuberculosis patients, which building is unique in con-­
struction, as same was planned to take the place of the tent in use­
during the past year, same having canvas in the window frames. 
in place of glass, to allow free circulation of air; new stalls erected' 
in barn, &c. · 

The new machinery recently installed in the carpenter shop­
now makes it possible to turn out any kind of woodwork, trim,. 
sash and blinds, &c., and was a much-needed addition: the equip-­
ment is the best obtainable, and the work since their installation 
is equal, if not superior, to many factories. The inmates in this­
detail not alone become proficient in carpentry but are also taught 
cabinet making, and have manufactured many tables, desks, cab-­
inets, &c., for use in the different departments of the institution,_ 
in a manner that cannot be too highly commended. 

The mason detail, in charge of Instructor John C. O'Brien,. 
besides all repair work about the numernus buildings, which was­
of great magnitude, have erected a \Yaiting station in front of 
Dome !Building; this building is of brick, with 30-foot tower, 
concrete roof, floor and sidewalks, the capstones ·are also of 
cement, and were made in wooden moulds by the inmates, con-­
-creted guard room floor, which is 81 feet in diameter, using min­
eral color for 1 5 feet, red border; concreted entire first floor of 
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new domestic building, also cellar under guard room, and have 
begun the erection of a brick tie-to, or a . connecting building 
between the new domestic building and guard room; this is two 
stories in height, 96 feet in length, and 61 feet wi<.k, iron and 
slate roof. 

The two center walls supporting the first floor are built of 
stone taken from the old house on the corner of the institution 
property, and are 82 feet by 14 feet 20 inches, the laying of which 
was of great benefit to this detail as a means of instruction in 
stonemasonry, besides the amount saved in material. 

The water tables, window sills and steps leading to yard are­
made of concrete, the practicability of which has been thoroughly 
demonstrated and tested, and found to stand the hardest kind of 
usage, also being much cheaper than stone. There has been pur-­
chased a Century machine for the manufacture of artificial stone,. 
and after the completion of the tie-to there will be erected a 
hospital of these blocks. This machine can be operated by two 
men, and has already been put in operation successfully, and by · 
spring we should have a sufficient number of blocks completed _ 
for the above purpose; there can· also be made by this machine­
a great variety of different size stones and facings, thereby mak­
ing it possible to erect any kind and style of building. 

The officers' quarters and old domestic building have been 
entirely renovated and repainted by the painting detail, under­
the instruction of Richard F. Cross; also the ironwork of dome, 
ironwork and interior of new domestic building and the scenery 
and stage settings for stage in assembly hall are about completed. 
All wagons and carriages have also been repainted and refinished 
in a most creditable manner, and I sincerely hope beiore another-­
year passes that a suitable shop will have been erect~J for their 
use, as the fa

0

cilities now afforded them for this work is inade-­
quate, although the work and finish under the circumstances can 
hardly be excelled. 

They have also repainted a number of the out-buildings, and 
finished all desks, chairs, cabinets, &c., manufactured by the car-­
penter detail. 
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The shoe shop, in charge of James McCullom, has manu­
factured all the shoes worn by the inmates, and also :i numbe1· of 
sets of harness, both work and driving. 

The two yard details, under Guards Joseph Morse an<l E . 
Smith Hoover, have graded the south parade ground, and used 
the superfluous earth for filling marsh north of new domestic 
building. This work, although of a laborious nature, has been . 
invaluable, and might be classed as one of the most important, on 
account of the marshy condition of our grounds; they have also 
dug all excavations, and attended to all carting and heavy 
trucking. 

The tailor department, John E. Connelly, instructor, have been 
taught all branches of this trade, and have manufactured all the 
clothing worn by the inmates, parole suits, overcoats and under­
clothing. 

The farming detail, under William T. Day, have had a most 
successful season, the yield far exceeding that of last year, an 
account of which will be found in the report of the Chief Clerk. 

The laundry has maintained its prior high standard for excel­
lent work, and with the new machinery and utensils, are well 
equipped to supply any demand that might be made upon its 
working capacity, under the able supervision of Rober~ F. Alden. 

The manner in which the officers in charge have conducted 
their departments deserve the highest commendation.

DEAR Srn-I herewith submit my annual report as assistant 
superintendent in charge of the institution at night. 

It gives rne great pleasure to report that, with the small number 
of officers on duty at night, good discipline is being maintamed; 
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but as the population of the institution has increased to such a 
large number, I feel it is very necessary for the good of the 
institution and for the continuance of good discipline that more 
night guards be put on at the earliest possible moment. 

