Because our district is a choice district, we have students attending
our school from Byram Township as well as other surrounding areas. Student ownership is one of the cornerstones of our
philosophy at Byram Intermediate School. This our third year where students engage in Student Led Conferences.
Throughout the year, students reflected on their educational experiences and spent time setting goals for the year. Twice
during the school year, students led their own conferences with their parents in which they shared their portfolios,
reflections, and goals with their parents. Our school has also devoted itself to educating our students not only
academically but socially and emotionally as well. Our school has developed an Advisory program over the past few
years that meets once a week. During the Advisory sessions, we focused on social emotional needs and character traits
which covered topics including respect, responsibility, friendships, caring, trust, bullying and others. During the course of
the 2017-2018 school year, our guidance department also offered mindfulness yoga sessions 1 day a week in which
students could sign up to meet as a small group with the guidance counselor who would facilitate the sessions.

Our school day starts at 8:40 each day and ends at 3:15. We offer a half day preschool program for both regular and
special education students who are at least three years of age. The school consists of approximately 450 students and
60 staff members.
