"The Monmouth County Career Center is a shared- time vocational high school located on Kozloski Road in Freehold,
New Jersey. Our school’s specialization is providing special needs students with vocational training while they remain
enrolled in their home districts for selected academics, sports, and student activities. The school's role is to provide an
environment that exposes students to occupational information, challenges abilities, facilitates decision-making, and is
responsive to individual student vocational career needs. The curriculum includes prevocational evaluation, career
exploration, skills training, and structured learning experiences. It is structured on an individual basis and allows students
to participate in a sequence of programs to acquire occupational skills necessary for entry-level employment. The
program begins with a prevocational evaluation (for the most part) in eighth grade. Upon entry to the school, students are
placed in career pathway programs based on the result of the prevocational assessment. This is followed by a two year,
intensive training program in one of the following areas: auto services, baking, building services, building trades,
supermarket careers, food service, health occupations, horticulture/landscaping, marketing education, materials handling,
office occupations, and skills discovery. In the final year of school, training may be augmented by a Structured Learning
Experience, which allows students to get paid while working part-time up to four days per week in order to develop
hands-on experience and employer contacts."
