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cause they refused to pay for meals. I heard Mrs.
Gavin say that the girls were welcome to come for
their meals. This was before the trouble arose with
the steward. Also I have heard the steward call the
married daughter of Mr. Gavin “poison”, saying
that she put Mr. Gavin up to things.

8. My attention has also been called to the state-
ment, of the defendant, J. Damb that when he ac-
cepted the position of steward the restaurant was
being improperly run with the result that there was
constant change of help. From seven months’ ob-
servation of the hotel and eating there over that
period at least three times a week constantly I be-
lieve this statement to be untrue. Before the steward
came one of the waiters I remember was there two
months and another one month. Since the steward
came I have seen waiters last from two days to two
weeks. I also believe that business has consider-
ably fallen off since the steward caused trouble at
the restaurant. At least one customer told me that
he would not go there on account of this; and I
know that Mrs. Gavin told me that they used to
have from seventy-five to one hundred guests in the
evening during the summer months and early fall
of last year, whereas when I went with Mrs. Gavin’s
brother to attempt to bring the Gavins together
there were only two or three there. This was in the
last part of December when the trouble had become
acute. I believe that the steward’s personality is
largely responsible for the falling off in business.
A restaurant like the Park Lane requires a steward
who can greet people with a smile, whereas the
steward J. Damb usually greets people with a scowl;
and when he does attempt to be pleasant he fails.
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9. My attention has also been called to the state-
ment of the defendant Abbie E. Gavin that the com-
plainant Joseph P. Gavin did no other work about
the Blossom Treat Hotel in Elizabeth except sit
around the hotel. Although I only visited the Gav-
ings at the Blossom Treat once, I remember that
Mr. Gavin was working in the garden at the time.

10. Mr. Gavin’s reputation for honesty and tell-
ing the truth is of the very highest.
