Other Information:


Glenwood is one of the six elementary schools in the Millburn Township Public Schools. Enrollment in our school for the 
2018-2019 school year was approximately 370 for kindergarten through 4th grade, with an average class size around 19. 
The kindergarten program is developmental meeting each child wherever he or she may be in their development. 
Kindergarten students learn how to be a part of a school. Math and reading readiness join the other disciplines in a 
theme presentation. Emphasis is placed on Language Arts (reading, listening, speaking and writing) as an integrated 
whole throughout the grades. In the mathematics area, concepts and computation linked to problem solving is 
emphasized. Science curriculum is delivered with a hands-on approach and is integrated throughout the curriculum. 
Social Studies is presented thematically and also is integrated across the curriculum. Special subjects are presented 
weekly, including art, music, computer and library skills. Physical education is offered twice weekly and world language is 
offered in grades 3 and 4 through the use of the Middlebury program. The services of the Child Study Team, including 
the Learning Consultant, Psychologist, Behaviorist, Social Worker and special education teachers are available to those 
students who need them. Instrumental music instruction begins in fourth grade. The school library is automated and 
utilized for many research inititives and literature based programs. There are computers, printers, and Internet access in 
each classroom, along with LCD projectors, document cameras, and SMART Boards. The instructional platform is both 
Apple and Google and students develop a comprehensive range of technology skills.

Millburn Township has six elementary schools, of which, South Mountain is one. Enrollment in our school for the 2017-
2018 school year was approximately 250 for kindergarten through 4th grade, with an average class size around 18. Our 
preschool enrollment was approximately 60 with a class size of around 12. The kindergarten program is developmental 
and allows each child to become a part of the school. Math and reading readiness join the other disciplines in a theme 
presentation. Formal reading instruction begins in grade one. Emphasis is placed on Language Arts (reading, listening, 
speaking and writing) as an integrated whole throughout the grades. In the mathematics area, concepts and computation 
linked to problem solving is emphasized. Science curriculum is delivered with a hands-on approach and is integrated 
throughout the curriculum. Social Studies is presented thematically and also is integrated across the curriculum. Special 
subjects are presented weekly, including art, music, computer and library skills. Physical education is offered twice 
weekly. The services of the Child Study Team, including the Learning Consultant, Psychologist, Social Worker and 
special education teachers are available to those students who need them. Instrumental music instruction begins in 
fourth grade. The school library is automated and many research programs are available to students. There are 
computers, printers, and internet access in each classroom, along with LCD projectors, document cameras, and in most 
cases, SMARTBoards. The instructional platform is Apple Macintosh and most students are computer literate.

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New Jersey transitioned from the NJASK to NJSLA-S in 2017-18 to align to new science 
standards. Results of field tests in 2017-18 will not be reported, but results of NJSLA-S will 
be added to the performance reports in 2018-19.


NJASK Science Assessment Information


The New Jersey Student Learning Assessment for Science (NJSLA-S) measures student proficiency with the New Jersey Student Learning Standards for Science. All 
students in grade 5, grade 8, and grade 11 were administered the NJSLA-Science field test in 2017-18.
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Student absences provide important information about a school’s culture and climate. Research shows that absences impact a student's ability to succeed in school. The 
New Jersey Department of Education used input from New Jersey communities to select chronic absenteeism as its measure of school quality and student success for 
the ESSA accountability plan. Chronic absenteeism is defined as being absent for 10% or more of the days enrolled during the school year. A student who is not 
present for any reason, whether excused, unexcused, or for disciplinary action, is considered absent unless permitted by state statute or regulations.


Chronic Absenteeism

The Millburn Township Schools utilize a systemic 5-year renewal plan for curriculum development and implementation. 
Language Arts involves balanced literacy and guided reading strategies, influenced by professional development from 
Columbia University’s Teachers’ College. Teachers build student strengths in the area of mathematics incorporating the 
use of math to solve problems, apply logical reasoning to justify solutions, make connections, and communicate ideas 
outside of mathematics.
