Having therefore re-

ferred the Matter, for the Reafons affigned, to the Honourable Houfe, and the

Gentleman appointed by Mr. Morris having for fome Time attended to know
your Determination reflecting him, I doubt not you will enter upon the Confi-

deration of the Matter with all convenient Difpatch.
