We work as a collaborative team to take advantage of our in-house experts to continue to grow as a professional learning 
community. We differentiate instruction by adjusting content, process, and product in response to student readiness and 
achievement. We utilize a variety of methods to assess our PreSchool-4 student achievement and content understanding 
throughout the academic year: MAP online testing administered in both Math and Language Arts three times per year, 
IXL utilized for Math, Language Arts, and Science, students assessed on sight word recognition twice per year, 
Greek/Latin Root understanding assessed twice per year, online testing with ThinkCentral for Math and Language Arts, 
online Learning A-Z/RazKids provides reading and comprehension data, Study Dog available to students, Fox in the Box 
assessments in Grade 1, our Grade 4 undergoes Tech Assessments bi-yearly, students assessed with an online typing 
program, comprehensive data analysis at the grade level with state-required testing. We have a consistent horizontal and 
vertical writing program and process which requires writing across the content areas, blind-scored writing prompts per 
year, yearly portfolio and data analysis, consistent analysis of our writing process and progress, and Grade Level 
Professional Learning Communities to constantly conduct dialogue over educational topics. Every classroom and 
instruction area has a SmartBoard/Epson. Grades 3&4 have access to our Chromes/iPads, our Kindergarten and Grades 
1&2 utilize iPads/Chromes/Streaming Laptops, the Library uses their own set of Chromes/iPads during instruction, and 
the Grade 4 students use their Kindles for Bring Your Own Device. Students practice computer coding with our Wonder 
Coding Robots, code for our flying and jumping drones, make newscasts using our green screen, utilize our 3-D printers 
for design thinking, utilize our Design Workshop and Creation Station
