Science curriculum revised to include Next Generation Science Standards. Implemented STEM in all grades. Enhanced 
the language arts curriculum, Implemented Open Circle, a social and emotional program for students in grades K through 
5. Qualifying students meet with our teacher of gifted and talented each week for enrichment math program and 
participate in a Project Based program emphasizing creativity and critical thinking. Character education is integrated 
throughout the curriculum.


Sports and Athletics:


Students participate in Physical Education classes during the week and also go outside for 30 minutes of recess daily 
(weather permitting). Currently our students enjoy afterschool programs that include fencing, yoga, and jump-roping. Our
