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Preface

“FOLLOWING in the path of recent historic developments, there has been
a growth of interest in research topics dealing with the Negro. This is in
part the concern of scholars for areas imperfectly explored. In part it is the
concern of Negroes themselves for an understanding of their role in American
history and in the American community.

“Owing to the relative neglect of this subject in past years, New Jersey
has no history of its Negroes, or even adequate slavery studies. Except for re-
cent surveys concerned with his economic or social difficulties, little research
has been devoted to the Negro as a human being, his home and community
life, his thoughts, feelings, and customs. Clearly there is work to be done.

“Research is necessarily involved with the problem of source material.
As regards the Negro in New Jersey it is a problem indeed. The sources that
exist, printed or manuscript, are comparatively scanty, obscure and scattered.

“Responding to the obvious need, a Librarians’ Committee on the Negro
in New Jersey was formed with the purpose of stimulating research and pub-
lication. In its plan, first priority has been given to the compilation of a
bibliography on the Negro and New Jersey.”

That, in brief, is the background of the present volume, as described
by Donald A. Sinclair, in his checklist of Rutgers University Library’s hold-
ings, The Negro and New Jersey, compiled as a preliminary, but independent,
contribution to this project.

The first step which led finally to this publication occurred in 1964,
our state’s tercentenary year. At the New Jersey Historical Society’s Annual
Professional Conference, held in January of that year, the subject of three
centuries of Negro history in New Jersey was on the agenda. The speaker
was Vera Brantley McMillon, Supervisor of Case Workers in the Newark
Department of Welfare and a leader, along with Dr. Myra Smith Kearse
of Vaux Hall, in local projects to promote the study of Negro history under
the auspices of the national sorority, Alpha Kappa Alpha.

Stimulated by Mrs. McMillon’s talk, the Librarians’ Committee on the
Negro in New Jersey was organized. It held its first meeting in September,
1964, in the New Jersey Room of Rutgers University Library, where it con-
tinued to meet thereafter. By common consent of the group and the New
Jersey Library Association, it became a special subcommittee of NJLA’s
Bibliography Committee.

Twenty-one librarians joined in the work of the subcommittee. In ad-
dition, we have had the benefit of two citizen consultants, who in effect have
represented the active interest of the Negro community in its own history.

The present publication owes much to the work of two men: Donald
A. Sinclair and Bernard Bush. Many of the items contained herein were found
in Mr. Sinclair’s two published bibliographies: The Negro and New Jersey
and The Civil War and New Jersey. Throughout the duration of this proj-
ect his office has served as its headquarters. He has given freely of his
knowledge and experience in the field of scholarly bibliography, and he is
largely responsible for the form of entry, the general arrangement of the
bibliography, and the evaluation of all items submitted. Mr. Bush as sub-
committee chairman performed the essential duties of gadfly and taskmaster,
assigning work, setting deadlines and, by precept and example, goading the
group to achieve its goal.

The members of the subcommittee gave their time and energy over a
period of more than two years and brought a variety of skills and knowledge
to the project. Library administrators were generous in permitting staff mem-
bers to participate in our work. Although a good deal of personal time was
contributed, we could not have accomplished our aims without the consider-
able cooperation we received from our respective administrators.

A compilation of such scope could hardly have been made without the
help of a great many individuals and institutions. Everywhere that we went
in search of information—in libraries, civic organizations, and state and local
agencies—we encountered the utmost cooperation and interest in our work,
and busy administrators and staff members gave us all the time we required.

Each of eleven libraries in New Jersey with large collections in the his-
tory of the state, already laboriously surveyed by members of the subcommit-
tee, was asked to make a second check of its holdings to assure maximum
completeness in the recording of locations for the various publications. We
are especially grateful for the cooperation we received from all of them.

The principal benefactor of this project is, of course, the New Jersey
Library Association which has given not only its prestige and encouragement
but also the funds necessary for publication. We wish to express our ap-
preciation to the Executive Board and the membership for their support
and confidence.

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Introduction

THE PURPOSE of this volume is to identify and locate, insofar as it is
possible, all published works which bear with reasonable significance on the
subject of New Jersey and the Negro. It is designed to be useful to scholars,
teachers, students, writers, public officials, civic organizations—to all those
who, for whatever reason, are concerned with the subject.

Within the limits necessarily imposed on any bibliography, the scope
is comprehensive with respect to chronological period, subject matter and
form of publication.

Its coverage begins with the earliest publication identified, dated 1715,
and proceeds to 1966. Inevitably, earlier works are more fully represented
than the flood of recent materials. While the comprehensive search for ma-
terial ended in 1966, a small number of historical works published in 1967
have been entered when they have come to light. It is not considered prac-
ticable, however, to include publications concerned with events in 1967.

Three principal types of subject-matter are to be found throughout the
volume: (I) Negro life in New Jersey. (2) New Jersey’s role in the history
of American Negroes. (3) Attitudes and behavior of white Jerseymen toward
Negroes. In each of these categories we have sought to apply the broadest
possible criteria for inclusion.

Virtually every form of published writing has been included—books,
pamphlets, broadsides, newspapers, periodicals, and a variety of mimeographed
materials intended for public circulation. All pertinent magazine articles
have been included, while newspaper articles have been treated selectively.
In addition, an effort was made to gather unpublished monographs, doctoral
dissertations, masters’ essays, and reports of government and private agencies.

For the most part, the items have been chosen for their contents and
not for their authorship. Although no attempt has been made fully to iden-
tify the miscellany of works written by Negroes resident in New ]ersey,
selected items of this kind are included, chiefly under “Arts and Letters.”

A selective policy has been followed in the treatment of state documents.
By and large, we have included only those items which appeared as separate
publications. Omitted are compilations of laws, legislative proceedings, court
reports, etc., in which are scattered considerable bodies of material on the
Negro.*

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'T'he reader is urged to make use of these compilations and the guides
thereto for a fuller record of official actions of the State of New Jersey and
its political subdivisions with respect to the subject at hand. These publica-
tions are widely available in large libraries in New Jersey and other states.

In the preparation of this work an intensive survey was made of all New
Jersey libraries known to have collections in New Jersey or Negro history.
In addition, the Library of Congress and a number of institutions in New
York and Pennsylvania were visited. By correspondence information was
gathered from libraries further afield. For recent materials the files of state
agencies, private institutions and organizations proved indispensable. With
few exceptions, which are indicated, entries are based on direct examination.

Some of these condemn slavery, on
moral or practical grounds—particularly as incon-
gruous during Americans’ struggle for their own
freedom—and call for emancipation, in one case
with measures for segregation and to prevent mis-
cegenation.

The series began with two articles by “Eliobo” (the
second published Dec. 27; the first evidently during
Nov. 15-29) against emancipation, arguing innate
inferiority of the Negro. In response (Jan. 10)
“Eliobo Secundus” ridicules his predecessor’s claim
that Negroes are both favored and happy in bond-
age. In the same issue, “Eumenes” (i.e., Rev. Jacob
Green) follows a similar line, additionally charging
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that slaveholders, in this time of American struggle
for freedom, are actually enemies of liberty. To
this, “Marcus Aurelius” (Jan. 17, continued in Jan.
24) demurred, while nevertheless admitting the
weakness of Eliobo’s defense of slavery. Also on
Jan. 24, “Eumenes” briefly defends his original
answer to Eliobo. “An Observer” (Feb. 7) answers
Eumenes, and is answered in turn (Feb. 28) by
“Anti Stiletto.”
