Facilities:

Washington Elementary School is situated on a beautifully landscaped, tree-lined five-acre campus. The colonial style
structure, which now houses 576 children, was built in 1931. the structural plan of the building provides: a full modernized
gymnasium, a well equipped library, a media center, a separate cafeteria complete with hot lunch and hot breakfast
programs, two modern computer labs, a classic, recently renovated, and air-conditioned auditorium with a seating
capacity for over 475 persons, 34 standard sized classrooms, a nurse’s suite, and individual instructional rooms for music,
speech, art, special academic areas, and English as a Second Language instruction.

School Safety:

WES has a Crisis Response Team (CRT) and a School Safety Team. The CRT is comprised of staff members who may
have medical and/or administrative backgrounds. The CRT is responsible for coordinating responses to various types of
drills and emergencies. The WES CRT has established a close relationship with the UPD and the UFD. Representatives
from these emergency services visit the school periodically and present important information to the students. Mandatory
drills for fire and different types of emergencies are practiced/drilled monthly. The district director of security assists with
these drills. The School Safety Team is comprised of certificated staff members. This team monitors and assesses school
needs as they affect school climate and culture. All stakeholders are surveyed periodically to ensure that our culture of
kindness and excellence are maintained and continually enhanced.

The Activboards are critical learning tools which deliver the online components of each of our curricular programs. i-Ready

is an online program that provides weekly instruction in reading and math and supports NJSLS standards mastery. Three
Tech nology and Chromebook carts, with approximately 80 units, are located throughout the school so all students can have regular access
STEM: to i-Ready, district-wide testing, and state testing. The WES Gifted & Talented (G&T) program also has a STEM

component and familiarizes G&T students with various software programs.

The staff and students both believe the students are well supported by the teachers, providing
one-on-one assistance and allowing for independent study.

Climate Surveys:

Union Senior High School was built in the late 1960’s with subsequent additions to the school to accommodate a growing
student body and performing arts program. There are two gymnasiums, two student cafeterias, and recently renovated
auditorium. The Union High School Media Center contains over 27,000 volumes, plus 22 hard copy periodicals and a
database with thousands more. Two certified librarians teach and assist students and staff during regular hours five days
a week and extended hours four days a week.

Facilities:

Students wear ID’s and they are checked as the students enter the building. Security is stationed in the front lobby.
Anyone entering the building has to be buzzed in and they wait in a vestibule area for someone to escort them to their
destination. The visitor is then escorted back to the front of the building. Drills are done on a monthly basis. The
procedures are reviewed with the staff and students. There are eight security guards at the school along with a School
Resource Officer from the Union Police Department.

The school is one to one. Each student has their own Chromebook. Teachers use google classroom for all assignments
and classwork. There are 4 levels CAD classes offered to the students; students receive a certificate after completion of
the courses and passing the certification assessment. At the high school students can take three consecutive years of
STEM classes. The first year is Introduction to Engineering, followed by Principles of Engineering and Digital Electronics.

Several students are enrolled in a fourth year independent study for Robotics. We have two STEM labs at the high school.
Tech nology and There is an after school robotics club and competitions. STEM projects are infused throughout all science curriculum at
STEM: the high school. Technology is used in all classes to enhance instruction.
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
