13. “1.to 18” is a wager that the roulette ball will
come to rest in a compartment of the roulette wheel that
corresponds to any one of 18 consecutive numbers from
“1” through “18”. The player shall bet on “1 to 18” by

placing a wager within the box on the roulette layout that -

is labeled “1 to 18”.

14. “19 to 36” is a wager that the roulette ball will
come to rest in a compartment of the roulette wheel that
corresponds to any one of 18 consecutive numbers from
“19” through “36”. The player shall bet on “19 to 36” by
placing a wager within the box on the roulette layout that
is labeled “19 to 36”.

(f) Notwithstanding (e) above, a casino licensee may, in
its discretion, offer to every player at a roulette table the
option to make a “seven numbers” wager. “Seven numbers”
is a wager that the roulette ball will come to rest in a
compartment of the roulette wheel that corresponds to any
one of the numbers “10”, “11”, “12”, “13”, “14”, “15” or
“33”,

1. Any casino licensee offering the “seven numbers”
option shall use a roulette table layout approved by the
Commission.

2. The player shall bet on “seven numbers” by placing
a wager within the area on the roulette layout that is
designated for such wager.
