The Linden Public School District has received a multi-million dollar competitive New Jersey Department of Education 
grant award to offer after school services for students at Joseph E. Soehl Middle School. The Linden 21st Century 
Community Learning Center is an after-school program for students in grades six through eight from 2:45-5:45 pm each 
day that regular school is in session.

As technology continues to evolve, the districts 
one-to-one program will remain current and incorporate the very latest in educational technology.

Joseph E. Soehl Middle School is one of two middle schools within the Linden Public School District. We are a sixth 
through eighth grade school with approximately 675 students and 60 instructional staff. We serve a variety of students 
and offer extensive support for our ELL and special education population. Breakfast is served from 7:00-7:30 am. 
Students report to homeroom at 7:45am and school dismissal is at 2:40 pm. Communication with parents happens 
through a variety of methods including Blackboard Connect, Canvas, Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, and weekly team 
emails. Every student within our school is provided an iPad which is part of our districts Technology One to One 
Program. This program allows our staff to effectively infuse technology within all aspects of their curriculum. It also 
affords our students the ability to utilize their iPads at home to access homework and academic resources. We are in the 
third year of our newly developed middle school schedule that is centered around a team concept. Our language arts, 
math, science and social studies teachers follow the same group of students which provides them an opportunity to 
identify or track individual and group progress or patterns. Soehl Middle School offers our students an opportunity to be 
exposed to or develop a deeper understanding of a variety of World Languages including: Chinese, Spanish, Italian and 
French. Programming, Digital Media, Digital Citizenship and Intro to Business classes are new additions to our electives. 
All sixth-grade students are required to take digital citizenship and all seventh and eighth grade students are required to 
take Intro to Business prior to transitioning to high school.

Our library with 
comfortable seating, murals and d_cor adorning the halls and walls create a truly child friendly learning center.

The district has implemented a centralized high performing robust network infrastructure so that every student throughout 
the district will have equitable access to online digital content and learning materials. Our current networking and systems 
operations are completely centralized and all schools have reliable, secure and timely access to all data and networking 
systems. As of today, all students 3rd thru 12th grade have access to their own district provided Apple device, with 6th 
thru 12th grade students permitted to take their devices home. In total, the district manages just over 7,000 devices. New 
MacBook Air laptops and iPads are continually upgraded every 3-4 years. As technology continues to evolve, the districts 
one-to-one program will remain current and incorporate the very latest in educational technology.


Early Childhood 
Education:


Students in our Pre-Kindergarten Program are provided with a variety of developmentally appropriate activities through 
the Tools of the Mind Curriculum. Literacy and language experiences are provided throughout each day and the 
classroom environment is rich with language and print. Math is also integrated into all daily routines through individual and 
small group choices, planned experiences, problem solving, and reflection. Students in our Kindergarten Program 
continue to be exposed to the literacy practices in the Tools of the Mind Program. Children read in response to themes, 
which incorporate all content areas, and write for a variety of purposes. Phonics instruction is not only embedded in our 
Tools program but also explicitly taught through the Wilson Fundations program. Mathematics is taught through the use of 
Tools of the Mind games and projects coupled with Go Math resources that help our students develop a deeper 
understanding of mathematical skills and concepts.

All the water fountains and sinks were replaced over the summer of 
2017 as well as all the plumbing. A new furnace was installed in the same summer. We have a library, a cafeteria, a 
gymnasium. Some rooms have air conditioning and the back of the school has a regulation sized field that the district 
uses for soccer and other athletic activities.

Our current networking and systems 
operations are completely centralized and all schools have reliable, secure and timely access to all data and networking 
systems. As of today, all students 3rd thru 12th grade have access to their own district provided Apple device, with 6th 
thru 12th grade students permitted to take their devices home. In total, the district manages just over 7,000 devices. New 
MacBook Air laptops and iPads are continually upgraded every 3-4 years. As technology continues to evolve, the districts 
one-to-one program will remain current and incorporate the very latest in educational technology.


