Phillipsburg Primary School was constructed in 1972. It is an elementary school that houses students in grades first and
second, with a total enroliment of 415 students. The school is composed of 10 first grade classrooms, 10 second grade
classrooms, and 2 special education classrooms. There are dedicated rooms for library, art, and music. The all-purpose
room is utilzed for gym, lunch, and assemblies. The students have access to an outdoor area including: a large
playground, baseball field, and basketball court.

Facilities:

Phillipsburg Primary School takes proactive measures to protect the safety and security of all students and staff
members. A full time security guard monitors the cameras, verifies the visitors, signs students in/out, and ensures the
facility is secured throughout the day. PPS has developed a school safety and security plan which was designed locally
with the help of law enforcement, emergency management, public health officials and all other key stakeholders. The plan
is reviewed and updated on an annual basis. The plan includes procedures to respond to critical incidents ranging from
bomb threats, fires and gas leaks, to an active shooter situation.
