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NJ NATIONAL GUARD MILITARY REVIEW:
A LIVING PART OF HISTORY

Carrying on a military tradition dat-
ing back to 1893, the New Jersey Na-
tional Guard conducted a formal Military
Pass and Review at the National Guard
Training Center in Sea Girt today.

Gov. Chris Christie reviewed Airmen
and Soldiers from the major Army and
Air National Guard commands at the first
Military Review in more than a decade to
be open to the public.

The ceremony opened with an air-
borne demonstration by the Army Na-
tional Guard parachute team and flyovers
by Air National Guard F-16 fighter jets
and a KC-135 aerial refueler. Soldiers
from the 3rd Battalion of the 112th Field
Artillery fired a 19-gun salute with 105-
mm howitzers.

In his introduction The Adjutant Gen-
eral of the New Jersey National Guard,
Brig. Gen. Michael L. Cunniff, spoke
about the importance of taking time to
recognize those veterans and fallen he-
roes who defend America’s interests at
home and abroad.

“In each of your faces, I see the best
of America,” said Cunniff. “Today’s
event is the perfect opportunity to call
attention to those who fight to keep our
nation free.”

Since Sept 11, 2001, the New Jersey
National Guard has deployed thousands
of Soldiers and Airmen around the globe
to serve our state and nation where they
were needed most, from the battlefields
of Afghanistan to areas hit hard by Hur-
ricane Irene.

Gov. Chris Christie, the Commander
in Chief for the New Jersey National
Guard, spoke about the grandeur and
the cost of the hard-won peace of mind
earned by America’s fighting women
and men. Before the ceremony, Christie
joined the wife and young daughter of a
deployed Soldier in a teleconference with
the officer from his base in Afghanistan.

Afterword, Christie told the crowd
at the military review that the day was a
tribute to the state’s Soldier and Airmen.

“It’s an opportunity for us as civilians
to pause and say thanks,” Christie said.
“Along with the glory comes the sorrow.
Along with the service comes sacrifice.”

Military family member, Ms. Jea-
nette Roma is the spouse of Capt. Rob-
ert Roma. She sat in the audience with
couple’s 2-year-old daughter Halee, both
beaming with pride, as the captain helped

put on the ceremony.

“I just find it so amazing that we’re
so supported; that the governor came and
supports us; that everyone comes out,”
she said tending to her daughter as she
played on the bleachers. “I find it so em-
powering what my husband does. I come
for (my daughter), so she can get a whole
new look at what daddy does.”

“It almost brings tears to my eyes
that people around the world thank these
Soldiers for what they do,” she said.
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NJ Guardsmen, Albanian soldiers help Iocal Afghan wllage

The dusty village sits outside of Kabul and on one of the routes
insurgents use to infiltrate Afghanistan’s capital. This leaves the
villagers with a choice: harbor violent insurgents or support their
fledgling government and the Afghan National Army.

A group of New Jersey Army National Guard Soldiers are do-
ing everything in their power to convince the villagers that sup-
porting their government and its troops is the path to a more peace-
ful and prosperous future.

To that end, the 12-man Military Advisory Team recently
helped the Afghan National Army launch projects that will nearly
double the number of classrooms in the crowded local school; pro-
vide clean water for livestock; and make a traffic control point
safer for the Afghan soldiers who work there.

The villagers — who had seen very few coalition forces in re-
cent years — were at first deeply skeptical the New Jersey Soldiers
would follow through on promises to help them, said Capt. Tim
Sorrentino, who began coordinating the projects when his unit ar-
rived nearly 10 months ago.

“The people were kind of on the border of whether they sup-
port the government and the army and when we first got there,
some of the young men were throwing rocks at our vehicles,” Sor-
rentino said. “Now they follow us through and the whole way we
are treated when we go out there has changed. Just us being there
now is making people comfortable.”

The school project will add eight classrooms to what’s now a
10-room school house with more than 1,500 students. It’s a project
that’s especially important to Sorrentino, who is a middle school
teacher in civilian life.

The irrigation project is simple in its scope; cleaning mounds
of trash from a four-foot deep well and casing the bottom with con-
crete and building a retaining wall around its top. Yet the project is
vital to the villagers, who rely on the water from the irrigation well
for water for their livestock, which is their livelihood.

Also simple in its concept, yet vital to the people who use it is

the refurbishment of the traffic control point. The Afghan soldiers
working there were cooking indoors on open fires and vulnerable
to insurgent sniper attacks. The project included a new kitchen,
sleeping quarters and concrete barriers for greater protection.

Sorrentino said giving the Afghans the tools they need
to man the local traffic checkpoint is critical because it’s a
local thoroughfare.

The projects will cost no more than $350,000, and all three will
be complete before the Soldiers return to New Jersey.

So too will the final project, a $200,000 refurbishment of a lo-
cal medical clinic, another project the Soldiers agreed to help the
Afghan Army complete when they first arrive. Construction there
is beginning.

Maj. Richard Karcher, the deputy commander of the Military
Advisory Team, which also includes several soldiers from the Al-
banian Defense Forces, said it was gratifying to be able to help the
Afghan National Army navigate the intricacies of building proj-
ects for their people.

“We’ve made a lot of progress,” he said.
