’%VHEREAS by an aét of Congrefs of the 4th of
¥ Odober laft, it is ftrongly recommended to
perfons in power, and the citizens of the United
States at large, to guard themfelves againft the ma-
chinations of the common enemy, who, relinquith-
ing their hope of conquering us, have changed their
mode of warfare from open attack by arms to fe-
cret and infidious intrigue ; and it appears to this
affembly that the friends and emiffaries of Great-
Britain are ufing every private endeavour, as well
as publick application, to obtain admirtance into
he United States, thereby evincing the wildom of
Cougrels in the act before recited.” And whereas,
it highly behoves the reprefentatives of the people
to watch with a jealous eye all fuch attempts, and
to caution their conflituents againft every endeavour
to difunite them, to alienate their affe@ions from
out great and generous ally the King of France,
or to produce new or revive ancient prejudices in
favour of that nation, by whofe hand the blood of
our citizens hath been fpilt and our country defo-
lated, and who fiill purfue -the war with the fame
determived and vindictive malignity but to deftroy
us ; and finally, that emiffaries or friends to the
Britifh nation, whether natives or foreigners, and
who have become fo either from education, com-
mercial views, or-any other principle, fhould not in
this time of great and general dangeyr, be entrufted
with power or admitted to office within this flate,

On board the San Rafael, commanded by Don Buena
Ventura Moreno, Rear-Admiral, 13th O&. 1782.
k’“i'\"I-EE Britith fleet having fallen into the Mediter-
- rancan, in the night of the rrth, Don Louis de
Cordova, this morning, made fignal for the com-
bined fleet to ger under way ; wind at W. N. W.

. The Triomphante, of 8o guns, being greatly to lee-
ward, fell under the fire of Gibraltar, but received
no confiderable damage. At 12 o’clock, -having

‘doubled Europa Point, we difcovered the Britifh
fguadron flanding to the eaftward ; and the Admiral
immediately made fignal for a general chafe.

14th. At day-break the Bririfh fleet appeared to
the fouthward ; and fix leagues off Marvella, we
took a traniport, with 3 officers and 23 foldiers of
the 25th and soth regiments. We purfued the ene-
my all day, who, in the evenieg, could ofily be feen
from our main-top-gallant-maft head, being to the
fouthward, under ealy fail.
. 15th. Wind at E.—Britifh fcet to windward ; at
two o’clock, P. M. loit fight of them—ftood over
to the coaft of Africa.

16th. Brifk gale from 8. E. and by E. high fea—
no fight of the enemy—combined flect beat to wind-
ward. :

17th-and 18th. Wind at E.—vanguard of the com-
bined fleet out of fight—re-joined them at 2 o’clock,
A. M.—18th, no fight of the enemy.

19th. Wind at E.—At day-brealk the Britith fleet
appeared off Punta de la Mina, on the coaft of
Atrica—the combined fleet immediately gave chafe,
to prevent them from anchoring in Gibraltar-Bay,
where they had already faved the convoy. At half
after eight, having doubled Punta de la Mina, the

‘Britifh admiral fired a fhot to windward, and hoifted

. the fignal for forming the line of battle ; the van-

‘to fall'under his ftern.

guard of the combined fleet being within 2 league
and an half of his rear. At nine the Britith van hav-
ing pafled Europa Point, the whole feet fioed into
the Streights. At three, P. M. being then off Ta-
riffa, we gould only diftinguifh them from our main-
top-gallant-maft head, bearing W. N. W. We con-
tinued chafe all night under top-gallant-fails,

soth. Wind at N. E.—At day-break the Britith
fleet appeared four leagues abead under ealy fail—
the combined flect gave chafe till one o’clock, P. M.
being about 12 or 13 leagues weftward of Cape Spar-
tel, when the Britith formed the line of battle, and
brought too, to leeward. Cordova immediately
made fignal to form the line without regard to di-
vifions, four miles to windward of the enemy. At
three o’clock ‘the admiral fired a fhot to leeward,
and hoifted his flag, which was immediately an-
fwered by the Britith. At half after three a cutter
hailed us (the St. Rafael) and ordered us to take
our ftation ahead of the admiral, and the Bretagne
About five the Count de
Guichen, with four thips, attempted to double the

