Harrison High School implemented a new building scheduling model in 2017/18 that has effectively increased 
instructional time per subject and enabled the greatest flexibility for student course selection. New advanced course 
offerings were researched and started in 2017/18, with the addition of AP Computer Science Principles. We are also 
expanding our technology resources, having won grants in 2017/18 from Donors Choose Foundation. Faculty continue to 
revise curricula, create and revise common course assessments, and devise new course offerings. A new course devised 
to establish a framework of academic fundamentals upon which 9th graders may build academic successes has now 
completed two semesters, serving 160 students.

Lincoln School provides students with the Balanced Literacy approach for English Language Arts. In addition, all 
classrooms have leveled libraries and ongoing professional development for Writing Workshop which is being 
implemented to improve instruction. Next Generation Science Standards are being used for Science instruction, while the 
Project Based Learning approach is utilized for Social Studies. The GoMath program is being implemented with the use 
of technology. Lincoln school partners with the New Jersey Center for Teaching and Learning for Science. The Science 
curriculum is an online program where students do a variety of hands on activities to promote mastery of the Science 
concepts.

Other Information:


Lincoln Elementary School is a free public school serving students in Kindergarten through Third Grade. Instruction runs 
from 8:20 to 3:05 daily, including 9 forty minute periods and a homeroom for free breakfast. Students wear uniforms to 
school because we believe this emulates school pride and academic rigor. The school uses PowerSchool as our 
information management system, which allows seamless grading for teachers and provides secure access for parents. 
Harrison offers free Pre Kindergarten for students starting at the age of 3. Lincoln School hosts a Kindergarten Transition 
Program in the summer months to help new Kindergarteners become acclimated to the school environment before 
September. Additionally, Harrison has a Summer Enrichment Program which uses a Project Based Learning approach to 
help meet the needs of all students. The school collaborates with the Harrison Public Library to hold events for our 
parents and students including a Summer Reading Kick-off celebration. Throughout the school year, students participate 
in a Reading Program to encourage increased time spent reading outside of school hours. The program is sponsored by 
a $2,500 Walmart grant, which allowed 45 bikes to be given out as grand prizes to the most dedicated readers. Lincoln 
School supports a full day Inclusion model for students with disabilities. We have a 2 teachers dedicated to providing 
Intervention Services using the Response to Intervention model. The School supports students learning English through 
both a Bilingual (Spanish) and ESL model.

Child Study Team, ESL program for English Language Learners, At Risk After School program, and our school works in 
conjunction with the Harrison Education Foundation to service all non instructional needs our students may have.

Washington Middle School offers universal breakfast for all students during the first period of every day. Students begin 
each day with this healthy breakfast which provides essential nutrition for optimal academic performance. Our school 
cafeteria has a fully functioning and staffed kitchen that creates fresh and healthy lunch alternatives on a daily basis. 
Fresh vegetables and fruits are served daily at our school salad bar. The school nurse provides preventive and screening 
services for all students. The students have 60 minutes of Physical Education classes and participate in the NJ Torch 
Run for Special Olympics. Fitness sessions are provided in the Family Friendly and Counseling, Homework, and 
Intervention Programs. Our extensive after school sports program promotes the importance of health and fitness in our 
school.

Other Information:


Washington Middle School is a special place that strives to create a home away from home environment for all of its 
students. Our staff is made up of caring professionals who prioritize student needs above all. Our school operates on a 
hybrid 6 period daily schedule. Each period is 60 minutes long. During semester two these classes become single 
periods and students are placed in smaller intervention classes that focus on individualized student deficiencies. Students 
who demonstrate mastery of these concepts are eligible for creative and challenging math and language arts based 
electives. Technology use is interwoven throughout the student's day. Chromebook and desk top access is available for 
all academic subjects and we are currently housing over 350 combined devices for our student population of 450. Our 
school is a hive of activity before and after the bells with teacher help periods, instrumental lessons, drama, art, clubs, 
and sports. 
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
