Almost all 
classrooms are outfitted with a digital interactive white board display, a document camera and a universal docking station. 
All staff are issued a district laptop computer to use as a resource to address all professional responsibilities. In addition to 
the password protected staff and student network, the technology infrastructure provides a guest network that can be 
accessed by visitors to the district.
