An Extended Day Foundational Skills Literacy Program is offered from October 30, 2018-April 2019 to students in 
kindergarten, first, second, and third grade. An Extended Day Math Program is offered from October 30-December 20, 
2018 to students in fifth, sixth, seventh, and eighth grade. Academic Parent-Teacher Team (APPT) workshops are 
offered in the fall and spring for both ELA and Math for parents of first through fifth graders. Our students also benefit 
from the New Brunswick Community Youth Support Services (YSS) program after school which provides additional 
academic support, physical fitness, social activities, and healthy snacks.


Staff and Professional 
Learning:


Institute For Learning (IFL) provides Math and Language Arts professional development sessions are offered throughout 
the school year. District employees have monthly professional development opportunities. Professional development 
opportunities, are lead by experts in the field. District leaders conduct learning walks which focus on providing teachers 
with helpful feedback to for further teacher development and increase student academic growth. Also, teachers volunteer 
their personal time to provide staff with professional developments throughout the school year to improve teacher and 
student learning. Additional professional development trainings cover Danielson, PARCC, school safety, and health and 
well-being. Another PD goal includes having 80 % of the staff to become Google Certified.

Positive Behavioral Support team meets bi-monthly.The school counselor and school social worker provide additional 
support for the school and for individual students who are in need of social/emotional assistance. Speech, Occupational 
Therapy, and Physical Therapy are provided to needed students. The Title 1 Program for Basic Skills is provided to 
students who need academic support. Reading Recovery is provided to first grade students. Orton Gillingham is provided 
to second and third grade students. Special Education services are provided to students who have IEP’s. 


Student Health and 
Wellness:


Students receive a free breakfast and lunch program with an online menu listing the ingredients, calories, carbohydrates 
and other nutritional information alerting students with potential food allergies. Each morning, students hear the ‘Words of 
Wisdom’ (Project Wisdom) to set a positive tone for the day and nurture a positive school climate. The school nurse also 
provides students with regular yearly screenings. The screenings include vision and hearing, scoliosis screening, and 
blood pressure monitoring. Other yearly screenings will include dental, measurement of height and weight, monitoring 
student chronic diseases, administration of medication. 


Parent and Community 
Involvement:


Fully staffed Parent Teacher Organization with monthly meetings. Community links include the Civic League of Greater 
New Brunswick, Sister Cities Exchange Program, Play Unified, and LINKS Raritan Valley Chapter. Barnes & Noble 
hosted a “S.T.E.M. Family Night” for 3rd to 5th graders where students were engaged in STEM activities. “PARCC and 
OnCourse Parent Night” offered in the fall of 2018 to fourth through eighth grade parents, PARCC scores were explained 
and parents were trained on the new OnCourse parent portal. Academic Parent-Teacher Teams (APTT) is a family 
engagement model, that strengthens teacher-family relationships by focusing on student academic growth and 
achievement.

Regularly 
scheduled in-service days allow for ongoing professional development opportunities on content areas, technology, social-
emotional learning, school climate, and more. Current activities and events are updated daily on our school website. We 
maintain an active social media presence as well. We have a mandatory student uniform policy to deter bullying and 
ensure student safety. Students have the option to wear gym clothing for physical education classes. To address chronic 
absenteeism, we monitor student attendance closely and take appropriate action to reduce it. Students are 
acknowledged for perfect attendance during the quarterly awards ceremony.

The New Brunswick Public School District believes that students should have a 
comprehensive articulated educational program, designed to maximize their unique abilities and to enhance personal and 
social growth. The Gifted and Talented program nurtures multiple intelligences and allows students to demonstrate skills 
in self-directed learning, thinking, research, and communications that include the different modalities of learning, rather 
than a single general ability. This will be evidenced by the development of innovative performance-based tasks which 
utilize and develop higher-level thinking skills. This model is researched-based and uses evidence-centered design to 
stimulate active learning inquiry, critical thinking skills, and creativity to engage learners in constructing meaning. Fourth 
and Fifth grade students with gifts and talents in Language arts and Math as well as Visual Arts will be provided with 
enrichment and acceleration to challenge and further develop their specific gifts and talents as well as respond to their 
unique needs.

During January 2010, New Brunswick High School moved into its newest facility, a four 
hundred ten thousand square foot building that occupies twenty-six acres of land. New Brunswick High School is a place 
where students have the opportunity to excel, both academically and personally, in an environment that acknowledges 
their individual needs and develops their unique strengths. The physical building houses a 1,200 seat professional 
theater, a black-box theater, professional Culinary Arts kitchen, digital music room, three fully equipped art rooms for 
Digital Arts programs, Graphic Arts and Photography. Each room has Apple Mac Computers with cutting-edge software 
installed in each. In addition, New Brunswick High School houses a 2,000 seat Gymnasium and a separate wrestling 
room. New Brunswick High School offers the following Advanced Placement courses: AP English Language and 
Composition, AP Literature and Composition, AP Calculus AB, AP Calculus BC, AP Biology, AP Chemistry, AP U.S. 
History, and AP Spanish. Students study and participate in science enrichment programs offered by the University of 
Medicine and Dentistry of New Jersey at Robert Wood Johnson University Hospital. A number of students also 
participate in a variety of work-study programs that are designed to develop their employment skills to prepare them for 
the rigors of post-secondary education.

Paul Robeson Community School for the Arts integrates arts into the established district curriculum by providing 
opportunities for students to participate in English Language Arts, Math, Science, and Social Studies through academic 
units integrated with at least one of the following new Academic Arts standards. Teachers and staff participate in 
professional development activities that support teachers in both integrating the Academic Arts Standards into instruction 
and also in providing students with rigorous activities that include high level tasks promoting student achievement. 
Classroom teachers focus on providing students with engaging, high level tasks that promote the development of 
independent thinking and reasoning skills in Math. After working to solve the high level tasks independently, students 
work in small groups with classmates to identify optimal solutions to problems and then share their findings and 
techniques for solving the problem with their classmates and teacher. Teachers seek to support students in developing 
fluency with numbers and mathematical operations. As the school transitions into a fully formed theme school for the arts 
over the next several years, we are excited to continue our existing partnerships with groups such as George Street 
Playhouse with whom we have in-school theater residencies with teaching artists. Students and teachers continue 
partnerships with the American Repertory Ballet and the New Jersey Symphony Orchestra. Our students will benefit from 
these and other experiences with professionals in the world of the arts as we provide students from Kindergarten through 
Grade 8 (in our expanded school after the two year expansion and renovation project) opportunities to be Prepared, 
Empowered, and Inspired Leaders and Lifelong Learners. 
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
