Video cameras are in the building to watch in the schools as well as property surrounding the
building. The local police have 24/7 access to this video footage. Evacuation locations have been identified in the
community and drills are run to practice getting there safely. The district has an account with Share911 to be used as a
communication tool with staff and police in the event of an emergency. Monthly fire drills are conducted. Emergency drills
for shelter in place, lock down and intruder in the building are practiced monthly. Each emergency drill is coordinated with
the local police department. The district uses the A.L.I.C.E. protocol in the event of an intruder in the building.

All building doors are locked at all times. All visitors must check in with the main office, where their driveris license is kept
until they leave the building. Classroom doors are closed and kept locked at all times. Staff are given swipe cards to enter
designated entrance doors. Video cameras are in each building to watch in the schools as well as property surrounding
the building. The local police have 24/7 access to this video footage. Evacuation locations have been identified in the
community and drills are run to practice getting there safely. The district has an account with Share911 to be used as a
communication tool with staff and police in the event of an emergency. Monthly fire drills are conducted. Emergency drills
for shelter in place, lock down and intruder in the building are practiced monthly. Each emergency drill is coordinated with
the local police department. The district uses the A.L.I.C.E. protocol in the event of an intruder in the building.

The 2017-2018 school year was the first year of implementation of the grades 6-8 STEM Lab. This is a non traditional
model of Education in which the classroom resembles a work environment and students contribute to solving problems in
the community. STEM careers, experiences and skills drive the curriculum. Curriculum is integrated in authentic problem-
based learning that is STEM career-oriented and cross-disciplinary. Students collaborate in teams to solve problems.

Teachers facilitate teams of students towards solving problems and developing work for skills commonly the skills required
Tech nology and by a STEM businesses in the area or region. Every grade level will have elements of coding, STEAM challenges, and
STEM: engineering practices.
