All donated clothing will be given to Suiting Warriors Foundation (SWF), a grass-roots, non-profit mobile concierge
suiting service that has suited approximately 600 veterans over the past year.  A Veterans Service Organization, SWF
supports veterans transitioning into civilian life by providing them with professional attire essential for competing in
today’s job market.  SWF serves veterans in Delaware, Pennsylvania, New Jersey, Virginia, New York City and
Washington, D.C.  

 

“We are extremely grateful for the support of Lt. Governor Guadagno and the State of New Jersey,” said Star
Lotta, Founder, President and CEO of SWF.  “This is a wonderful opportunity to honor our women veterans and expand
knowledge throughout New Jersey about our mission and the services SWF provides to women veterans.”
