3. Health screenings including height, weight, hearing, 
blood pressure, and vision; and 

4. Physical examination. 

(f) An annual scoliosis screening shall be conducted for 
every student between the ages of 10 and 18 pursuant to 
N.J.S.A. 18A:40-4.3. 

(g) Students shall be examined who are suspected of 
being under the influence of alcohol and controlled danger­
ous substances, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 18A:40A-12 
and N.J.A.C. 6A:16-4.3. 

(h) An examination of each candidate for a school athlet­
ic squad or team shall be conducted within 365 days prior to 
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6A:16-2.2 

the first practice session with examinations being made 
available by the school physician for those students who do 
not have a medical home. 

1. The medical examination shall include a health 
history questionnaire, completed and signed by the parent 
to determine whether the student: 

i. Has been medically advised not to participate in 
any sport, and the reason for such advice; 

ii. Is under a physician's care and the reasons for 
such care; 

iii. Has experienced loss of consciousness after an 
injury;
