Third Street School incorporates a curriculum focused on creating lifelong learners for our K-2 students. For Math, we use 
Envision 2.0 and the Journey's Program for Language Arts. Each student is equipped with their own personal iPad, which 
serves as an extension to both our Math and Language Arts text. We use a program called eSpark for both, which allows 
each student to work at their own independent level. Students receive at least 90 minutes of language arts instruction per 
day and at least 60 minutes of math. They also receive instruction in social studies, with a focus on civics and citizenship 
and science. Music, Art, Physical Education, Media, and Spanish are also offered to each of our students.

Response to Intervention programs 
are built into the schedule, and our students who struggle the most and qualify receive resource room services as well. 
The school works with the local community center to provide tutors for those student who need/want it. The building 
principal has the I&RS team meet throughout the year to discuss and evaluate those students who need academic or 
emotional support, including those students with behavior issues. Plans are then developed to ensure each student has 
the chance to be successful.


Student Health and 
Wellness:


Breakfast and lunch programs are offered and the school nurse provides lessons on hand washing and other related 
topics that support good personal hygiene. Each student participates in a physical education class three times a week 
and has one half hour or recess per day.


Parent and Community 
Involvement:


At Third Street School we have parents involved in the PTO and offer the school a few programs a year such as the book 
fair. This past year was the school's 100th birthday so we did a variety of events within the community to celebrate this. 
Third Street had a canned food drive where each class was encouraged to collect at least 100 cans. At the end of the 
year we had a birthday party and "museum night" for members of the community to come in and see old memorabilia 
from the school's history. Our district offers a Parent Portal for students to view their report cards through our grading 
system, which is Genesis.

Technology and 
STEM:


Technology is incorporated into the curriculum daily. As part of our center-based instructional philosophy students use 
Ipads that have built in programs to enhance student learning, specifically in math and language arts. Classes use the 
computer lab frequently and once a week the students have 40 minutes of media, which incorporates the various aspects 
of technology and STEM activities. Each classroom has a built in SmartBoard and we have two ViewSonic boards in the 
building that offer a variety of student based activities.

Other Information:


Our school day starts at 8:10am and ends at 2:25pm. Students receive a 30 minute lunch and 30 minutes of recess a 
day. Every day the students are exposed to some type of "special" as well. There is a minimum of 90 minutes per day 
dedicated to language arts and minimum 60 minutes a day dedicated to Math. Often times the staff incorporates these 
activities into science and social studies as well. The "specials" we offer are Music, Media, Art, Physical Education, and 
Spanish. We are a walking school so there are no school supplied transportation options for our students. Third Street 
uses a variety of communication options including Class Dojo, school wide all calls, emails and the use of Google 
Classroom. There is no specific uniform but students and staff have a dress code they are expected to comply with. `
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
