We are extremely proud of the exemplary Preschool Program, with its teachers and aides, now in the nineteenth year of 
its existence. This challenge of providing a vital, stimulating, and comprehensive early childhood component, in addition 
to the other services we render to our community, has proved successful far beyond our original expectations. 
Elementary #1 continues to focus on 21st century skills. Our 25 station computer lab is regularly utilized by classroom 
teachers and special areas.
