AN ACT Est~blishing a Militia System: 

SEc. 1. BE IT ENACTED by the council and 
general assembly of this state, and -it is heteby enacted 
by thi: authority of the se,,me, That every free able bodied 
white male inhabitant of this state, who is or shall be of 
the age of eighteen years and under the age of forty-five, 
(except ministers of the gospel, the vice-president of the 
United States, the officers judicial and executive of the 
government of the United States, the members of both 
houses of congress and their respective officers, all cus­
tom house officers with their clerks, all post officers and 
stage-drivers who are employed in the care and convey­
ance of the mail of the post-office of the United States, all 
ferry-men employed at any ferry on the post road, all in­
spectors of exports, all pilots, all mariners actually em­
ployed in the sea-service of any citizen or merchant 
within the United States) who shall express no desire to 
the contrary, shall severally and respectively be enrolled, 

. and bedeemed and adjudged to have notice of being so 
enrolled in the militia, by the captain or commanding of­
ficer of the company within whose bounds such citizen 
shall reside. And in all cases of doubt respecting the age 
of any person, the party questioned shall prove his age t<.> 
the satisfaction of the offi.cers of the company or to the 
satisfact-ion of the asse$sor of the township within whose 
bounds he may reside; Provided nevertheless, That 
every person who is actually enrolled inor shall ht!reafter 
join any uniform corps that is now or may be established 4i 
under-this act, fully equip him5elf, and continue faithfully 
to do the duties required of him on days appointed by 
law for training, and on such other days as the command-
ing officer of said company or troop shall require for the 
term of tt:n years, on making the sa~e appear to the 5 , 
satisfaction of the brigade board, hereinafter instituted, 
shall be entitled to receive from the said brigade board 
a certificate exempting him ever after from common 
m il if a duty ; and the commanding officer of the com• 
pany or troop in which such person may have so served, 
shall not erase such person's name from his m,uster roll, 
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but write opposite to his name on , the muster-roll or' 
said companv, exempted from common duty. And any 
person who may have held any commissioned office 
under this act tor the term of ten vears, shall on removal • 
or resignation be entitled, to the ·same privilege of ex­
emption without fine if he make the same 3ppear by a 
certificate from a brigade board, but no exemption cre­
ated by this proviso shall in any case clear or exonerate 
any person exempted from common militia duty, from 
bearing his proportion of actual service in time of war~ 
insurrection, invasion, or other emergency. 

2. And be it enacted, That the militia in the 5everal 
counties of this state, except Cape-May, shall form each 
a brigade, to be called after their re5pective counties. 
The militia in the county of Cape-May shall ue annexed 
and belong to the Cumberland brigade: the ·Burlington, 
Gloucester, Salem :}Ild Cumberland brigades shall com• 
pose the firs t division : the Bergen, Essex and Morrii; 
brig,1des, shall compose the second division: the Som­
erset, Middlesex and Monmouth brigades, shall com.­
pose the third division : the Hunterdon and Sussex bri­
gades, shall compbse the fourth division : and the seve­
r al regiments, independent battalions, battalions, ·squad­
rons, and companies, $h all continue as at present ar• 
ranged, subject nevertheless to such alterations and ar­
range!llents as are heremafter provided for. 

3. Artd be it enacted, That the present ojftcers of the 
militia of this state, shall continue and exercise the seve• 
ra} ranks and commissions which they now respectively 
hol<l. Vacancies by death, removal, resignation, or 
otherwise, shall be filled up, so that the militia sh!311 be 
officered as follows : There shall be a general staff, of 
which the commander in chief shall appoint his four 
aids-de-camp with the rank of lieutenant-colonel, one 
quarter-master-general, one adjutant• general, -severally 
with the rank of brigadier-general; to each division 
there shall be one major-general, and two aids•de-camp, 
with the rank of a major ; to each brigade one brigadier-­
general, with one brigade-inspector, to serve also as 
hrigade-ma"@r; one bri ade or seni0r surgeon, one bri-



