The Joint Committee on Treasurer’s Accounts, through their
auditors, The New Jersey Audit Company, having made the
annual examination of the securities and accounts of this office
and having approved the same, I herewith present as required by
law, a report covering the period from July 1, 1935 to June
30, 1936.

This report consists of balance sheets, statements of cash re-
ceipts, cash disbursements and transfers of all funds under the
control of the State Treasurer, lists of investments held by the
State Treasurer for the same funds except the Teachers’ Pension
and Annuity Fund and the State Employees’ Retirement System
Fund, also statement and details of the indebtedness of the State
of New Jersey. The schedule of investments of the Teachers’
Pension and Annuity Fund and the State Employees’ Retirement
System Fund are published separately.

For the purpose of conservation, T have eliminated tabulated
statements which are in the report of the State Comptroller and
details of receipts and disbursements. Transfers from one fund
to another are shown separately but the cash receipts and cash
disbursements still include amounts returned to school districts
by the State Board of Education and amount returned to counties
by the State Highway Department, local railroad tax returned to
the municipalities and the purchase and sale of securities by the
Sinking Funds and Trust Funds.

The books of this office are always open to any proper person
desiring information.

These certificates are general obligations of the State of New Jersey and
were issued under the provision of Chapter 417, P. L. 1895, approved June
13, 1895. The Commissioners of the Agricultural College Fund were directed
to pay the proceeds of the New Jersey War Bonds held by them as an invest-
ment into the Sinking Fund of the State of New Jersey in exchange for the
above certificates.

The above certificates bear interest at the rate of 5% payable to the Com-
missioners of the Agricultural College Fund to be paid under the Act of 1864
to Rutgers Scientific School.

The interest on the certificates of indebtedness was not paid as a separate
item during the present fiscal year and has not been paid as a separate item
since the appropriation bill, Chapter 263, P. L. 1929. The interest, however,
has been included in the general appropriation to Rutgers University.

The Agricultural College fund was originally created by Chapter 366, P. L.
1864, passed in accordance with an Act of Congress approved July 2, 1862,
12 Stat. 505. It is a perpetual trust fund created by grant of Scrip for Pur-
chase of Public Lands by the United States Government to the State of New
Jersey the income to be paid to a college or colleges according to the act.

To the Joint Committee on Treasurer’'s Accounts of the Legislature of the
State of New Jersey:

Inquiry was made into the system of internal check and an independent
verification of the various statements was made with either the State Comp-
troller, the State Accountant, the State Board of Education, the State High-
way Department, the Department of Banking and Insurance and/or the State
Auditor.

Bank balances including the Teachers’ Pension and Annuity Fund and the
State Employees’ Retirement System Fund as at June 30, 1936, were confirmed
by certificates and questionnaires received direct from the depositories. The
confirmed balances were reconciled with the balances shown by the books and
the latter classified. .

Schedules of investments of all funds as at June 30, 1936, were prepared
by us from registers in the office of the Treasurer and all securities thereon
verified either by physical examination or tracing their subsequent collection or
refunding except the investments of the Teachers’ Pension and Annuity Fund
and the State Employees’ Retirement System Fund. The investments of the
Teachers’ Pension and Annuity Fund were verified by checking a list thereof
prepared by and from the records of the secretary thereof with the registers
in the office of the Treasurer and being present at and checking the actual
count by the office of the State Auditor after they had been examined by the
Department of Banking and Insurance. The investments of the State Em-
ployees’ Retirement System Fund were not examined but a list thereof prepared
by the secretary of the fund was checked with the Security Register in the
office of the Treasurer and found in agreement; the total thereof agreed with
the investment account in the general ledger for the fund.

Investments in the various funds are valued at par value except preferred
stock in reorganized depositories, certificates of participation in the assets of
closed and/or reorganized depositories, and the investments of the Workmen’s
Compensation Security Fund which are carried at cost. The cost of the
investments of the latter funds are subdivided on the balance sheets into par
value and premium paid. No provision is made herein for any losses that
may occur upon the sale of any investments nor for any default in the payment
thereof at maturity nor have any provisions been made for losses that will
occur in the realization of balances in restricted banks and/or banks in liquida-
tion except the reserves shown on several balance sheets herein for balances
carried in banks that have been fully liquidated.

The cost of government is not and cannot be shown by this report which
covers cash transactions only, but may be obtained from the records and/or
report of the State Comptroller. :
