The current Westfield High School building was opened in 1952 with an addition in 2003 that included a new air-
conditioned science wing. The history of WHS dates back to the 1800's. The building houses an air-conditioned library
offering over 45 databases and 25,000 volumes; computer labs; TV Studio; visual, performing, and practical arts;
resource room; and air-conditioned common spaces such as the Student Center, auditorium, and cafeterias. All
classrooms are air-conditioned as well.
