Other Information:

At Washington Elementary School, our learners begin their day by participating in morning meetings. The schedule is
composed of six forty-five minute periods and two forty minute periods. Our learners participate in two blocks of guided
reading and two blocks of guided math. They also participate in Technology, World Languages, Music, Art and Physical
Education classes. There are Chromebooks and I-Pads available for learner use, as well as a computer lab. Learners
utilize 1-Ready, BrainPop/BrainPopJr, and the online components of their Reading, Math, and Social Studies programs to
enhance and facilitate their learning experiences. At HES, we provide a safe and nurturing learning environment. Our
Safety Team conducts monthly meetings and drills to ensure that proper protocol is being followed.
