I have the honor to submit herewith the annual report of the

Quartermaster-General's Department for the fiscal year ended October

31st, 1893.

An examination of the annual returns made by the company com-
mandants of the several organizations of the National Guard shows
the arms and accoutrements in their possession to be, with few excep-

tions, in good serviceable condition. Most of these arms have been

in constant service since 1875, the first issue of the Springfield breech-

loading rifle, cal. .45, having been made to Company C, Third Regi-

ment, in February of that year. For all practical purposes the arms
now in use will meet the wants of the service for several years to

come, and enable the State to economize the annual appropriation

made by the general government for arming and equipping the militia

until it is sufficiently large to cover a requisition for a supply of the

new magazine rifle, cal. .30 (about to be issued to the army), for the

use of the National Guard.
Under General Orders No. 3, Headquarters Division, National

Guard, dated at Newark, April 26th, 1893, Companies G, H, I, K
and L of the Fourth Regiment, located at Hoboken, and Company
H, Sixth Regiment, located at Cape May, were disbanded, the com-
missioned officers placed upon the retired list, and the Quartermaster-

General directed to take possession of all property of the State held

by these companies. This was immediately done, and the property,

with the ready and efficient assistance extended by the retiring officers,

gathered in and forwarded to the State Arsenal.

Special Orders No. 11, Headquarters Division, National Guard,
dated at Newark, July 12th, announced the disbandment of Gatling
Gun Company A, and the placing of the commissioned officers there-

of upon the retired list. The public property in the possession of this

organization was collected and returned to the State Arsenal, and,

taking into consideration the length of time it was in continuous ser-

vice, the return made bj the commandant, Brevet Brigadier- General

J. Madison Drake, was very complete, and the condition of the stores

returned indicated the good care taken of the same while in his

custody.

Under Special Orders No. 6, Headquarters Division, National

Guard, dated at Newark, June 12th, three new companies of infantry

mustered into the service and located at Jersey City, were attached to

the Fourth Regiment and designated as Companies B, G and H.
Under Special Orders No. 8, Headquarters Division, National

Guard, dated at Newark, June 24th, 1893, a new company of infantry

mustered into the service and located at Rutherford was attached to

the Second Regiment and designated as Company L.

Pursuant to the above orders these new companies were forthwith

uniformed, armed and equipped in time to enable them to participate

with their respective regiments in the annual encampment at Sea Girt

in July.

Under General Orders No. 10, Office of the Adjutant-General,

dated at Trenton, May 20th, the company of cavalry known as the

Essex Troop, and previously mustered into the service of the State,

was designated as Cavalry Company A, National Guard.
The total number of companies comprising the National Guard,

uniformed, armed and equipped, is as follows : One company of cav-

alry and fifty-five companies of infantry, including one Gatling gun
company.
The total number of breech-loading rifles, cal. .45, in the hands of

the National Guard is three thousand five hundred and thirty-five.

There are in stock at the State Arsenal three hundred and thirty-

seven breech-loading rifles of the same calibre, making a total of

three thousand eight hundred and seventy-two serviceable arms. In
addition to the rifles, each of the six gun detachments is armed with

sabres, revolvers and a three-inch breech- loading naval howitzer.

Gatling Gun Company B, attached to the Second Brigade, is armed
with rifles and two Gatling guns, model 1883.

The tents belonging to the State were badly damaged by the severe

August storms, and it will require some extra expense and labor to

put them in serviceable condition for the annual encampment.
The Merriam pack, adopted on the recommendation of the State

Military Board, in substitution for the old-time knapsack, was issued

to the First Regiment for service at the late encampment. Colonel

Campbell, of the First Regiment, in answer to a letter from this

office requesting his opinion of the merits of the " Pack " after a

practical test, says :

" I consider the Merriam pack far superior to the old-style knap-
sack in every respect, but agreeable to your request will specially note

some advantages.

^^First. Any weight can be carried with greater ease with the packs,.

because the mode of carrying is such that, instead of the weight fall-

ing on the shoulders, it is thrown on the hips, and not felt so much
by the bearer.

" Second. There are no straps across the chest to hold the pack in

place, thereby allowing the full expansion of the chest and not inter-

fering with full and proper respiration.

"Third. The packs can be thrown clear of the back by raising the

hip straps, allowing free circulation of air between the body and
pack, and if necessary the wearer can open his coat full length and
unloosen his body belt while marching without interfering with the

{)ack.

"Fourth. The men can march longer distances with less fatigue

with the packs than with the old-style knapsacks."

For a detailed statement of the camp and garrison equipage. Quar-
termaster's stores, ordnance and ordnance stores in possession of the

State and loaned to the National Guard, military schools and acade-

mies, independent military companies and veteran associations, refer-

camp at Sea Girt from July 24th to 29th. Brigadier-General P. F.
Wanser having recently risen from a dangerous illness, the command
of the brigade devolved upon Colonel Edward A. Campbell, of the

The Second Brigade, National Guard, consisting of the Third,

Sixth and Seventh Regiments, and Gatling Gun Company B, with
Cavalry Company A and Company I, First Regiment, temporarily

attached thereto, under the command of Brigadier and Brevet Major-
General William J. Sewell, formed New Jersey's military contingent

in the parade in Trenton, October 19th, on the occasion of the unveil-

ing of the Battle Monument erected in commemoration of General

Washington's victory over the Hessian troops at this place in 1776.

Transportation and subsistence for the brigade were furnished by this

department. The subsistence, except coffee, consisted of a ration of

good quality put up in boxes by Caterer Gilbert. The coffee was
kindly prepared at my request by Keeper Patterson at the State

Prison, and was excellent and served hot to the troops. This manner
of serving the ration was not entirely satisfactory to me, and justifies

in my mind the opinion that the best arrangement that can be made
for feeding a large body of troops on occasions of this kind is to

make a fixed money allowance per man per ration or meal for such
subsistence as may be required, and let the different organizations pro-

vide their supplies before leaving home, and carry them to the point

of destination in haversacks. This plan would save much time and
avoid confusion.
