The first column - Schoolwide Performance - represents the outcomes for these particular indicators in this school. The second 

column - Peer School Percentile Rank - indicates how the school’s performance compares to its group of peer schools. For example, a 

school whose peer school rank is 65 in Algebra I Enrollment has a higher Algebra I Enrollment than 65% of its peer group. The third 

column - Statewide Percentile Rank - indicates how the school’s performance compares to schools across the state. The fourth column - 

Statewide Target - provides the statewide targets for each of these indicators. The last column - Met Target? - indicates whether the 

School Performance met or exceeded the statewide target.

The Summary row presents the averages of the peer school percentile ranks, the average of statewide percentile ranks and the 

percentage of statewide targets met.
