Hilltop has a dedicated team of professionals that work together to meet the needs of our pre-kindergarten through 
fourth-grade students. These young learners are immersed in programs that will prepare them socially, emotionally and 
academically for the world beyond the Mendham Borough School District. Along with a rigorous academic schedule that 
includes Teachers College Reading and Writing Project and Everyday Math 4, all students participate in art, music, 
library, physical education and technology programs in their related arts. Our third and fourth-grade students receive 
instruction in Spanish two times each week. Our fourth graders can choose a brass or orchestra instrument to play, with 
lessons given weekly in a pull-out setting. Our district's Integrated Pre-Kindergarten is located at Hilltop. The students 
have Physical Education, Library, and Art classes each week.
