SUPREME COURT COMMITTEE ON ATTORNEY ADVERTISING 
 

PUBLIC HEARING (MAY 15) TO CONSIDER  
REVISIONS TO RPC 7.5 ON LAW FIRM NAMES  

 
 

The New Jersey Supreme Court, in In re Decision on CAA 47-2007, by Order dated 

February 26, 2009, remanded the matter to the Committee on Attorney Advertising “to consider 

and make recommendations on any additional information, or change in format, that this Court 

should allow in respect of law firm names, including specifically any additional or changed 

language that the Committee recommends for insertion into the present RPC 7.5.”  The Court 

directed the Committee to “consider and recommend what additional information or descriptive 

material, if any, the Court should allow without placing the public at risk of being deceived or 

otherwise disserved should the services of the attorney members of that practice be sought out;” 

and further directed the Committee to “consider whether special rules should be established for 

attorney practices that include the performance of activities that may be performed by non-

attorneys.”  The Court’s order is appended to this notice.  

 

Accordingly, the Committee will hold a public hearing on Friday, May 15, 2009, at 

11:00 a.m., at the Borgata Hotel Casino and Spa in Atlantic City (during the New Jersey State 

Bar Association Annual Meeting and Convention).  Anyone who wishes to speak at the May 15 

hearing should notify the Secretary to the Committee on Attorney Advertising in writing by 

Monday, May 11, 2009 at the address set forth below.  The request must specify whether the 

speaker will be representing an organization.  Please note that there may be a time limit on each 

speaker’s presentation.
