Who is surveyed: Students, Administrators

The survey was administered at the end of the school year with 384 out of 581 students completing the optional survey.

The survey was designed to gain insight into student perceptions on school culture, school climate, and school safety.

The results indicated that students felt safe in school, felt that they were understood by their teachers, were respected for

their backgrounds and beliefs, and knew who to go to in school to get help when needed. Although the majority of

Climate Surveys: students reported feeling like they belonged, there were some contradicting results that indicate that more work needs to
be done on peer to peer relationships.

Our school was built in 1932, and has a beautiful brick exterior with a majestic entryway. The building has had a number
of renovations and upgrades, with the most recent renovation in 2005.