As the population is still increasing, and the number at the 
present time is three hundred and eight (308), with fifty-four 
(54) inmates in the corridor, and all of the rooms filled, there­
fore, it will r~quire more. officers and more attention to maintain 
good discipline. 

In conclusion, I desire to express my appreciation of the loyal 
support I have received from all the officers in conducting the 
institution at night; and kindly accept my cordial thanks for the. 
kindness you have extended to me on every occasion.

Herewith please find my annual report, showing the amount 
expended and receipts covering. the fiscal year from N overnber 
1st, 1903, to October 31st, 1904. 

The number of inmates in the Reformatory on November ISt, 
1903, was 240; the deaths during the year, S; escaped, 5, one of 
whom was recaptured; 1 transferred to the insane asylum; the 
number paroled was 146,19 being r'eturned on account of break­
ing conditions of parole; 207 were received during the year, 
making the total number in the institution on October 31st, 1904, 
308. The daily average in confinement during the year was 273. 

I submit the following statement, showing the various appro­
priations granted by the Legislature for maintenance and better­
ments of the institution during the past year:

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Report of Chief Engineer. 

To the Superi11tellde11t: 

In submitting my second annual report of the '' ork accom­
plished by the departments under my charge, I will say that the 
results have been highly satisfactory. 

The recent electrical installations, viz., 600 lamp& in the new 
domestic building, including kitchen, dining, school and drill 
rooms, the lighting system in the waiting station, one 20 H. P. 
motor in the carpenter department, one 3 H. P. rn0to1· in the 
blacksmith department, or an enlargement of about 500 amperes 
since last year, compels running the large engine and generator 
continually. 

As the small engine and generator is only rated for 240 

amperes, it will be readily seen that, in case of an accident to 
the large engine, the work of the industrial and educational 
departments would be stopped until repairs could be made, 600 
amperes being the total amperage at present. 

In regards to the heating of the institution, I will say that all 
three boilers are compelled to run at once, thus there are none 
for reserve in case of accident. 

I, therefore, advise the purchase of one 150 H.P. Ball & \i\Tood 
engine, a roo K. W. Diehl dynamo, with direct connections; and 
two r 50 Babcock & \i\Tilcox water tube boilers, with a safe work­
ing pressure of I 2 5 pounds each to the square inch. 

The water supply from the City of Rahway is very uncertain. 
I have been compelled to shut down on several oci:-osions for 
repairs to main line, and as there is no auxiliary supply, I advise 
that artesian wells and a stand-pipe be erected, so that there may 
he had a steady water supply at all times. 

(33) 
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I also ,,·ish to acid that the present sewer is alreacl3· inadequate 
. to drain the sewerage of the institution. 

The present sewer is only a. ten-inch line, into which empties 
the sewerage from the power house, the industrial 1.ll1ilcling and 
new domestic building, the hospital, barn and the :.;urface and 
roof drainage from all the buildings. 

I have been compelled several times during the past year to 
bail out the cellars of the \'arious buildings on account of the 
sewer being overtaxed. 

There should be, at least, a line three times the capacity of the 
present one. 

This is of supreme importance, as the health of the inmates is 
endangered by this unsanitary condition of our se\\·crage system. 

The Reformatory is also in need of a suitable building for the 
plumbing, steamfitting, tinsmithing, blacksmithing and machin­
ery details, as all of the above are crO\wled into the power house.

I herewith respectfully submit to you my third annual report, 
giving a summary of the work of the medical department from 
:\foYember 1st, 1903, to October 31st, 1904. 

The health of the inmates has been very good, only a few cases 
of contagious disease occurring during the year. 

\Ve have had five ( 5) deaths, four from tuberculo~is, and one 
from accidental poisoning. The deaths from tuberculosis all 
showed evidences of the disease upon their admission to the 
Reformatory. 

I wish to take this opportunity to thank you and the officers 
of the Reformatory for the courtesy shown me and the assistance 
rendered me in carrying out the work of my departm~nt.

Report of the Military Instructor. 

RAHWAY, N. J., October 31st, 1904. 

To the S11peri11tel!dc11t: 

Sm-I have the honor to submit the following report for the 
military department for the year ending October 3 rst, 1904. 

Having been appointed military instructo1' on August rst, 1904, 
there is only an interval of three months that I can cover in my 
report. 

I han followed the same principles as my predecessor, General 
Gillmore, and have endeavored to keep the inmates up to the 
same high state of ef-ficiency as they were prior to my appoint­
ment. 

The discipline is good and I have very seldom been obliged 
to report an inmate during drill. 