Early Childhood 
Education:


Students in our Pre-Kindergarten Program are provided with a variety of developmentally appropriate activities through 
the Tools of the Mind Curriculum. Literacy and language experiences are provided throughout each day and the 
classroom environment is rich with language and print. Math is also integrated into all daily routines through individual and 
small group choices, planned experiences, problem solving, and reflection. Students in our Kindergarten Program 
continue to be exposed to the literacy practices in the Tools of the Mind Program. Children read in response to themes, 
which incorporate all content areas, and write for a variety of purposes. Phonics instruction is not only embedded in our 
Tools program but also explicitly taught through the Wilson Fundations program. Mathematics is taught through the use of 
Tools of the Mind games and projects coupled with Go Math resources that help our students develop a deeper 
understanding of mathematical skills and concepts.

Facilities:


The main campus of Linden High School is comprised of two primary buildings, a Main Building and the Academy 
Building. A third offsite building houses LHSs Alternative and TOP programs, providing a non-traditional approach to 
education for students who find it a challenge to function in a standard high school setting. Linden High School boasts 
classrooms that support specialized curriculum including Graphic Design, Cosmetology and Dance. In 2017, a fully 
equipped Peloton spin classroom was added and is located just outside of the gymnasium. Recent renovations to LHS 
include the Susan L. Hudak Auditorium and the student gymnasium. Tiger Stadium and the LHS athletic facilities are 
located off the main campus on Curtis St.


School Safety: 


The mission of the Linden Public School District is supported by the safety procedures and initiatives recently developed 
by the Board of Education, which have allowed for high-quality learning to occur in safe and secure environments. It is the 
belief of the district that the issue of school safety is paramount to its operations. In April 2018, the Board of Education 
adopted new school entry procedures for visitors, designed to ensure the safety and security of all students and staff. 
Furthermore, the construction of security vestibules began shortly thereafter throughout the entire district. Under a shared 
services agreement recently adopted by the Linden City Council and Board of Education, the Police Department will 
establish a Special Law Enforcement Officer (S.L.E.O.) Class III program consisting of four retired police officers to 
provide security in our largest schools.

Myles J. McManus Middle School facility has a full functioning climate-controlled auditorium that was remodeled this past 
year. Our auditorium seats approximately seven hundred and fifty students and/or parents. We have a full-size gym that is 
home to our basketball and wrestling teams. There are forty-seven classrooms that are all equipped with SMART board 
technology and wireless internet access. Myles J. McManus Middle Schools cafeteria has been freshly painted and 
installed with an upgraded sound system that connects to the SMART board and offers a wireless microphone. Our 
media/library is transitioning to an internet caf_ that students utilize during their lunches. This area is designated to 
students who are looking for a quiet area to continue their studies.

Myles J. McManus Middle School is one of two middle schools within the Linden Public School District. We are a sixth 
through eighth grade school with approximately 725 students and 69 instructional staff. Myles J. McManus Middle School 
serves a variety of students including several English Language Learner classes, two multiple disability classes, and an 
autistic class. Breakfast is served from 7:00-7:30 am. Students report to homeroom at 7:45am and school dismissal is at 
2:40 pm. Communication with parents happens through a variety of methods including Blackboard Connect, Canvas, 
Live School, Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, and weekly team emails. Every student within our school is provided with an 
iPad which is part of our districts Technology One to One Program. This program allows our staff to effectively infuse 
technology within all aspects of their curriculum. It also permits our students the ability to utilize their iPads from home to 
access homework and academic resources from home. We are in the third year of our newly developed middle school 
schedule which is centered around a team concept. Our language arts, math, science and social studies teachers follow 
the same group of students which provides them an opportunity to identify or track individual and group progress or 
patterns. Myles J. McManus Middle School offers our students an opportunity to be exposed to or develop a deeper 
understanding of a variety of World Languages including: Chinese, Spanish, Italian and French. Programming, Digital 
Media, Digital Citizenship and Intro to Business classes are new additions to our electives. All sixth-grade students are 
required to take digital citizenship and all seventh and eighth grade students are required to take Intro to Business prior 
to transitioning to high school.

Our LPS nursing department 
consistently places an emphasis on promoting our students health and wellbeing. Throughout the school year, our school 
nurses ensure that students have recorded their annual screenings that include but are not limited to heights and weights, 
scoliosis, vision, hearing, and blood pressures. The school nurses also ensure that our staff receives the most up to date 
trainings in regards to epi-pen and glucagon preparedness for any students with those particular needs in their buildings. 
The medical services department further extends their services and knowledge into the classrooms.