‘rear of the Britith, but incffeQually, as, perceiving

the mancenvre, they crounded fail and bore off. At
half after five the vanguard of the combined feet

began the fire, which was warmly returned from

the Britith van and centre. At half after fix the ad-
miral ordered the St. Rafael, Majefteux; Bretagne
and Indien, to bear down upon the Britifh line, and
endeavour to cut off three go gun fhipsand a 74 of
their rear.  They received us with a fevere and well
dineéted fire, which we returned with equal vivaci-
ty ; till finding the operation impradticable, by their
immediately clofing up to their centre, we returned
to our ftations in the line. About eight the fire be-
came general from the Britifh againft our van: and
centre, as twelve fhips of our rear, amongft which
was the Terrible of 110 guns, the French admiral,
and feveral other firft rates, could never be biought
to action.—The enemy’s flect confified of 34 fail of
the line, amongft which were the Victory and Bri-
tannia, ‘of ric guns, fix of 9o, and four of 80. At
eleven the fire ceafed, as the Britith bore away be-
fore the wind with every fail they could carry. =~ We
gave chafe the remainder of the night, and in the
morning perceived them near four leagues to lee-
ward 5 at vr, A. M. they were entirely out of fight,
Three of their fhips appeared greatly damaged ; and
we fuffered feverely enough, having but 32 fhips
in action againft 34 of theirs, much fuperior in weight
of metal. We loft upwards of 300 men killed and
wounded, and from 15 to 20 officers ; eight of our
thips were abfolutely difabled in their mafts and
rigging.

According to the laft advices from Leghorn, the

There are more than 20 fail of Jamaica fhips fill
mifling, not one of which has either been feen or
heard of by any other veffel fince they were fepa-
rated by the ftorm.

Government’is more  apprehenfive of the manceu-
vres than of the Ipirit of the enemy, as it is cer-
tainly their intereft to avoid an a&ion, and cut off
the convoy if they can.

The Chacer floop of war, Captain Cox, is taken
in the Eaft-Indies by the fquadron under the com-
mand of M. Suffrein ; it is feared fhe had money on
board from Bengal, going to Madrafs.

The French tranfport L’Crefton, taken by the
Chapman Eaft-Indiaman, in the road of Negapatam,
the conceiving that to be a friendly iport, had on
board the Surgeon of the Hannibal of 50 guns, cap-
tured by De Suffrein, and alfo the Surgeon General
and fourteen affiftants of the French.

Befides the Scipio, Revolution and Buckaneer,
the Americans bave two other privateers out {from
the ports of France, now cruizing in the European
feas ; they are called the Rambler and Dreadnought,
the laft of which is commanded by a retation of
the celebrated Cunningham. .

There bas been an infurre@ion of the manufac-
turers at Bumingham, from a determination to
lower the price of malt ; they have fo far fuccéeded
as to fall the price from 7s. 6d. a bufhel to ss. 6d.
The civil power was called in,-and we are happy to
declare that all is quiet again.

My Lords and Gentlemen,

INCE the clofe of the laft {effions, I have
employed my whole time in the care and
attention which the important and critical

me.

I loft no time in giving the neceflary orders to
prohibit the further profecution of offenfive war up-
on the Continent of North-America.. Adopting, as
my inclination will always lead me to do, with deci-

my Pailiament and my people; I have pointed all
my views and meafures, as well in Euarope as in
North-America, to an entire and cordial reconcilia-
tion with thoie Colonies. o
Finding it indifpenfible to the aztainment of this
obje&, 1 did not hefitate to go the full length of the
powers velted in me, and offered to declare them
Free and Independent States, by an article to be

conjuncture of publick affairs required of

Gon and effe@t, whatever I collect to be the fenfe of

difpofition of the belligerent powers, fhould fruf-
trate my confident expectations, they will approve
of the preparations I have thought it advifeable to
make, and be ready to fecond the moft vigorous
cfforts in the further profecution of the war.