gacle-jndge-advocate, one brigade-paymaster, and one 
brigade-quartermaster, to each regiment, one lieutenant. 
colonel commandant; and to each battal\on or squad 
ron. one major ; to each company of infantry, light-in­
fantry, and gtena<liers, one captain, one lieutenant, and 
one ensign, one cle. rk, four St'rjeants, four corporals, one 
drummer, one fifer, and not more than sixty-four nor 
less than forty privates, or as near as may be, having 
regard to their local situation ; to each troop of horse 
there shall be oce captain, two lieutenants ~ncl cme cor­
net, one clerk, four serjeants, four corporals, one sad-
dler, one farrier, and one trumpeter, and not more than 
~ixty-four nor less tl\an thirty-two troop·ers; to each 
•ompany of artillery, there shall be one captain, and two 
lieutenants, one clerk, four serjeants, four corporals, one 
drummer, one fifer, not more than six nor less than 
three gunners, not more than s,x nor less than three 
bombardiers, and not more than thirty-two nor less than 
:fifteen mattrosses ; th.ere shall be a r~gimental staff, to 
consist of one adjutant, and one quarter-master, to rank 
as lieutenants, one paymaster to each battalion, one sur­
geon and one surgeon's mate, one chaplain, one serlyant 
major, one drum major and one fife major. All qjjzcers 
shall take rank according to the date of their commis­
sions; and when two of the same grade bear equal d:.lte, 
then their rank shall be ~etermined by lot, to be drawn 
by them before the commanding officer of the division; 
brigade, regiment, battalion, company or detachment. 
The rrgimental staff, except the paymasters, shall · be 
appointedby the field officers, and the adjutants, and quar­
ter-masters shall be appointed from among the subal­
terns of the regiment- The brigade and regimental 

' staff officers shall be commissioned by the commander 
in chief, on certificates of their appointment under the 
hand'o and seals of the officers making the same : the 
non. commissioned regimental · steff shall receive war-
rants from the commanding officers of the~ regimflnt 
and independent battalions ; and further, there shall be 
one adjutant, one quarter-master, and one surgeon, or 
s-urgeon's mate, to eac}:i squadron of cavalry, and each

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independent battalim~--the non commissioned officer 
and music to be appointed by the captain and subalterns~ 
That majors of independent battalions shall be en-
titled to promotion agreeably to seniority. And in 
case a.1y major of an independent battalion shall be pro-

tinue to do the duties of major as before his promotion, 
until attached to som<: ngiment or called into actual 
service, when he shall be ntitled to command accor­
ding to his rank of lieutenant colonel and date of his 
commission as such.

y execute the office of of the militia of New-

A nd a cet tifica e thereof shall be made upon the back of 
every commission by the g\:'neral or field officer before

3,5 his command, to direct that they draw for rank by their 
commanding officer, in the presence of the general, and 
tht batt, lion drawing the lowest number shall be high-­
est in rank, and called the first independent battalion of 
the brigade, and the other or others shall be num­
bered and named accordingly; and in every brigade in 
which there is an independent battalion or battalions, 

66 the regiments shall proceed in their trainings each on 
the_ days designated by law, and the independent battal­
ion or battalions shall follow according to their numeri­
cal order or rank on the days immediately succeeding, 
always excepting the first and last days of the week; 

S7 the brigade boards of each brigade shall have full power 
and authoritv at their discretion, once in three years to 

S8 order a brigade training on one of the regimental days 
within the bounds of the brigade, which brigade train­
ing shall be instead of the regimental training for that 
year, and the same fines and pt"nalties shall be imposed 
for deficiencies as are directed in cases of regimental 
muster, and the said board may leave out of such bri­
gade orders any regiment or independent battalion, 
the local situation of which may in their opinion require 
it, which regiment or independent battalion shall observe 
the day or days above appointed for such detachment, 
.ud further, that if the ord~r aforisaid, in which the 



regiments and battalions are directed to exercise, shall 
be found inconvenient, it shall be lawful for the briga­
dier general to change 'the order in which the said regi­
ments and battalions aforesaid shall be exercised, at his 
discretion, not .-1ltermg the days of trcdning and exercise, 
but confining such discretion to naming the particulai;­
regiment or battalion that ~hall train or exercise on a 
partlcular day as before mentioned, so that the inspec­
tion and review may be rendered more convenient to 
the brigadier-general and brigade inspector ; the bri­
gade inspector by order of the brigadier-general, -to give 
notice by advertisements set up in three of the most 
public places within the bounds of each regiment and 
independent battalion belonging to said brigade, at least 
thirty days previous to the day of meeting ; that it shall 
be the duty of the captain or commanding officer of 
every company, of the major or commanding officer of 
every battalion, of the lieutenant colonel or command­
ing officer of every regiment, of the general or com­
manding officer of every brigade, of the major- general 
or commanding officer of every division, to make ac­
curate returns of the troops under their respective com­
mands to their next superior officer at least once in 
every year, which shall be done in three months after 
the annual training: Provzded however, That the regi­
mental muster in the Cumberland brigade shall com­
mence on the second Monday in June in every year., 
and the regiments and independent battalions of said 
brigade shall succeed each other in the samt' order, and 
continue to observe every other m.atter and thing 
enjoined by this act.