The inmates have shown renl!arkable ability to accustom them­
selYes in the short time they are here to military courtesy and 
discipline. which I think is of great benefit to the general dis­
cipline of the institution. 

The new "Drill Regulations," as adopted by the \Var Depart­
ment on June 23d, 1904, have been taken up, and, while it is a 
radical change from the old, I find that the inmates are taking 
a great deal of interest in them, and will soon be as pmficient as 
they are in the old. 

T 'his will necessitate a great deal of instruction, for under .the 
old regulations I found about 5 per !'.ent. of the inmates were 
more or less familiar with the tactics on their admission to the 
institution.

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The different squads under instruction are, and have been 
since my appointment, in charge of inmate instructors, and are 
doing as well as can be expected, but I think that the result 
and discipline would be better if they were in the hands of an 
officer of the institution. 

The inmates are organized into a battalion of four companies 
and three squads of instruction. 

As a new inmate arrives he is assigned to the third squad, and 
works himself up from there through the second and first squads, 
and is then permanently assig-ned to a company in t11e battalion. 

The companies are officered entirely by inmates, who, as a 
rule, take pride in having the best company. This induces all 
the inmates to strive for promotion, which I find is a great help 
in maintaining discipline in the battalion. 

Mr. George Rowley has been in charge of the field music, as 
before, and has brought it up to a very high state of efficiency. 

In conclusion, Mr. Superintendent, I desire to thank you and 
all the officers of the institution for their uniform kindness and 
courtesy at all times. I remain

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Report of the Moral Instructors. 

RAHWAY, N. J., October 31st, 1904. 

T o the Superintendmt: 

Srn-I have the hono~- to submit the following as the report 
of the moral instructor for the year ending October 3 I st, I 904: 

Religious services have been conducted regularly i11 the tem,­
porary chapel every Sunday during the year. Th1?re is great 
variety of religious opinion among the inmates, but ;.ill have so 
far joined heartily in the public services. The ruie affecting 
chapel attendance is that the Roman Catholics must attend mass, 
and may attend the preaching service. Such as are uot Roman 
Catholics must attend the preaching service, and may attend 
mass. The Hebrews must attend the instruction of the rabbi, 
and may attend the other services. T11is rule has been fully 
justified by the results in practical operation, and, as :::i matter of 
record, it may be said that, while the inmates attend their par­
ticular service, they also avail themselves of the optional services, 
and nearly all attend the preaching service. 

Your moral instructor meets the inmates personzdly at least 
once a week. These visits open the way to words of encourage­
ment and advice, and are helpful in furthering the ends of the 
institution. The courtesy of the officers in charge is especially 
to be mentioned, in affording the moral instructor every facility 
in carrying on his work. I have received frequent inquiries from 
citizens, students of sociology, and chaplains of pri w ns, asking 
whether the Reformatory, as distinguished from the common 
prison, accomplishes the ends it has in · view. The high per­
centage of parollecl inmates who are doing well is the complete 
answer to this inquiry. ·

As far as possible, reading matter, e...xcept nevvspapers, is pro­
vided to the inmates. Through the courtesy of interested friends 
of the institution, books, magazines and musical instruments are 
·available for common use among the inmates. Most of the 
inmates spend the time in their rooms in reading. Confession 
·is heard at regular periods by the l;·riest in charge, and sys­
tematic instruction is given by the rabbi in his department, and 
the moral instructor regard:i it his high privilege tn enco 1_1rage 
-each inmate to build his moral !ife on the foundation laid by 
those to w horn he looks for guidance. 

May I not repeat my suggestion of last year, that our great 
-need is a suitable and well-equipped chapel for our r'eligious 
·work?

The books used at present are loaned to 
me, and are not quite what they ought to be. 

My visits to the Reformatory have always been WE'ii received, 
and I also appreciate the co-operation of the other religious 
instructors. 

I am fully convinced the seed which I have sowed to my class 
will beq.r good fruits. 

I also will, and must, say, having visited so many institutions, 
I have not found one, either in this country nor in Germany, 
France, England, equal to its order, cleanliness and politeness by 
the inmates, as well 2s by the officers. Everything which I have 
observed in the Reformatory is highly commendable.

Report of the Principal. 

To the Siiperintendent: 

The school term last year was closed on the I st of July by 
appropriate exercises. The program consisted of addresses by 
Ex-Governor Foster M. Vorhees, who also awarded the prizes 
to the winners of the debate, and by the Rev. C. L. Cooder, moral 
instructor; also recitations, orations, vocal and in,,trumental 
music, mementoes and a debate. The present school term opened 
on the 7th of September. 