Parent and Community 
Involvement:


School 1 is an environment for learningÜnot only in terms of academia but also in terms of social development within 
their community. The K-Kids teaches the students about community service. The students collect food, clothing, and toys 
to aid the less fortunate. School 1s before and after care program provides homework assistance, recreational and 
learning activities in a safe and nurturing environment. American Education Week in November allowed community/family 
members to visit and join students in the classrooms. The week ended with a community breakfast. A Chili Cook _Off 
gave family members a chance to show off their cooking talents and participate in a chili competition. The annual Health 
and Safety fair hosted exhibits and demonstrations from community groups.

The main building of School One is 104 years old. The addition of the third floor was built 15 years ago. The Annex was 
previously home to the Board of Education. It is now the Early Childhood wing with 2 pre-ks and 2 kindergartens. Art and 
music are on a cart. Library book shelves now line the walls of the basement due to our limited amount of space. Every 
student visits once a week to take out books. All computers and I-Pads are located in the classrooms. Once a month a 
fire drill and security drill are practiced. Security drills vary in nature. Also twice a year an AED drill is scheduled. They are 
unannounced.


School Safety: 


The mission of the Linden Public School District is supported by the safety procedures and initiatives recently developed 
by the Board of Education, which have allowed for high-quality learning to occur in safe and secure environments. It is the 
belief of the district that the issue of school safety is paramount to its operations. In April 2018, the Board of Education 
adopted new school entry procedures for visitors, designed to ensure the safety and security of all students and staff. 
Furthermore, the construction of security vestibules began shortly thereafter throughout the entire district. Under a shared 
services agreement recently adopted by the Linden City Council and Board of Education, the Police Department will 
establish a Special Law Enforcement Officer (S.L.E.O.) Class III program consisting of four retired police officers to 
provide security in our largest schools.

Technology and 
STEM:


The district has implemented a centralized high performing robust network infrastructure so that every student throughout 
the district will have equitable access to online digital content and learning materials. Our current networking and systems 
operations are completely centralized and all schools have reliable, secure and timely access to all data and networking 
systems. As of today, all students 3rd thru 12th grade have access to their own district provided Apple device, with 6th 
thru 12th grade students permitted to take their devices home. In total, the district manages just over 7,000 devices. New 
MacBook Air laptops and iPads are continually upgraded every 3-4 years. As technology continues to evolve, the districts 
one-to-one program will remain current and incorporate the very latest in educational technology.


Early Childhood 
Education:


Students in our Pre-Kindergarten Program are provided with a variety of developmentally appropriate activities through 
the Tools of the Mind Curriculum. Literacy and language experiences are provided throughout each day and the 
classroom environment is rich with language and print. Math is also integrated into all daily routines through individual and 
small group choices, planned experiences, problem solving, and reflection. Students in our Kindergarten Program 
continue to be exposed to the literacy practices in the Tools of the Mind Program. Children read in response to themes, 
which incorporate all content areas, and write for a variety of purposes. Phonics instruction is not only embedded in our 
Tools program but also explicitly taught through the Wilson Fundations program. Mathematics is taught through the use of 
Tools of the Mind games and projects coupled with Go Math resources that help our students develop a deeper 
understanding of mathematical skills and concepts.

Other Information:


School Ones school day is 6 hours and 35 minutes. The grade span is full day Pre-K through grade 5. Pre-K and 
Kindergarten employ the Tools of the Mind curriculum. Kindergarten began, for the first time, including GO MATH into 
their program. Our day begins with morning announcements on the PA and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance. The 
teachers/staff receive via e-mail _The Morning Newsî which has all the important information of the day. School One 
strives to become future ready and an Apple certified school. I-Pads, Mac-Air books, and Smart Boards are in every 
classroom. A technology support cohort called the Vanguards, offer professional development and troubleshoot 
technological problems. A fully operating library is located in the basement. Every student visits it once a week. Character 
education is important at School One. Beginning with the week of respect, students learn that bullying is not acceptable. 
Monthly PBSIS assemblies are hosted by each grade level. Students perform songs, skits, and dances for their peers. 
The prize wheel is a favorite. Students showing the monthly character trait get to come up and spin the wheel to receive 
a prize. School One supports student learning through our NJEA partnership with Priority Schools. Our teachers receive 
professional development by leaders in all educational best practices. A wide array of communication vehicles are used 
to help parents stay informed, such as: e-mail, Blackboard Connect, memos, calendars, flyers, Classroom Dojo, and 
phone calls.

As technology continues to evolve, the districts 
one-to-one program will remain current and incorporate the very latest in educational technology.

The New Jersey Student Learning Assessment for Science (NJSLA-S) measures student proficiency with the New Jersey Student Learning Standards for Science. All 
students in grade 5, grade 8, and grade 11 were administered the NJSLA-Science field test in 2017-18.
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Student absences provide important information about a school’s culture and climate. Research shows that absences impact a student's ability to succeed in school. The 
New Jersey Department of Education used input from New Jersey communities to select chronic absenteeism as its measure of school quality and student success for 
the ESSA accountability plan.

Facilities:


School 2 is comprised of 4 buildings that house approximately 650 students. Building B, built in 1913, was our original 
building. Currently our 3rd and 4th grade students are educated there. Six years later in 1919, Building A, was built in 
front of Building B. Currently our library, 5th grade and Behavioral Disabilities students are educated there. In 1967, 
Building C was built behind Building B. Currently our 2nd grade students are educated there. We have a large gymnasium 
and cafeteria also in Building C. In 2012 our air-conditioned Building D, was built behind Building C. This addition has an 
Occupational Therapy room and an elevator to get to the 2nd floor. Currently our Pre-K, PSD, Kindergarten, 1st Grade, 
and Autistic students are educated there. We have a Gross Motor Room to help children develop their large motor 
muscles and practice large motor skills. It features yoga mats, indoor climbing structures and more.


School Safety: 


The mission of the Linden Public School District is supported by the safety procedures and initiatives recently developed 
by the Board of Education, which have allowed for high-quality learning to occur in safe and secure environments. It is the 
belief of the district that the issue of school safety is paramount to its operations. In April 2018, the Board of Education 
adopted new school entry procedures for visitors, designed to ensure the safety and security of all students and staff. 
Furthermore, the construction of security vestibules began shortly thereafter throughout the entire district. Under a shared 
services agreement recently adopted by the Linden City Council and Board of Education, the Police Department will 
establish a Special Law Enforcement Officer (S.L.E.O.) Class III program consisting of four retired police officers to 
provide security in our largest schools.

Technology and 
STEM:


The district has implemented a centralized high performing robust network infrastructure so that every student throughout 
the district will have equitable access to online digital content and learning materials. Our current networking and systems 
operations are completely centralized and all schools have reliable, secure and timely access to all data and networking 
systems. As of today, all students 3rd thru 12th grade have access to their own district provided Apple device, with 6th 
thru 12th grade students permitted to take their devices home. In total, the district manages just over 7,000 devices. New 
MacBook Air laptops and iPads are continually upgraded every 3-4 years. As technology continues to evolve, the districts 
one-to-one program will remain current and incorporate the very latest in educational technology.


Early Childhood 
Education:


Students in our Pre-Kindergarten Program are provided with a variety of developmentally appropriate activities through 
the Tools of the Mind Curriculum. Literacy and language experiences are provided throughout each day and the 
classroom environment is rich with language and print. Math is also integrated into all daily routines through individual and 
small group choices, planned experiences, problem solving, and reflection. Students in our Kindergarten Program 
continue to be exposed to the literacy practices in the Tools of the Mind Program. Children read in response to themes, 
which incorporate all content areas, and write for a variety of purposes. Phonics instruction is not only embedded in our 
Tools program but also explicitly taught through the Wilson Fundations program. Mathematics is taught through the use of 
Tools of the Mind games and projects coupled with Go Math resources that help our students develop a deeper 
understanding of mathematical skills and concepts.

Other Information:


School 2 is the magnet school for our Spanish Bilingual students. These students receive Bilingual services in a part-time 
transitional program, where Spanish is used to help them grow academically while developing their social and academic 
English language. Students whose primary language is other than English can receive ESL services in a push-in and 
pull-out setting. We also have specialized classrooms offering unique learning opportunities for pre-school disabled 
students. Students with autism receive instruction using the Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA) Therapy. Our school day is 
6 hours and 35 minutes. We service students from a full-day Pre-K program through grade 5. The Go Math curriculum is 
used in grades K _ 5. Weekly time allotments are Reading 450 minutes, Writing 250 minutes, Mathematics 355 minutes, 
Social Studies/Science 120 minutes each, Music and Art 30-45 minutes, World Language (Grades 1-5) 60 minutes, 
Physical Education/Health 60 minutes each, and Recess/Lunch 150 minutes. Students begin each day reciting our 
School Motto, _Our Tiger ROARS.î Unannounced fire drill and crisis drill is rehearsed each month. All classroom doors 
lock and staff have key fobs to enter the building. All students and teachers have technology access through Smart 
Boards, iPads and MacBook Airs. CANVAS is currently the district online learning management system for use by 
teachers and students. A wide array of communication vehicles (translated in Spanish) are used to communicate with all 
stakeholders. They include: The Daily Reporter, Google docs., brochures, flyers, Blackboard Connect (email and 
voicemail), outdoor message board, social media, the school website, ThinkCentral, Class Dojo, Remind.com text 
messaging service, individual emails and phone calls. Listen for us on The Veterans Corner Radio Station, WRSU 88.7 
fm., watch our monthly school news, or student led anti-bullying skits that teach their peers about the harmful effects of 
bullying.

Facilities:


School Four (Dill Avenue) was built (1964) as an Annex to School Four (Cranford Avenue). The larger school was 
vacated and the current School Four housed K through 2. Grades 3-5 were divided and sent to other schools. In 1969 a 
renovation and addition was added. In 2002, School Four was enlarged to include a new early childhood wing and a large 
library called the Reading Room. A new gymnasium was added. Some classrooms are air conditioned, as is the newest 
wing, the gymnasium, and main office.


School Safety: 


The mission of the Linden Public School District is supported by the safety procedures and initiatives recently developed 
by the Board of Education, which have allowed for high-quality learning to occur in safe and secure environments. It is the 
belief of the district that the issue of school safety is paramount to its operations.

The district has implemented a centralized high performing robust network infrastructure so that every student throughout 
the district will have equitable access to online digital content and learning materials. Our current networking and systems 
operations are completely centralized and all schools have reliable, secure and timely access to all data and networking 
systems. As of today, all students 3rd thru 12th grade have access to their own district provided Apple device, with 6th 
thru 12th grade students permitted to take their devices home. In total, the district manages just over 7,000 devices. New 
MacBook Air laptops and iPads are continually upgraded every 3-4 years. As technology continues to evolve, the districts 
one-to-one program will remain current and incorporate the very latest in educational technology.


Early Childhood 
Education:


Students in our Pre-Kindergarten Program are provided with a variety of developmentally appropriate activities through 
the Tools of the Mind Curriculum. Literacy and language experiences are provided throughout each day and the 
classroom environment is rich with language and print. Math is also integrated into all daily routines through individual and 
small group choices, planned experiences, problem solving, and reflection. Students in our Kindergarten Program 
continue to be exposed to the literacy practices in the Tools of the Mind Program. Children read in response to themes, 
which incorporate all content areas, and write for a variety of purposes.

School Four's school day is 6 hours and 35 minutes. The grade span is full-day Pre-K through grade 5. The Pre-K and 
Kindergarten employs the Tools of the Mind curriculum and includes Go Math in Kindergarten. Students begin each day 
reciting the Pledge of Allegiance and a motivational School Four Pledge. An unannounced fire drill and crisis drill is 
rehearsed each month. To date, all classroom doors lock and staff have key fobs to enter the building. All students and 
teachers have technology access through Smart Boards, iPads and MacAir Books. School Four strives to become Future 
Ready and an Apple Distinguished school. CANVAS is currently the district learning management system for use by 
teachers and students. Supporting character education and positive behavior, School Four continues to exhibit a high 
percentage of students adhering to a uniform code of dress. A wide array of communication vehicles are used to 
communicate with staff, students and parents/guardians. They include: The Daily Compass, memos, flyers, Blackboard 
Connect (email and voicemail), REMIND app, outdoor message board, social media, the school website, ThinkCentral, 
Class Dojo, and individual emails and phone calls.

Under a shared 
services agreement recently adopted by the Linden City Council and Board of Education, the Police Department will 
establish a Special Law Enforcement Officer (S.L.E.O.) Class III program consisting of four retired police officers to 
provide security in our largest schools.

Technology and 
STEM:


The district has implemented a centralized high performing robust network infrastructure so that every student throughout 
the district will have equitable access to online digital content and learning materials. Our current networking and systems 
operations are completely centralized and all schools have reliable, secure and timely access to all data and networking 
systems. As of today, all students 3rd thru 12th grade have access to their own district provided Apple device, with 6th 
thru 12th grade students permitted to take their devices home. In total, the district manages just over 7,000 devices. New 
MacBook Air laptops and iPads are continually upgraded every 3-4 years. As technology continues to evolve, the districts 
one-to-one program will remain current and incorporate the very latest in educational technology.


Early Childhood 
Education:


Students in our Pre-Kindergarten Program are provided with a variety of developmentally appropriate activities through 
the Tools of the Mind Curriculum. Literacy and language experiences are provided throughout each day and the 
classroom environment is rich with language and print. Math is also integrated into all daily routines through individual and 
small group choices, planned experiences, problem solving, and reflection. Students in our Kindergarten Program 
continue to be exposed to the literacy practices in the Tools of the Mind Program. Children read in response to themes, 
which incorporate all content areas, and write for a variety of purposes. Phonics instruction is not only embedded in our 
Tools program but also explicitly taught through the Wilson Fundations program. Mathematics is taught through the use of 
Tools of the Mind games and projects coupled with Go Math resources that help our students develop a deeper 
understanding of mathematical skills and concepts.

School No. 5's school day is 6 hours and 35 minutes. The grade span is full day Pre-K 3 through grade 5. Both Pre-K and 
Kindergarten employ the Tools of the Mind curriculum. Our Kindergarten students now have the Go Math! curriculum built 
into their instructional day. School No. 5 begins their day with students delivering the morning announcements in both 
English and Spanish. During morning announcements, our entire school community has the opportunity to recite our 
mantra which is "School No. 5 is a community of learners, where we set goals, where we have values and where we will 
succeed". The staff receives a daily school communicator each morning that contains all important information needed 
for that day. Each month School No. 5 partakes in a practice fire drill and security drill. Both drills are unannounced and a 
thorough debriefing by the School Safety Team occurs upon completion. School No. 5 strives to become a Future Ready 
and Apple Certified School. MacBooks, Smart Boards, and iPads are found in almost every classroom. Technology is 
integrated into instruction for all disciplines. Character Education is an extremely important component of our school 
community as we all strive to be upstanding citizens. Monthly assemblies are hosted by grade levels where the 
community and distinguished guests are invited to come and see the students lead by example the importance of making 
positive choices, and putting what they learn in Character Education into daily practice. School No. 5 supports the power 
of learning through our NJEA partnership with Priority Schools. Staff receives professional development and support by 
leaders demonstrating research-based best practices. Communication is vital for building relationships. School No. 5 
communicates through Blackboard Connect, monthly calendars, flyers, Classroom Dojo, email, and memos. School No. 
5 truly makes you smile and warms your heart. It is a great place to be and a better place to learn.

In 
addition, Linden Public Schools works in tandem with community agencies to provide additional support students require 
to be successful.

Student Health and Wellness is of the highest priority in all our schools and are important factors in all of our decision 
making processes. Our district is committed to providing a school environment that promotes and protects student health 
and ability to learn by supporting healthy eating, physical activity, and physical literacy. Our LPS nursing department 
consistently places an emphasis on promoting our students health and wellbeing. Throughout the school year, our school 
nurses ensure that students have recorded their annual screenings that include but are not limited to heights and weights, 
scoliosis, vision, hearing, and blood pressures. The school nurses also ensure that our staff receives the most up to date 
trainings in regards to epi-pen and glucagon preparedness for any students with those particular needs in their buildings. 
The medical services department further extends their services and knowledge into the classrooms.


Parent and Community 
Involvement:


Family involvement is very strong at School No. 6. The staff works hard to create student lead events that focus on 
curriculum related topics and social events that are aligned to the schools mission statement. We use surveys for topics 
like; school culture, academics and HIB. We gather meaningful opinions, comments, and feedback on how to improve. 
The School No. 6 Parent-Teacher Association is supportive and assists in coordinating many special activities throughout 
the year. The PTA had 50 more members than the previous school year and they help the school to pay for events and 
trips. Our students benefit from these learning experiences and are able to be successful in the classroom thanks to our 
parent and community involvement. Last year, our local councilman and School No. 6 teachers worked to get School No. 
6 the Union County Kids Dig In Garden Grant. Through this grant, School No. 6 was able to supply food to local food 
pantries and our School No. 6 families.

Facilities:


The main building of School No. 6 is 95 years old. The Annex for the gymnasium was added in 1966 and the 
refurbishment of our bottom floor and elevator addition was constructed in 2009. School No. 6 has a fully operating library 
where students visit once per week. As part of our technology one-to-one initiative students in grades 3-5 have their own 
MacBook Air computers. The lower grades use Apple iPads.


School Safety: 


The mission of the Linden Public School District is supported by the safety procedures and initiatives recently developed 
by the Board of Education, which have allowed for high-quality learning to occur in safe and secure environments. It is the 
belief of the district that the issue of school safety is paramount to its operations. In April 2018, the Board of Education 
adopted new school entry procedures for visitors, designed to ensure the safety and security of all students and staff. 
Furthermore, the construction of security vestibules began shortly thereafter throughout the entire district. Under a shared 
services agreement recently adopted by the Linden City Council and Board of Education, the Police Department will 
establish a Special Law Enforcement Officer (S.L.E.O.) Class III program consisting of four retired police officers to 
provide security in our largest schools.

Technology and 
STEM:


The district has implemented a centralized high performing robust network infrastructure so that every student throughout 
the district will have equitable access to online digital content and learning materials. Our current networking and systems 
operations are completely centralized and all schools have reliable, secure and timely access to all data and networking 
systems. As of today, all students 3rd thru 12th grade have access to their own district provided Apple device, with 6th 
thru 12th grade students permitted to take their devices home. In total, the district manages just over 7,000 devices. New 
MacBook Air laptops and iPads are continually upgraded every 3-4 years. As technology continues to evolve, the districts 
one-to-one program will remain current and incorporate the very latest in educational technology.


Early Childhood 
Education:


Students in our Pre-Kindergarten Program are provided with a variety of developmentally appropriate activities through 
the Tools of the Mind Curriculum. Literacy and language experiences are provided throughout each day and the 
classroom environment is rich with language and print. Math is also integrated into all daily routines through individual and 
small group choices, planned experiences, problem solving, and reflection. Students in our Kindergarten Program 
continue to be exposed to the literacy practices in the Tools of the Mind Program. Children read in response to themes, 
which incorporate all content areas, and write for a variety of purposes. Phonics instruction is not only embedded in our 
Tools program but also explicitly taught through the Wilson Fundations program. Mathematics is taught through the use of 
Tools of the Mind games and projects coupled with Go Math resources that help our students develop a deeper 
understanding of mathematical skills and concepts.

Other Information:


School No. 6 is one of eight elementary schools in Linden, New Jersey. We are a Pre-Kindergarten through fifth grade 
elementary school with an enrollment of approximately 370 children and 22 classroom teachers. School No. 6 has a 
specialized staff in Music, Art, World Language, Physical Education, Basic Skills, ESL/Bilingual, and Special Education. 
Our school day starts at 8:00 am with breakfast. At 8:25 am students report to their homerooms and school dismisses at 
3:00 pm. We communicate with our families through blackboard connect, survey monkey, social media and newsletters. 
Currently in the classrooms, we are working hard to establish a school culture of Leadership. We are entering our third 
year as a Leader in Me School. The Leader in Me is aligned with the "Seven Habits of Highly Effective People", by 
Stephen Covey. It teaches 21st century leadership and life skills to students and creates a culture of student 
empowerment. School No. 6 is a big proponent of technology. With the district-wide Technology One-to-One initiative, 
technology is integrated into the daily routine and delivery of the curriculum. In addition to all students in grade 3-5, all 
certificated staff members have a MacBook Air to enhance the learning experience. Students in grades Pre-K _ 2 have 
access to iPads and MacBook Air 11î computers. Our social studies curriculum is online which provides project based 
learning activities. The study of a World Language begins in grade 1. Students receive 60 minutes of Chinese instruction 
per week. This enhancement to our curriculum provides students with a deeper learning experience and allows students 
to make stronger cross-content and global connections. School No. 6 has a full day Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten 
program that follows the Tools of the Mind Curriculum. Students generate knowledge and meaning from interaction 
between their experiences and their ideas through role-playing.
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