_ Gentlemen of the Houfe of Commons,

I have endeaveured by every meafure in my pow-
er to diminifh’ the burthens of my people. I loft
no time in faking the moft decided meafures for m-:
troducing a. better cconomy in the expenditure of
the army, : -
1 I bav& parried into fixict executon the feveral re-
ductions in my civil lift expences, dire&ed by an
act of the laft {feffions. I have introduced a further
reform into other departments, and fupprefied fe-
veral finecure places in them. I have by this means
fo regulated my eftablifiments, that my expence
fhall not in future exceed my income.

I have ordered the eftimate of the civil litt debt,
laid before you laft fcffions, to be compleated, The
debt, proving fomewhat greater than could be then
corredtly ftated, and the propofed reduétion not im-
mediately taking place, I truft you will provide for
the deficiency, fecuring, as before, the repayment
out of my annual icone. .

I have ordercd enguiry to be made into the ap-
plication of the fum voted in {upport of the Ame-
rican fufferers; and I tuft you will agree with me,
that a due and generous attention cught to be thewn
to thofe who have relinguifthed their properties or
profeflions from motives of loyaliy to me, or at-
tachment to the Mother-Country.

and every needlefs expence in it {upprefled.

1 muft recommend to you an immediate attention
to the great objeds of the publick receipts and ex-
penditure ; and above all, to the ftate of the publick
debt. Notwithftanding the great increafe of it dur-
ing the war, it is to be hoped that fuch regulati-
ons may ftill be eftablifhed, fuch favings made—
and future loans fo condu&ed, as to promote the
means of its gradual redemption by a fixed courfe
of payment. [ muft, with particular earneftnefs,
diftinguifh for your {erious confideration, that part
of the debt which confifts of navy, ordnance, and

inferted in the treaty of peace. Provifional articles
are agreed upon, to take effect whengver terms of
peace fhall be finally feccled with the Courtof France.
In thus admitting their feparation from  the
Crown of thefe kingdoms, I have facrificed every
confideration of my own, to the withes and opinion
of my people. 1 make it my humble and ecarneft
prayer o Almighty God, that Great-Britain may
not feel the evils which might refule from fo great
a difmemberment of the empire ; and, that America
may be free from thofe calamities, which have for-
merly proved in the Mother Country, how effential
Monarchy is to the enjoyment of confitutional li-
_berty. Religion, language, intereft, affections may,
and T hope will, yet prove a bond of permaneat
uriion between the two countries: To this end, nei-
ther attention nor difpofition fhall be wanting on
my part. :
¥While I have carefully abfained” from all offen-
five operations againlt America, 1 have diretled my
whole force by laund and fea againft the other powers
at war, with as much vigour as the fituation of that
force, at the commencement of the campaign,
would permit. I truft that you feel the advantages
refulting from the fafety of the great branches of
our trade. You muft have feen with pride and fa-
tisfaGion the gallant defence of the Governor and
garrifon of Gibraltar; and my feet, after having
effeced the objed of their deftination, offering bat-
tle to the combined force of France and Spain on
their oswn coafts ; thofe of my kingdems have re-
mained at the fame time perfeétly fecure, and your
domeftick tranquility uninterrupted. This refpec-
table ftate, under the bleffing of God, 1 attri-
bute to the entire cofidence which fublifts between
me and my people, and to the veadinefs which has
been fhewn by my fubjeds in my city of London,
and in other parts of my kingdoms, to ftand forth
in the general defence. Sonie proofs have lately -
" been given of publick fpirit in ‘private men, which
would do honour io any age, and any country.

Having manifefted to the whole werld, by thc
mof lafting examples, the fignal {pirit and bravery
of my people, I conceived it a moment not unbe-
coming my dignity, and thought it a regard due to
the lives and fortunes of fauch brave and g:x.l]ant
fubjeéts to fhew myfelf ready on my part to emi-
brace fair and honourable terms of accommodation
with all the powers at war. -

1 have the fatisfadtion to acquaint you, that ne-