The progress of the school during the past year has been very 
gratifying and encouraging, although the school.accommodations 
are poor now to what they will be when the new school rooms 
are occupied. The character of the work done, and the general 
efficiency of the school has been improved by the appointment of 
an additional instructor, thus making it possible to do away with 
some inmate teaching. Thoroughness and accuracy in the essen­
tial studies are insisted upon. 

,By the system of grading in use, the number of months saved 
by pupils run into the hundreds, some inmates saying as high 
as twenty months in a little over a year's work. At the beginning 
of the present term, the members of each class that had done 
satisfactory work in the preceding term were advanced to the 
next higher grade, which has resulted in added interest being 
shown. 

Among the studies pursued during the past year were arith­
metic, spelling, history, geography, writing, reading, language, 
grammar, civil government, algebra, letter-writing and book­
keeping. A class in shorthand was formed last · year of the

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brightest inmates, and has been continued up to the present 
time, with an increase in numbers and interest. This class has 
made excellent progress, four of its members now 1aking dicta­
tion at the speed required for ordinary office ·work. 

During the past month this course has been made a practical 
business course, by the purchase of a typewriter, so that facilities 
are now furnished for turning out competent stenographers and 
typewriters, thus placi1;g the educational advantages of the insti­
tution second to none. 

T'he discipline during the past year has been all that could 
be desired, and the schocl work has mond along smoothly and 
without friction of any kind.

typewriting class:

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Report of Assistant Bertillon Operator .. 

RAHWAY, N.]., October 31st, i904. 
To the Superintendent: 

I herewith submit my annual report for the year ending ­
October 31, 1904. 

During the year we have received two hundred and seven 
inmates, all of whom have been ·measured according to the Ber­
tillon sysfem of identification. The photograph and statement 
have been taken in conjunction with the measuremeets; thus we 
continue to pursue the most accurate and complete system by 
which men who have committed crime may be classified. 

'vVe continue to mail our cards to the chiefs of police of the ­
cities and towns in the State. and to a great many in the United 
States. We have had occasion to send photographs with meas­
urements to Europe, receiving in reply a very complete report 
relative to the parties concerned, and in every case the identifica-­
tion has been established. 

In our exchanges with the Central Bureau at Albany, where 
cards are recei\-ed from all the Bertillon departments of the 
country, we have received information relative to the men who 
have broken their parole, and are now confined in some of the 
penal institutions of New York State, which has been of _the 
greatest importance to our institution, and a great saving of 
money to the State. Had it not been for the accuracy of our· 
system, and the invaluable assistance of the New York Central 
Bureau it would have been impossible to locate these men. 

The absolute identification under this system is becoming more· 
apparent each day, and, it is hoped by the police offidals of the ­

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various cities and towns in this State, also the officials uf the 
penal institutions, that we may have, in the near future, a Cen­
tral Bureau for the advancement of criminal identification. 

We have added to the department the finger print system, 
which is similar in many respects to the system ti~ed by the 
Chinese some two thousand years ago. 

The records of our department are complete, and can be rightly 
classified with those of the older institutions of our country. 

Thanking the Board of Commissioners and the Superintendent 
for rendering assistance in advancing the work of this depart­

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Report of Parole Officer. 

To the S11peri11tc11deilt: 

I herewith respectfully submit my report as parole officer for 
the year ending October 3rst, r904. 

When an inmate is authorized parole released, I secure em­
ployment for them, boarding accommodation with some respect­
able family, accompany them to their d~stination, open a savings 
bank account for them, and exercise a constant supervision over 
their movements during the time they are on parole. 

This necessitates my covering a large area, as the paroled 
inmates are employed in every part of the State. 

I have, in several instances, secured better and more remuner­
ative employment for inmates already on parole, but in a 
majority of cases they display pride in holding the or~ginal posi­
tion secured for them, and proving to their employers the value · 
of the training receive(i here, as is shown by their increased 
earnings. 

It is an established fact that the critical time in the Reforma­
tory system is the period immediately following the inmate's 
release on parole, and the importance of vigilant and constant 
supervision at this time can hardly be overestimated. 

During the year 207 inmates were committed to the institution, 
146 were placed on parole, 19 were returned for violating their 
parole agreement, and 31 have been granted their absolute 
release. 

I have also made 348 visits to paroled inmates, and have tried 
by offering advice and encouragement to aid them iu every way 
in the fight they are making to live clown the shadow of crime, 
and to attain, by rehabilitation, recognition as citizens of repute. 

I quote below a few of the letters received from paroled 
inmates, from many written in the same strain:
